
PAPER, NEWSPAPERS, TIRES AND METAL ITEMS

Residents are encouraged to dispose of their recyclable paper and newspapers at the DPW Yard on
Saturdays between 8:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m.

Residents must register for the collection of tires, metal appliances and other large metal items at the
Municipal Clerk’s Office, 101 Hamburg Turnpike, at least two (2) days prior to the following scheduled
tire and appliance collection dates, by calling 973-838-0778 (x241). No messages please.

METAL ITEMS: No fee is charged for registered appliances. You can now also bring metal to the DPW
yard. There is a special dumpster similar to the one for paper.

AUTOMOTIVE

TIRES: The Borough will accept passenger vehicle tires only. No truck tires will be accepted. Residents
must pay a $5.00 disposal fee per passenger vehicle tire when registering.

CAR OR TRUCK BATTERIES: Drop off at DPW Yard Saturdays only between 8:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m.

OIL: Bring to DPW on Saturdays between 8:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m. only.

COMMINGLED CONTAINERS Collection Schedule for 2013 is on calendar.
(EXAMPLE: Plastic Milk, Soda Bottles, Glass Containers and Aluminum/Tin Cans)

Absolutely no garbage is to be dumped at the DPW
MUST be in sturdy metal or plastic trash containers only (32 gal. or smaller

with tight fitting lid. No more than 40 lbs.)
MUST be cleaned and rinsed
MUST crush plastic milk and soda bottles
NO plastic or paper bags
NO plate glass, oil containers, ceramics or styrofoam

Absolutely NO Construction Materials will be picked up. Residents are responsible to obtain
private company container for these items, i.e., sheetrock, windows, shingles, etc.

COLLECTION SCHEDULE: Materials shall be placed at the curbside no sooner than
6:00 p.m. on the day prior to scheduled collection and no later than 6:00 a.m. on the day of scheduled
collection. Empty containers or unaccepted materials must be removed from the curb no later than
8:00 p.m. on the day of scheduled collection. No refuse or recycling on holidays. See calendar.



LANDSCAPING ITEMS

BRUSH AND YARD WASTE: Tree limbs and twigs must be tied in
four (4) foot lengths and placed curbside. No tree trunks or stumps will be accepted.

GRASS CLIPPINGS ARE NOT COLLECTED: Residents are advised to compost grass clippings or to
mulch finely cut grass into their lawns. Do not leave clumps of grass clippings on your lawn or otherwise
render your property unsightly in violation of the local Property
Maintenance Code.

LEAF COLLECTION: Please be advised that the borough now requires
leaves to be bagged. The bags must be paper, not plastic, and will be picked up
curbside on your garbage days. Pickup schedule will be posted online in the
Fall. Paper bags may be purchased at borough hall or any local vendor.

Leaf bags can be bought at Boro Hall – 3 bags for $1.00.

Noncompliance may result in property maintenance fines and summonses.

ELECTRONICS

You may bring the following items to the DPW Garage or curbside for disposal:

Keyboards, Mice, Modems, External Drives, Scanners, Printers,
Copy Machines, Cables, VCRs, DVD Players, Stereos, Radios, Phones,
Fax Machines, Camcorders, Electric Typewriters, Telephones, Cell Phones
and most Media (Floppies, CDs and DVDs), TVs, Microwaves, Computers, Laptops
