Councilman Schiffman moved that the meeting be opened to Early Public Comment; seconded by Councilman D’Amato and carried on voice vote.   
Since there was no one who wished to speak under Early Public Comment, Councilwoman Pituch moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Schiffman and carried on voice vote.

Councilman Schiffman seconded the motion.
Councilwoman Pituch discussed fact that on Pages 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 of the bills list items were taken out of Open Space and should have been taken out of Recreation.

Mayor stated that due to fact that the balance in the maintenance line was low as the budget had not been adopted, they were charged to Open Space but this will be corrected now that the budget has been adopted.

Councilwoman Pituch stated that she will vote YES as long as this is corrected.

She also noted on page 8 we were charged two times for repair of the sweeper; noted that this was a double bill.

The motion carried as per the following roll call:  Council Members:  Conklin; D’Amato; Pituch; Schiffman and Yazdi all YES.  ABSENT:  Councilwoman Shortman (Excused)

Discussion of ROSE Fund Referendum
At this time, Mayor Dunleavy asked the Governing Body to reconsider the vote at the last meeting as to the ROSE Fund Referendum and proposed options to consider.  He spoke of the flood bond monies which Governing Body had authorized last year to be paid down by the ROSE fund and noted that with the change in the ROSE Fund calculation, you will not be able to do this.

Mayor Dunleavy stated that our Borough Auditor sent a memo as to the tax decrease and noted that if it is decreased from 2.5 cents to 1.5 cents, the revenue reduction would be approximately $75,000 for 2013.  The 2013 anticipated revenue would be $112,000.

The Borough Auditor noted that the ROSE Fund currently funds certain operating expenditures in accordance with State statute.  If the ROSE tax is decreased, the shortfall of $75K would have to be absorbed with either new revenues or budgetary cuts, since the town is already at the maximum allowed tax CAP.

Chief Financial Officer Leonard Nicolosi was in attendance and stated that anything that happens on the revenue side has to happen on the expense side.

Discussion followed as to rescinding the question; noted that in January this could be put back on a referendum.

Mayor asked the Governing Body their opinion and Councilwoman Pituch stated that her vote is the same as it was last time.  Councilman Conklin stated that we should keep it the same and we need to cut benefits, personnel, etc.

Councilman D’Amato asked the members “then what is your plan for revenues”; to which Councilwoman Pituch replied “we are leaving it up to the public to decide”.

Noted that we could collect trash one day a week and lay off three people.
Councilman Conklin stated that the County and State police could help out.

Borough Attorney stated that only a member who supported the question could rescind it; no action was taken.

Authorization to extend summer help

Councilman D’Amato moved that authorization be given to extend the summer help employment of two workers for 25 hours until August 31, 2012 at $10/hr. from 9 a.m. until 2 p.m.  This will be paid out of the Recycling Trust.

Councilwoman Pituch seconded the motion.

Discussion followed as to what they will be doing and noted that they will be weedwacking, painting, etc.  Noted that DPW workers are presently cleaning the Senior Center and working on the Library.

The motion carried on voice vote with all members present voting YES.

ADJOURNMENT

Since there was no further business to be conducted, Councilman D’Amato moved to ADJOURN at 7:35 a.m.; seconded by Councilman Yazdi and carried on voice vote.
