Yourinquiry regarding the diversion of water from the Pequannock River was forwarded to the Bureau of Water Allocation & Well
Permitting (BWAVWP) for response. The answer depends on the volume of water to be diverted. The requlatory threshold of ll
sources combined is 70 gallons per minute / 100,000 gallons per day (35 gpm / 50,000 gpd in the Highlands Preservation Area) or
more. The diversion of ground and / or surface water at rates of 70 gpm or more require the prior approval of BWAWP. Please
contactthe Bureau at (609)984-6831 if you have further questions.
