PUBLIC NOTICE STATEMENT

Mayor Dunleavy stated that adequate notice of this meeting was posted in the Bloomingdale Municipal Building and provided to The Suburban Trends; The North Jersey Herald & News; and all other local news media on January 2, 2013.
NON-AGENDA ITEMS

Mayor Dunleavy noted that there are a non-agenda item which a second transfer resolution which is due to transferring monies into sick time line item.
Councilwoman Shortman stated she will give a report on the question raised at the last meeting in regard to $100,000 of legal expenses spent on the DelGuidice case which Jack Miller asked at the last meeting.  Mayor Dunleavy got a copy of the breakdown from the Finance Department and gave it to Mr. Miller to review.

EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilman Yazdi opened the meeting to Early Public Comment; seconded by Dellaripa and carried on voice vote.

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, questioned some of the bill list items, i.e. monies paid to Christmas Spectacular; Mayor noted this came out of a bond which bond counsel said we could do as they have a six year warranty.

Ms. Huntley also question the bill from Freedom Fence which Mayor stated came from the balance on the Walter T. Bergen monies and it was for fence on Glenwild Avenue.

Ms. Huntley stated that the snowplowing this year is the worse it ever has been; Mayor respectfully disagreed and noted that we had bad storms and they also had to pick up trash.

In regard to additional social security, we had two new police office as well as overtime.

Councilman Yazdi stated that we did not know we were hiring officers during budget time.

In regard to the resolution for the bid threshold, we need a resolution on the record that since we have a Qualified Purchasing Agent, we need to do a resolution to authorize the raising of our bid threshold.

In response to Ms. Huntley, Mayor stated that the Chief Financial Officer is the one who signs off on the expenditures; Department Heads bring forth prices; quotes are then submitted to the CFO and they are submitted to the Mayor.  The CFO has the license; he/she signs offs and the solicitation of quotes comes from the various Departments.

At this time, Councilwoman Shortman stepped off the dais and addressed the Mayor and Council.
Linda Shortman, 2 W. Shore Road, noted that she would like to have an answer that was given to Mr. Miller in regard to the statement that $100,000 was spent in legal defenses in the campaign literature put out by the Democrats.

Mayor stated that he believes that the information that was turned over was that there was $91,000 pad to the Municipal Attorney at that time and the land use attorney.  $10,000 was paid to the insurance carrier for the defense.

Mrs. Shortman stated that he said she caused the suit in 2010.

Mayor stated that $11,000 was billed by the JIF to cover 2006 complaint caused by Mr. DelGuidice ; it probably does cover some 2006.

It was noted that June 5, 2007, there was a letter stating that there was an adjudication of the 2006 case; Mrs. Shortman stated that 2010 had nothing to do with her; this was an issue with the Planning Board decision.

Jack Miller, 18 Reeve, stated he just received the information this evening and will have some questions next month.  Mayor stated that he can call him directly and he would be happy to clarify any questions.

In response to Mrs. Shortman if the Democrat Committee met, Mayor stated that they did meeting Thursday night but this matter will not be discussed here.

Since there was no one else who wished to speak under Early Public Comment, Councilman Yazdi moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilwoman Shortman and carried on voice vote.
