PUBLIC NOTICE STATEMENT

Mayor Dunleavy stated that adequate notice of this meeting was posted in the Bloomingdale Municipal Building and provided to The Suburban Trends; The North Jersey Herald & News; and all other local news media on January 5, 2011.
Mayor Dunleavy also noted that today is Flag Day and read a Proclamation by the President and encouraged all residents to fly their flag.

EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilman Schiffman moved to open the meeting for Early Public Comment on agenda items; seconded by Councilwoman Pituch and carried on voice vote with all Council Members voting YES.
John Darcey, 80 South Road, spoke in regard to the last meeting at which former Borough Attorney and presently Assistant Attorney was presiding a t the meeting and in his opinion there was a distinct difference in the way he conducted the meeting than Borough Attorney Semeraro; he was more engaging and as he reiterated his comments that he made at the last meeting as to the performance of both Attorneys.
Mr. Darcey also expressed concern in regard to the legal bills for arbitration vs. Mr. MacMahon's and also his overall billing.

Melanie Ferraro, 164 Reeve Avenue, addressed the Mayor and Council and expressed her disappointment as to their no longer having community functions and noted that these types of activities are vital for preserving our community as a whole.
Brandon Bott, 164 Reeve Avenue, presented a petition with over 700 signatures of children who were also dissatisfied with no fireworks this year.

Jennifer Altfield, 17 Cedar Avenue, asked about a few items which are on Mr. Semeraro’s bills and why we are getting charged for them also spoke in regard to the difference in Mr. MacMahon’s billing v. Mr. Semeraro’s.  Mrs. Altfield asked if Mr. Semeraro would like to donate back $10,000 to be used for t he fireworks.
Councilwoman Huntley moved that authorization be given to engage in a conversation with Mrs. Altfield; seconded by Councilwoman Shortman and carried on voice vote.

At this time, Mayor Dunleavy stated that we did have a contract with Mr. Semeraro and we should not blame him for his fees, he stated them in his contract and it is the Council who approved the contract; any issues would be with them, not Mr. Semeraro.
At this time, Mr. Semeraro explained to Mr. Darcey and those in attendance how he bills and the fact that he spoke to Mr. MacMahon and he noted that he would have billed for the same items he did, i.e. arbitration, lawsuits.  Mr. Semeraro stated that if Mr. MacMahon had the same scenario, the bills would be the same; to which there was disagreement as there is the unknown of how much each attorney would have spent on each scenario, etc.

Ray Yazdi, Bailey Avenue, spoke in regard to the fields and hope that the drainage will be fixed in time for the soccer season.

Mr. Yazdi also addressed the allocations of the ROSE Fund being changed and stated that B&B Socceer will pick up half the cost of the electric bill and stated that the ROSE fund is there and t he Council should take advantage of the SMART money.

Pete Ensley, 10 Sunrise Avenue, felt that it should be up to the public to decide on whether or not to have the fireworks; it is a community event.

Mayor Dunleavy asked if anyone would like to respond to the youth in regard to their presentations this evening in support of the lights.

Councilwoman Shortman stated that she is proud of the young people and applauded them for coming before the Mayor and Council and wish them continued success.

Since there was no one who wished to speak under Early Public comment, Councilwoman Short man moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Vroom and carried on voice vote.

RECOGNITION OF EAGLE SCOUT CAMERON AMEYE
At this time, Mayor Dunleavy presented a resolution which the Mayor and Council adopted at their May meeting in recognition of the attainment of Eagle Scout by Cameron Ameye.

The presentation was roundly applauded by all those in attendance.

PUBLIC HEARING ON PASSAIC COUNTY OPEN SPACE AND FARMLAND PRESERATION APPLICATION

At this time, Mayor Dunleavy spoke in regard to the  two applications that the Borough will be applying for through the Passaic County Open Space Farmland Preservation Trust Fund, i.e.:

A.
 Recreational Facility Improvements to the Walter T. Bergen Middle School Field –

$100,000 for restrooms – Block 5; Lots 33, 34, 35, 36 and 37

B.
 Passaic County Focus Grant to study our Main Street Visioning Plan – Block 82,

Lots 3, 4, 5,7, 9, 10, 11, 15, 17, 19, 21, 25, 26, 27, 28, 30, 32.D, 33, 34, 36.A, 37.B,

37.A, 38, 39, 40, 41, 44, 44.A, 45, 46, 47 and 47.A

Councilman Vroom moved to open the meeting to a Public Hearing on these grant applications; seconded by Councilwoman Shortman and carried on voice vote.

Stephen Witty, 214 Glenwild Avenue asked where the bathrooms will be located and what hours they will be open.

Mayor Dunleavy stated that they will be on the backside of the tennis courts and will be open during Recreation activities 5 p.m. until 10 p.m. Monday through Friday and 10 a.m. until 10 p.m. on Saturday.

In response to Mr. Witty, Mayor Dunleavy stated that they will be hooked into the sewer system.

In regard to the lighting of the area, Mayor Dunleavy stated that this is on for discussion later on in the meeting and the Governing Body will be voting as to whether or not to approve the lights for the Walter T. Bergen field.  Noted that the loan for the lighting would be paid through the ROSE Fund tax and would not increase taxes.

Mr. Witty expressed concern in regard to security and spoke of police presence in the area.

Ron Caputo, 42 Bogue Drive, noted that he thought there was prior discussion as to the restrooms costing $300,000; Mayor Dunleavy stated that the Borough Engineer had given that estimate but we are seeking $100,000 and feel that we can do the restrooms for that and we will not spend more than that.

Since there was no one else who wished to speak during the Public Hearing, Councilman Vroom moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilwoman Pituch and carried on voice vote.

Discussion followed as to whether this qualifies for funding and Mayor noted that they spoke with Kathleen Karin of the County who referred it to their Attorney for Open Space who said 

that due to the fact that we have a 99 year lease to use the field from the School for Recreation only, it would qualify.

Councilman Vroom also spoke in regard to these applications and the work which was done in preparation for them in the past.

Councilwoman Huntley moved that the Borough Administrator be authorized to submit the two applications mentioned above; seconded by Councilman Vroom and carried as per the following roll call:  Council Members:  Conklin; Huntley; Pituch; Schiffman; Shortman and Vroom all YES.

PENDING BUSINESS

Status of Walter T. Bergen Lighting Project

At this time, Mayor Dunleavy discussed the fact that we received notification from Green Acres that this money could not be used for drainage with half the funding and holding the rest until a referendum is decided. noted that the deadline is June 30 or we will lose the money for the loan.
Lengthy discussion followed in regard to not doing this project and losing the funding and putting the question on referendum.

Discussion followed in regard to 2% loan v. bonding; unknown interest rate; bond it and pay it from the ROSE Fund per Councilman Conklin; let the people decide.

Councilwoman Pituch moved that we leave our vote the way it was at the last meeting to put it on referendum and not take the funding and put this out to referendum; seconded by Councilwoman Shortman.
Discussion as to drainage; Mayor offered to get donations for the drainage if the lights go forward.

Borough Attorney stated that the vote needs to be a yes or no to accept the funding or not; we need a motion yes or not to go forward with the loan.
Councilman Vroom moved to approve the lighting project contingent on the drainage costing us nothing; there was no second.

Bergen lights and also fact that the Council did not feel the need to step up and form a committee to find grants and also expressed t he fact that he was happy the young boy who presented the petition to reinstitute the fireworks did not hear the Council say they would find money for a grantsman but could not find money for the fireworks.

Tia Brady, 124 Clark Street, also expressed her disappointment with the decisions made by the Council this evening in regard to public events and lights.
