Board of Education

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, the code of the borough of bloomingdale BY amending Chapter XX, “STREETS AND SIDEWALKS,” ARTICLE II, “STREETS,” Chapter 20-11, “street openings and excavations,” Section 20-11.5, “FEES REQUIRED,” to require that utility companies pay a fee of $200 for street excavations and openings on borough streets was given second and final reading and consideration for adoption at this time.

ORDINANCE 24-2013

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGALE

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, the code of the borough of bloomingdale BY amending Chapter XX, “STREETS AND SIDEWALKS,” ARTICLE II, “STREETS,” Chapter 20-11, “street openings and excavations,” Section 20-11.5, “FEES REQUIRED,” to require that utility companies pay a fee of $200 for street excavations and openings on borough streets

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1.  Chapter XX, “Streets and Sidewalks,” Article II, “Streets,” Chapter 20-11, “Street Opening and Excavations,” Section 20-11.5, “Fees Required,” Paragraph (b) of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to read as follows:

20-11.5  Fees Required.

b.     Utility companies regulated by the Board of Public Utilities of the State of New Jersey shall be exempted from the provisions of this subsection, except that they shall pay a fee of seventy ($70.00) dollars for the permit and an inspection fee in the amount of one-hundred thirty ($130.00) dollars and shall file a bond with the Construction Official annually in the amount of two thousand ($2,000.00) dollars as a deposit.

SECTION 2. 
All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4.
This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

Councilman Dellaripa seconded the motion.

At this time, Councilwoman Shortman discussed a bill for food for a department meeting and felt it should not be paid from taxpayer’s money; this is the second time it was done this year.

She also stated that she does not agree with the Walter T. Bergen lights being taken out of the open space money and would like Govern mental Operations to look into this.

Councilman Yazdi stated that back in 2011, money was taken from there just to balance the budget; $82,000 was never put back.

Councilwoman felt monies should come out of discretionary; where is the money that is dedicated to open space preservation and recreational facility maintenance and improvement; which part of the ROSE fund is dedicated to open space preservation.  She stated we have diminished the integrity of the ROSE Fund.
Borough Attorney stated the referendum rules not the ordinance; noted that possibly a meeting should be held with the legislative body and the attorney; let the Borough attorney review and report back.

Councilwoman Shortman stated she would like to put the bills on line; discussion followed as to whether t hey are all supposed to be on line and fact that Treasurer is on Edmunds and cannot email it which caused a problem then scanning it.
Councilman Dellaripa will check into scanning the bills list and in the meantime we can check with the Borough Attorney as to what can be put on line for a trial period.  Councilman Sondermeyer agreed this should be put on a trial basis.

WHEREAS, the Governing Body (“Governing Body”) of the Borough of Bloomingdale (“Borough”) finds and declares that the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act (“Act”), P.L. 1987, c. 102, has established a recycling fund from which tonnage grants may be made to municipalities in order to encourage local source separation and recycling programs; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares that it is the intent and spirit of the Act that municipalities use tonnage grants to continue and expand existing municipal recycling programs and to develop new programs designed to promote recycling; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares that the New Jersey Legislature has empowered the State of New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (“NJDEP”) to implement the Act through the promulgation of regulations that impose upon municipalities, as a condition for applying for such tonnage grants, certain requirements that include compiling and maintaining accurate, verifiable records of materials collected and claimed by each such municipality; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares its intention that this Official Resolution shall serve to memorialize the Borough’s continuing commitment to recycling and the Borough’s acceptance of its obligations under the requirements imposed by the Act and its implementing regulations;

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares that its intention that and duly authorized representative, entrusted with the responsibility to ensure that the Borough’s Recycling Tonnage Grant Application under the Act is properly completed and timely filed with NJDEP:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale does hereby authorize the submission on behalf of the Borough of a 2012 Recycling Tonnage Grant Application to the State of New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection under the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act and does hereby confirm  the Borough’s Recycling Coordinator as the duly authorized representative of the Borough who shall be entrusted with the responsibility to ensure that said Application shall be properly completed and timely filed with NJDEP; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale does hereby direct all necessary and appropriate municipal officials to cause any and all funds received pursuant to said Application to be deposited in a dedicated recycling trust fund to be appropriated solely for the promotion of recycling with the Borough.
