WHEREAS,
the Governing Body is substantially and capably aided in this regard by the loyal, dedicated volunteer members of the Bloomingdale Volunteer Fire Department, whose primary aim in serving the citizens of this Borough is their protection from fire-borne hazards and risks through fire safety and emergency response measures; and

WHEREAS,
the Governing Body was saddened to learn of the recent passing of 
Edwin Duane Muldoon, Jr. exempt volunteer member of the Bloomingdale Volunteer Fire Department, and wishes to express its sincerest condolences to his family and its sincerest gratitude for his dedicated public service to the protection of the citizens of our community from fire-borne hazards;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body does hereby express, on behalf of the citizens of the Borough of Bloomingdale, sincerest condolences to the family of Edwin Duane Muldoon, Jr.  upon his untimely passing and sincerest gratitude and appreciation for his loyal, dedicated and exemplary service in protecting the citizens of our community as a volunteer member of the Bloomingdale Volunteer Fire Department serving a Fire Chief from 1999 to 2001 and a member of the Hook and Ladder Company for 43 years; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Municipal Clerk be and is hereby directed to forward a true copy of the foregoing Resolution to the family of Edwin Duane Muldoon, Jr. in recognition of his dedicated public service to the citizens of our community.

Mayor Dunleavy offered condolences on behalf of the Governing Body and expressed appreciation for Duane’s years of volunteerism.

ATTENDANCE OF POLICE CHIEF JOSEPH BORELL
At this time, Police Chief Borell was in attendance and discussed the status of his Department in regard to manpower due to injuries and pending retirements.  He noted that this is a hardship on the department and asked the Governing Body to consider applying for the COPS Grant program whereby we can hire an officer through the grant and there will be no expenses to the Borough for three years.  It requires that we keep the officer one year following the termination of the grant.

Discussion followed.  Chief Borell noted that he will have to cut programs due to his staffing, i.e. DARE Program, door checks, radar checks, child safety car seats; now we have to be reactive rather than proactive.

Adoption of Resolution #2011-5.1:  Authorization to apply for COPS Grant
Councilman Vroom offered the following Resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION #2011-5.1

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

2011 Cops Recovery Hiring Program Grant

WHEREAS, the U.S. Department of Justice has made funds available through the Office of Oriented Policing Services to hire new and/or rehire career law enforcement officers in an effort to create and preserve jobs and, to increase community policing and crime prevention efforts; and

WHEREAS, such funds will be made available through participation in the Cops Hiring Recovery Program (CHRP); and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale agrees to retain each officer position awarded for at least twelve (12) months following the conclusion of thirty-six (36) months of federal funding for that position; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale acknowledges the retention requirement cannot be satisfied through attrition; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale does hereby declare its full support of the Cops Hiring Recovery Program for 2011; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale does hereby authorize t he submission to the U.S. Department of Justice, an application for a 2011 Cops Recovery Hiring Program Grant and does hereby further authorize the appropriate municipal officials to complete any and all tasks necessary to perfect such an application.
Councilwoman Huntley seconded the motion, and it carried as per the following roll call:  Council Members:  Huntley; Pituch; Schiffman; Shortman and Vroom all YES.  ABSENT:  Councilman Conklin.

Noted  that  a Committee will meet with the Police Chief to look at the numbers to see if we can do more and look at the budget; this will be on the May 24 agenda.

Discussion followed and Mayor noted that Mr. O’Reilly brings up some good points.  The Borough Attorney will review and the Traffic Officer Sgt. Gildersleeve will look at Mr. O’Reilly’s proposal and report back.

Borough Administrator will follow up with property Maintenance in regard to the hedges in the area which are hindering site distance.

FEMA

Police Vehicle

This item is tabled until the budget is introduced.

Status of email archiving
Mayor Dunleavy noted that we have received a proposal from our current webmaster; this is a budgetary item; this will be put on the next agenda for review.

Tax Foreclosure Update

Borough attorney stated that we have everything we need to proceed; we could possible foreclosure end of the year.

Municipal Budget

Councilwoman Huntley noted that she is awaiting Administrator to make the cuts she gave them; Borough Administrator stated that we are awaiting the legal costs.

Borough Administrator stated that he needs to know where we stand on pursuing shared services.

Councilwoman Huntley moved that the Borough Administrator and Chief Financial Officer present a budget by Thursday; seconded by Councilman Schiffman.

Discussion followed as to shared services, possible lay-offs if we do not make the cap.

Councilwoman Huntley stated that she is still awaiting salary information.  

The motion carried as per the following roll call:  Council Members:  Schiffman; Shortman; Vroom; Huntley and Pituch all YES. ABSENT  Councilman:  Councilman Conklin
Status of Ethics Ordinance
Mayor Dunleavy asked what the status is of the Ethics Ordinance; Borough Attorney stated that our current ordinance is unenforceable due to the fact we do not have a Local Ethics Board. He will have an amended ordinance for the next meeting.

Highland Opt-In

Mayor Dunleavy noted that he and the Administrator met last week with the Highlands Council; and stated that if we adopt the Highlands Plan, we can still make adjustments to it; it is an on-going process.

Discussed the Modular 8 which is a cursurory review by Burgis and paid for by the Highlands; we should make sure Mr. Burgis does the review.

On-line bill payments

This is a budgetary item.

Reevaluation

Borough Administrator is awaiting the status from the Borough Administrator of Wanaque; he will reach out to him again.

RECESS

Councilman Vroom moved for a recess at this time, 7:40 p.m.; seconded by Councilman Schiffman and carried on voice vote.

RECONVENED

Mayor Dunleavy reconvened the meeting at 7:55 p.m.

Status of ROSE Fund

Mayor Dunleavy stated we are awaiting recommendations from the ROSE Fund Committee; Municipal clerk will contact the Chairman for his input for the May 24, 2011 meeting.

Status of Animal Shelter Bids

Borough Administrator stated that he will have these by the end of the week.  Mayor noted that he can go out to bid as approval was already given.
Status of James Street

This will be on the May 24, 2011 meeting; we will wait for the Borough Engineer’s report.

Library Furniture

Borough Attorney stated letter was sent to the firm which filed for bankruptcy; we sent a letter out and are awaiting response.

Woodward Avenue Project and Henion Street
Contract has been reviewed and approved by the Attorney; Borough Administrator will contact the contractor as to a start date.

Passaic County Open Space Grant

Mayor stated that the deadline is June 17.  Discussion followed as to projects for this grant.

Councilman Vroom moved that the Borough Administrator be authorized to apply for a grant for the Main Street focus study; apply for $100,00 for the restrooms at the Walter T. Bergen Field and $50,000 for drainage; seconded by Councilwoman Huntley and carried as per the following roll call:  Council Members: Shortman; Vroom; Huntley; Pituch and Schiffman all YES.  ABSENT:  Councilman Conklin

Adoption of Resolution #2011-5.2:  Authorization for borough Attorney to notify White Collar Union Employees to return to five-day work week

Councilwoman Huntley offered the following Resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION #2011-5.2

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

WHEREAS, the Borough Council is desirous of restoring a five-day work week to the white collar employees of the Borough employed at the municipal complex; and 

WHEREAS, said employees are subject to a Collective Bargaining Agreement that was entered on or about December 5, 2006 effective from January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2012 entitled "Agreement by and between Borough of Bloomingdale, Passaic County, New Jersey (Borough) and Communication's Workers of America AFL CIO, Local 1032 White-collar Unit (Union) January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2012; and 

WHEREAS, said contract Article IV Section 1 calls for:

In such cases as a full-time employee work schedule shall be changed, the employee shall be provide with thirty (30) days notice of the change before implementation except in such cases where the employee agrees to the change or in cases of emergency as determined by the Borough Administrator or designee; and

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Borough Attorney is hereby instructed to draft formal notification to all affected employees providing them thirty (30) days advance notice of such change in work schedule from a four day work schedule Monday through Thursday 8 AM to 6 PM to a five day work schedule Monday through Friday 8:30 AM to 4:30 PM. 

Councilwoman Pituch seconded the motion.

Discussion followed; Mayor stated that he did not remember the Governing Body as a whole discussing this change.  Mayor stated that this has to be discussed with the Union; you cannot arbitrarily change it; Councilwoman Huntley stated the contract notes we have the right to change hours; it is a non negotiable issue.

The motion carried as per the following roll call: Council Members:  Vroom, NO; Huntley, YES; Pituch, YES; Schiffman; Yes and Shortman, Yes.  ABSENT:  Councilman Conklin

Adoption of Resolution #2011-5.3:  Notification to Administrative Employees with Contracts that they are Illegal

Discussion followed in regard to how much this will cost in legal fees to defend if the affected employees sue; Borough Attorney stated at least $10,000.  

Borough attorney stated that each employee will be notified and asked to sign a letter acknowledging that their contracts are illegal and unenforceable; if they do not, we will go before a Judge to get a determination.

Councilwoman Huntley noted that they will have a Labor Attorney handle this; and in response to the Mayor, this is not a budgetary item as yet.

Borough Administrator spoke on behalf of his contract and fact that the Borough wrote two prior contracts for him and approved them.  He noted he would like to discuss some options he has for the Borough to have five day week 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. coverage; Councilwoman Huntley would like to see the details.

Borough Administrator spoke in regard to the clause in his contract which Councilwoman Huntley refers to as the “parachute clause” and noted that the only way he would collect that is if he was terminated and asked if that is the intent.

Borough Attorney advised the Council not to comment; Mr. Ehrenburg would have to be Rice Noticed to discuss his contract or waive the RICE notice.

Councilwoman Huntley offered the following Resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION #2011-5.3

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

WHEREAS, the Borough Attorney upon direction of the Borough Council, reviewed and analyzed the legality of all the employment contracts entered into during the calendar year of 2010 with members of the Administration; and

WHEREAS, said research resulted in the Municipal Attorney's legal opinion that said contracts were unenforceable as they violated various New Jersey statutes; and

WHEREAS, the Municipal Attorney's contract analysis revealed that there were no severability clauses contained in the contract and in fact, the contracts themselves indicated that if any provision of the contract was adjudicated by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be unenforceable, the entire contract would be void and terminated; and

WHEREAS, it was the Municipal Attorney's opinion that in each and every one of the contracts in question, the duration and term of the contracts were one area where each of the contracts violated the law; and

WHEREAS, the Municipal Attorney opined that the law prevented said contracts from extending beyond December 31, 2010; and 

WHEREAS, the Borough Council is desirous of terminating each and every one of the aforementioned employment contracts without litigation; and

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Borough Attorney is hereby authorized and directed to the draft correspondence to each and every one of the employees afforded employment contracts seeking their acknowledgment that the contract is unenforceable and thereby void and that their failure to acknowledge and agreement for the same in writing would result in the Borough seeking a declaratory judgment in a Superior Court, Passaic County vicinage that their employment contracts is void and unenforceable.

Councilwoman Pituch seconded the motion.

Mayor Dunleavy stated that we can anticipate lawsuits on fighting contracts which have no financial impact on the borough as they stand now.

The motion carried as per the following roll call:  Council Members:  Huntley, YES; Pituch, ES; Schiffman, YES; Shortman, YES; Vroom, NO.  ABSENT:  Councilman Conklin

Adoption of Resolution #2011-5.4:  Revision to 2011 By-laws

Mayor Dunleavy stated that he does not know why we are discussing this or why it was referred to the Borough attorney.

Councilwoman Huntley stated that the meetings have become unruly and the public disrespectful and noted that we need some dignity back and discussed the amendments.

Councilwoman Huntley offered the following Resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION #2011-1

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE,

PASSAIC COUNTY, NEW JERSEY

Adopting 2011 By-Laws

WHEREAS, it is the prerogative of the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale (“Borough Council”) to adopt By-Laws for the orderly, efficient and public-friendly performance of its official duties as the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale (“Borough”); and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council hereby finds that the amendment to the By-Laws will foster the orderly, efficient and public-friendly performance of its official duties as the Governing Body of the Borough;;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council that any and all By-Laws heretofore adopted by the Borough Council be and are hereby repealed; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the By-Laws set forth hereinafter be and are hereby amended by the Borough Council as the By-Laws governing the proceedings of meetings of the Borough Council for the calendar year of 2011:

AMENDED BY-LAWS FOR THE YEAR 2011

OF THE BOROUGH COUNCIL

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE
ARTICLE I
Definitions

Section 1.1
The term “Borough” shall mean the Borough of Bloomingdale.

Section 1.2
The term “Borough Clerk” shall mean the Borough Clerk of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

Section 1.3
The term “Committee” shall mean a duly appointed and constituted Standing Committee of the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

Section 1.4
The term “Council” shall mean the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

Section 1.5
The term “Mayor” shall mean the Mayor of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

Section 1.6
The term “President” shall mean the President of the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

Section 1.7
The term “President Pro Tem” shall mean the President Pro Tem of the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

Section 1.8
The term “Select Committee” shall mean a duly appointed and constituted Select Committee of the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

ARTICLE II
Governing Rules of Order

Except as otherwise provided by provision of the succeeding By-Laws, it is hereby determined and declared that Robert’s Rules of Order shall be the controlling source of authority for all matters of procedural governance of all meetings of the Council.

ARTICLE III
Meetings of the Council
Section 3.1
At or prior to its Annual Reorganization Meeting, the Council shall by Resolution establish a regular schedule of Work Session and Regular Business Meetings of the Council for the succeeding year.  Unless otherwise determined to be necessary and/or appropriate by the Presiding Officer or by a majority of the full membership of the Council, official business shall be reserved for transaction at Regular Business Meetings of the Council.

Section 3.2
The Mayor shall have the discretion and authority to call a Special Meeting of the Council by directing the Borough Clerk to notify in writing the members of the Council of such Special Meeting.

Section 3.3
Notwithstanding the foregoing, four (4) members of the Council may call a Special Meeting of the Council by directing the Borough Clerk to serve upon the Mayor and each member of the Council a written notice signed by each of the four (4) members.

Section 3.4
Any notice of a Special Meeting of the Council shall specify the time, purpose and place within the Borough of any such Special Meeting and shall be delivered to the Mayor and to each member of the Council no less than 48 hours prior to the time set forth in said notice.

Section 3.5
Emergency Meetings of the Council shall be convened in accordance with the provisions of the New Jersey Open Public Meetings Act, N.J.S.A. 10A:4-6, et seq.
Section 3.6
The subject matter of an executive session shall be limited to such topics as are permitted to be discussed in confidential deliberations by the New Jersey Open Public Meetings Act, N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b).

Section 3.7
Provision shall be made for a reasonable period of time for public comment at all meetings of the Council not otherwise reserved for meetings of committees and/or select committees, including prior to any vote being taken and recorded on any motion and/or resolution arising or resulting from an executive session of the Council.  Public comment will be limited to one five (5) minute presentation per person, except this may be extended by approval of the majority of the Governing Body.

(A)
The purpose of a public comment is to permit the public to address the governing body. There is to be no dialogue between members of the governing body and administration and the public unless authorized by a majority vote of the governing body.

(B)
Members of the public shall be permitted to speak for only a period of 5 minutes unless authorized by a majority vote of the governing body.

(C)
Prior to each member of the public speaking, the Clerk shall announce the time so that the five-minute clock for each speaker is noted in the official record.

(D)
The Borough Clerk shall maintain, track of the five-minute period and announced its expiration at which time, a motion can be entertained if so moved, to extend that individual's time to speak for a predetermined period of time. 

(E)
Each member of the public shall be permitted to address the governing body at the public portion for only one occasion unless authorized by majority vote of the governing body.
ARTICLE IV
Officers of the Council
Section 4.1
The Presiding Officer shall be responsible for ensuring an orderly and productive flow of Official Business at meetings of the Council and shall have the authority to render rulings with respect to matters of procedure and decorum at such meetings.

Section 4.2
A ruling of the Presiding Officer shall control unless a majority of the full membership of the Council shall, by roll call vote, override any such ruling.

Section 4.3
The Mayor shall serve as the Presiding Officer of all meetings of the Council.

Section 4.4
In the event of the absence of the Mayor from any meeting of the Council, the President shall serve as the Presiding Officer of any such meeting.

Section 4.5
In the event of the absence of the Mayor and the Council President from any meeting of the Council, the President Pro Tem shall serve as the Presiding Officer of any such meeting.

Section 4.6
In the event of the absence of the Mayor, the President and the President Pro Tem from any meeting of the Council, the members of the majority party shall designate a member of the Council to serve as the Presiding Officer of any such meeting.

Section 4.7
The Borough Clerk shall be responsible for recording, in writing or by electronic means, the discussions and votes cast at all meetings of the Council, including executive sessions as described in Section 3.8.

Section 4.8
In the event of the absence of the Borough Clerk from any meeting of the Council, the Presiding Officer shall appoint a Clerk Pro Tem for any such meeting.

Section 4.9
The Borough Clerk shall prepare and distribute to the Mayor and to each member of the Council for review and revision, where appropriate, a draft copy of the minutes compiled of each meeting of the Council.

Section 4.10
Minutes of the meetings of the Council shall be reviewed, revised and approved by the members of the Council by no later than at each succeeding month’s Regular Business Meeting of the Council or as soon thereafter as shall be reasonably practicable to do so. 

ARTICLE V
Quorum of the Council
Section 5.1
A quorum shall be necessary to transact official business of the Borough at meetings of the Council and shall be established when the Mayor and at least three (3) members of the Council are present, or at least four (4) members of the Council are present.
Section 5.2
A quorum shall no longer exist, and no official business of the Borough shall be conducted, in the absence of any of the circumstances set forth in Section 5.1.

Section 5.3
Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 5.1 and provided that no quorum is thereby established as provided in Section 5.1, individual members of the Council shall be permitted to meet to discuss and debate matters of governance of the Borough, including by attendance at meetings of either Committees or Select Committees as well as at public or private events.

ARTICLE VI
Business of the Council

Section 6.1
Except as otherwise determined by the Presiding Officer, or a majority of the Borough Council, the Regular Order of Business at all Work Session Meetings of the Council shall be as follows:

Call to Order by the Presiding Officer  (Call to Order)

(b)
Roll Call of Members by the Borough Clerk and Recognition by the Presiding Officer of Borough Officials in attendance  (Roll Call)

(c)
Salute to the American Flag and, whenever appropriate, a Moment of Silence (Flag Salute)

(d)
Announcement of Prior Public Notification of Meeting by the Presiding Officer (Public Notice Statement)

(e) Any Motions to remove matters from Agenda

(f) Early Public Comment [Reserved for Agenda Items]

(1)
Subject matter shall be limited to agenda items.

(2)
The purpose of a public comment is to permit the public to address the governing body. There is to be no dialogue between members of the governing body and administration and the public unless authorized by a majority vote of the governing body.

(3)
Members of the public shall be permitted to speak for only a period of 5 minutes unless authorized by a majority vote of the governing body.

(4)
Prior to each member of the public speaking, the Clerk shall announce the time so that the five-minute clock for each speaker is noted in the official record.

(5)

Grant Writing Committee:
Explore opportunities for the Borough to obtain grants from  the County, State and Federal governments, or other public funding sources,  and oversee the preparation of grant applications submitted by the Borough to the appropriate funding  authorities.
Section 8.2

The Council shall create such other Select Committees as it may from time to time find and determine to be necessary and beneficial to the efficient and effective conduct of the Official Business of the Borough and operation of the Council.

The jurisdiction of a Select Committee shall be determined by the Council and, to the extent permitted, shall supersede the jurisdiction of a Standing Committee with respect to any issue as to which said Select Committee is given jurisdiction.

Section 8.3
In the event that more than one Committee seeks to exercise jurisdiction over a matter or where there is uncertainty as to which Committee shall exercise jurisdiction over a matter, then any such dispute or uncertainty shall be resolved by a majority vote of the full membership of the Council or, in the absence thereof, by the Presiding Officer.

Section 8.4
Each Committee shall have at least two members but no more than three members, one of whom shall be appointed as Committee Chairperson.  The Mayor may appoint, subject to the advice and consent of the Council,  such Committee  members who are not members of the Council as is determined to be appropriate and in the interest of the citizens of the Borough.

Each Committee shall meet at least monthly unless its Chairperson determines that there is no Official Business of the Borough or of the Council warranting such a meeting.

The Mayor shall have the authority to nominate members of the Council for appointment to Committee or Select Committee positions, which nominations shall be subject to the advice and consent of the Council by a recorded, roll call, majority vote.  In the event that a Mayoral nominee for a particular position does not receive a majority vote, then any member of the Council may move another nominee for the same position and, upon obtaining a second for any such motion, request a recorded, roll call vote of the full membership of the Council.

Section 8.8
The Mayor shall appoint, subject to the advice and consent of the Council, members and/or designees of the Council to serve as non-voting Liaisons to such municipal boards, commissions and/or committees and to such civic, business, governmental or other entities as may be determined to be in the best interests of the Borough and/or the Council.
