Borough Attorney, Fred Semaru states that he is representing the Borough of Bloomingdale in this minor subdivision application.  It is for a lot line adjustment on Block 5105, Lot 14.01 which consists of approximately 41.34 acres.  The Borough entered into a contract to develop this tract under their affordable housing obligation.  The lot line adjustment is needed so that Borough can sell off approximately 28.147 acres to a developer and retain the remaining 13.198 acres as Borough property.
