Motion is made by Comm. Graf, 2nd by Comm. Croop to deem application #687 complete.  Voice vote shows all in favor.

At 7:30 pm Ms. Bernadette Miglin is sworn in.  She explains to the board that she is looking to create a 149 square foot 3 season room which would be constructed directly over an already existing deck with the staircase to be moved under the deck.

She states that there are 3 reasons they chose to do this:

1.) Extremely narrow non-conforming lot

2.) To be able to enjoy view of the lake, currently can only see lake from bedroom.
3.) The footprint of the house would not change because it will be constructed directly over deck.

Chairman Simoni asks if it will just be a 3-season room and that it will not be winterized.

Ms. Miglin states that it will not be heated, it would just be used for enjoyment of the lake.  It will be constructed of almost all glass.

The Board Engineer, Tom Boorady states that there are 3 variances requested:
1.) Minimum Lot Frontage (63.7 exists where 75 feet is required)

2.) Minimum Side Yard, one (5.0 feet is proposed where 5.2 feet is existing and 8.0 is required)

3.) Minimum Side Yard, both (9.1 feet is proposed where 9.3 feet exists, and 20 feet is required)

Mr. Boorady goes over the technical comments of his report:
1.  Existing well structure will be demolished.

(The applicant states that it is already gone.)

2. All downspouts shall discharge to a stable surface so as not to impact neighboring properties.
3. If approved, plans will be signed by board chair, secretary and engineer.

4. Structure must be built exactly as stated on plans to ensure as built setbacks will be no less than setbacks approved by this board.

5. Escrow will be maintained until final inspection is done and engineer reviews final as built survey.
6. If application is approved, the resolution would normally stipulate that 4 copies of as built survey are submitted.  
At this time, Mr. Boorady states that he would have no objection to waiving the as-built survey.

The board agrees and a stipulation is put on record that no as-built survey will be required of the applicant.

Comm. Croop asks how far the deck is away from neighbor.

Ms. Miglin states that the neighbor has a double lot and there is a huge line of trees between properties.  
Mr. Boorady states that the elevation of the applicant’s property is also much higher than the neighboring property.
Comm. Graf states that he believes the distance between homes is well over 150’. 

Motion is made by Comm. Graf, 2nd by Comm. Steenstra, to open meeting to public for comments and questions of application #687.  Voice vote shows all in favor.

Motion is made by Comm. Steenstra, 2nd by Comm. Crum to close meeting to public for comments and questions of application #687.  Voice vote shows all in favor.

Motion is made by Comm. Graf, 2nd by Comm. Steenstra to approve and grant C-1 variances for minimum lot frontage (63.7 exists where 75 feet is required)
minimum side yard, one (5.0 feet is proposed where 5.2 feet is existing and 8.0 is required); and minimum side yard, both (9.1 feet is proposed where 9.3 feet exists, and 20 feet is required) due to narrowness of the property. The board also finds no detriment to public good and that the granting of approval will not impair any zoning code or ordinance of the borough and that recommendations in the Engineer's letter dated 10/28/2020 be complied with.

The motion includes a stipulation that a waiver of an as-built survey be a condition of approval.  Roll call shows 7-0 in favor of approval.
