Redevelopment Study:  Block 5105 Lot 14.01
Malvika Apte of CME Associates presents report titled ‘Area in Need of Redevelopment Study:      Block 5105 Lot 14.01  Prepared for Bloomingdale Borough, Passaic County, New Jersey, dated February 13, 2018 and prepared by CME Associates.

Ms. Apte states that this is a public hearing to discuss the report which explains the area in need of redevelopment as it applies to Block 5105 Lot 14.01.  She states that the Mayor and Council and the Bloomingdale Planning Board hired CME Associates to perform an investigation of the subject property to see if it fits the criteria for an area in need of redevelopment.  

Ms. Apte’s findings are that it meets two of the criteria, where only one is needed:

· Criteria C


· Criteria E
 

After the investigation study was completed, Ms. Apte states that the criteria to deem a property as an area in need of redevelopment has been met and recommends that Block 5105 Lot 14.01 be deemed as a non-condemnation site in need of redevelopment.
Comm. Graf and Comm. Ollenschleger question whether  the report should find that the subject property meets criteria E.
