Mr. Mark Palus, Licensed Engineer, representing the applicant is sworn in and accepted as a qualified Engineer.

Mr. Palus gives a brief history of the property and states that it is located on Lake Iosco and is a lakefront property.  It currently exists as a single family home and the applicants are looking to do substantial renovations.  Property is located in the R-20 zone, it is an existing non-conforming.  The footprint will remain the same, the existing garage will be removed and replaced.  A new septic system will be installed and the driveway will be re-constructed.  Seepage pits will be installed to offset the proposed impervious coverage increase.
The applicants are here tonight for 2 variances, a C-1 variance for lot coverage and C-2 for building coverage.   Most of the increased coverage is due to the proposed driveway.  There is no parking on Short Road, so the larger driveway and new proposed garage will provide extra parking.  There are large areas of undeveloped land around the property so drainage improvements will be provided.  Most of the home is one story.  There are difficult soil conditions, rock and a high water table, so there is no utilizing a basement or below level.

Mr. Palus refers to the Board Engineer’s report and states that they agree to comply with all recommendations that Mr. Boorady has suggested.

Comm. Greenberg asks if the driveway will be paved or gravel.  

The applicant states that they may pave in the future, but currently it will be gravel.
Mr. Palus states that it doesn’t make a difference, because both are considered impervious.

Comm. Luccio questions the raised septic bed in the front as to where those pipes will drain.

Mr. Palus states that because of the high water table, interception drains will be installed to keep water away from bed and drain to the lake to avoid ponding.  The septic design was submitted to the Board of Health and approved.

Comm. Luccio confirms that there will be no pipes or drains under walkway or driveway.

Mr. Palus states that there will be none.

Comm. Guinan asks if the space above the garage will be heated.  

Mr. Palus states that it will not be heated.

At this time Mr. Palus states that applicant agrees to all stipulations set forth in Mr. Boorady’s report, and will submit revised plans to reflect these stipulations.

At this time Comm. Ollenschleger asks that we mark the Board Engineer’s report as exhibit B-1 on 11/10/16.
