Board Attorney, Richard Brigliadoro reminds the applicant that everyone that previously testified remains under oath.  

Board Engineer, Tom Boorady issued two reports.  Report dated 12/3/19 is marked as exhibit B-1 and report dated 2/18/19 marked as B-2.

Chairman Simoni states that he would like to release the applicant of the stipulation from the last meeting that would require the applicant only be able to install a wood sign.  Comm. Simoni feels that the applicant should have the flexibility to make the sign wood or metal.  He also states that since the borough ordinance prohibits lighting, that he would like to see a variance included to allow the applicant to have exterior lighting on both signs as long as it is satisfactory to the board engineer.

The applicant states that there will be no illuminated or flashing signs, just lighting to make the signs visible at night.

Mr. Boorady asks that the light be directed on sign and that there is no spilling over.

At this time Mr. Boorady goes through his report.  He states that the 2/18/19 report super cedes the 12/3/19 report.

He also states that most revisions were already done and that there are just a few items that need to be fine-tuned.

Item #2 refers to 15’ residential buffer.  Currently the asphalt north of the new garage is not shown as removed on the plans.  He asks applicant to show it as removed and landscaped.

Mr. Boorady refers to the cooking exhaust and asks the applicant to clarify where the exhaust fan will be located.

The applicant states it will be located on the North side of the take out building, facing the accessory building.

At this time the applicant presents pictures and detail of the pre-fab garage accessory structure as requested from the board chairman at the previous meeting.  These 3 submittals are marked as exhibits A-4(picture of building), A-5 (colors of building) and A-6 (purchase invoice of pre-fab unit).
Comm. Fioretti asks if there will be a hood in the prep kitchen.

The applicant states that there will not.  No cooking will be done in the prep kitchen.

In Summary, the applicant’s attorney thanks the board for their time, especially Mr. Boorady.  He states that all conditions, set forth on record, will be complied with and asks for the board’s approval of the necessary variances as presented.

At this time a motion is made by Comm. Graf, 2nd by Comm. Steenstra to approve application with granting of the following “c” variances:

· Height of structure – 27.7’ where 15’ is permitted.

· Parking within the front yard where parking is only permitted within the side and the rear.
· Sign area for freestanding sign 16 square feet where 12 feet is permitted as well as variance to place a “TB” lettering sign on chimney as second sign, no greater than 12’.

· External illumination of both the freestanding sign and the second sign on chimney where illumination is not permitted.

Approval is also conditioned upon compliance of all stipulations set forth on record.

Roll call shows 8-0 in favor of motion to approve.
