Applicants attorney, Bernard P. Bacchetta states that the property at 227 Union Avenue is a commercial property located in the B-1A zone.  The applicant is looking for site plan approval 

and is requesting the following 3 waivers from checklist ‘A’ :

Item #23 - The applicant seeks a checklist waiver from supplying Vicinity Data.  Since the applicant proposes to construct a new two-way driveway, we recommend Vicinity Data is provided, particularly since the driveway would be located adjacent to an existing residential dwelling.  
The location of structures such as swellings, walls, utility poles, sign poles, etc., and the locations of driveways on both sides of the street, street line striping, etc., are important to ensure the proposed driveway would not conflict with or adversely affect existing improvements or sight distances.

- A partial waiver is granted, the applicant will discuss with board engineer and come up with a reasonable request of the waiver.
Item #41 – No architectural renovation plans have been provided for the existing dwelling.  Such plans are required to show how the dwelling would be renovated for commercial use and occupancy.  No floor plans or preliminary mechanical, electrical and plumbing plans have been provided for the modular offices or prefabricated storage buildings.  We recommend such plans are provided.

Item #42 – The applicant has requested a checklist waiver from supplying a Traffic Report citing that the Passaic County Planning Board doesn’t require such a report for the proposed size development.  We reserve our comment regarding this checklist waiver until we have received a report from the Passaic County Planning Board detailing their review of the proposed development and what improvements, if any, would be required by the County.

· Applicant will not be required to do a full traffic study, a partial waiver is granted the applicant will discuss with board engineer a reasonable request of waiver.
