REEXAMINATION REPORT- RECOMMENDATION TO MAYOR & COUNCIL
Ms. Donna Holmqvist, Professional Planner with Burgis Associates, 25 Westwood Avenue, Westwood , NJ.
Ms. Holmqvist addresses some of the planning issues in Bloomingdale, such as affordable housing, regional planning, and the Highland’s Council severe recession creating economic difficulties.
Some highlights of report:

· Bloomingdale is only 9.2 square miles and there has only been an increase of 126 in over 20 years.

· Highlands Act encourages communities to focus on lands for re-development in planning areas.

· Highlands designates 70% of land in Bloomingdale, the other 30% is in planning area.  Prior Master Plans show the most growth is in that 30%.

The Meer Tract was re-zoned in 2007 and in 2008 received approval for 360 housing units including 72 affordable housing units.  When the last re-examination report was done, the Meer Tract was still in litigation.  The property was still undeveloped and there are large costs involved in development.
In order to bring the 2007 Master Plan up to date, we have produced the 2014 

Re-examination report which focuses on the Meer Tract and Tilcon Quarry.

An ordinance would be drafted if the board chooses to recommend it to the Mayor and Council.

Ms. Holmqvist goes through the Periodic Re-examination of the Master Plan as it is written.

Mr. Sartori asks Ms. Holmqvist if she had received a copy of the letter from Guilet Hirsch of Archer & Greiner dated 5/20/14.
Ms. Holmqvist states that she did and that she has no problem amending #3B on the report with the proposed language recommend by Ms. Hirsch.  Also states that she will incorporate the comment in reference to page 5 and will incorporate it and amend the report.

Comm. Ollenschleger wishes to confirm that on page 7 where it addresses the borough history regarding COAH, that it is emphasized that there were good faith efforts made by the Borough in attempting to meet their COAH obligations. Sentence could read “despite good faith efforts by the Borough to develop affordable housing plan…”
Comm. Ollenschleger also refers to page 12 and asks to change the word “community” to “on this site”.

Comm. Greenberg asks that in regards to areas of possible housing, would there be any way to incorporate the language stating that in addition to residential, that commercial could be brought in to help with taxes.

Mr. Sartori and Ms. Holmqvist both state that it could not be done on this particular tract.  This document focuses specifically on the Meer Tract.

Comm. Graf states that he has two questions, the first is in regard to 10/2013 court order and how it was initiated and came about.
Ms. Holmqvist states that she was not involved and could not comment.

Comm. Graf also comments that Ms. Holmqvist indicated that it would not be necessary to utilize redevelopment on this tract.  

Ms. Holmqvist states that it’s because this tract already has site plan approval and a court ordered recommendation of zoning change.  When there is a vacant property with site plan approval it seems there will be more cooperation to develop.

Chairman Simoni states that there appears to be a duplicated paragraph on page 10.

Ms. Holmqvist sates that she will eliminate one of them.
