PUBLIC HEARING 

Bloomingdale Area In Need Study for Main Street Study Area and Van Dam Avenue Study Area prepared by CME Associates. (2nd hearing)
Chairman Simoni announces to the public that this study area is now a non-condemnation area and that a Special Meeting will be held solely for the Redevelopment Study at which time public discussion will be continued and the Planning Board will present its recommendations.
Board Attorney, Rich Brigliadoro reads Resolution #2019-8.13 from the Mayor and Council dated 8/20/19, amending the request for the review by the Planning Board of the Redevelopment Study of Main Street and by CME Associates.  This Resolution amends the scope of the preliminary study to exclude “condemnation” area as part of the redevelopment study.

At this time Chairman Simoni asks if there is any Counsel wishing to speak pertaining to the study.
· Scott A Heiart of Carlin Ward (exhibit #7) states that he represents 3 properties in the Study and understands that there will be a special meeting to be announced.

· Carl Rizzo of Cole Schotz (exhibit #1) represents property at 113 Main Street which has already been excluded.

· Alice Kasetta of Price, Meese, Schulman & D’Arminio (exhibit #6) is appearing for 115 Main, Wells Fargo Bank states that she is okay with the adjournment to a Special Meeting.

Public Comment continued from previous meeting:

· Scott Hriczov, 15 Hamilton Street, asks for explanation of what’s happening.

Board Attorney explains the process to the public of the recommendation to the Mayor and Council.

· Maureen Tierney, 21 Highland Road, worried about another PILOT program.  Where is the money coming from?  Feels breaks can be given in cost of permits instead.

· Harvey Peterson, 17 Hamilton Street

· Erik Tepe, 10 Leary, worried that ne resolution puts 9 excluded properties back in study.  He is reassured that this is not the case.

· Linda Houlis, 8 Leary, lives in the townhouse, asks what happens if the property is suggested to be redeveloped.  Comm. Simoni states that it would be handled no differently that if she were to sell her property on her own.  She would be in control of selling, eminent domain is no longer part of the study.

· David Richardson, 60-60A Main Street asks if notes from CME can be emailed to him.
· Owner of 55 Main – 63 Main states that they would like to better their property and keep the small town feel

At this time a motion is made by Comm. Crum, 2nd by Comm. Croop to close to public discussion on the Redevelopment Study.  Voice vote shows all in favor.

A motion is made by Comm. Graf, 2nd by Comm. Luccio to approve a Special Meeting for the purposes of the Redevelopment Study for Thursday, September 19, 2019.  Roll call shows 8-0 in favor.

Joseph Colella, counsel representing applicant states that this is a continuation of the June meeting and calls for the architect to come forward at his time.

Mark Montalbano is accepted as a qualified Architect by the board.
Mr. Montalbano refers to Proposed Floor Plan and Exterior Elevation, dated 10/5/18, marked as Exhibit A-1.

It shows the size of the building which has a 40’ x 60’ footprint, gable roof, 3 pedestrian doors, one is for office, one for garage and one in the rear of the building.

There are 3 overhead doors.  Two are 10’x10’, the other is 12’x 14’

The building is metal.  There is a restroom in the rear, office in the front and radiant heat floor.  There will be a split A/C with two condensing units on 5’x5’ pad.

The exhaust system will meet the code requirements.

Board Engineer Tom Boorady asks that A/C pads be revised on plans.

Mr. Montalbano states that they want to keep a residential feel to the building.  The lighting will meet all the criteria.  The actual landscaping is identified on the drawing.

Mr. Boorady asks for location of garbage within building.

Mr. Colella states that they show the refuse area on the plans for inside the building.

Mr. Boorady asks if the exhaust system for the vehicles will meet building codes.

Mr. Montalbano states that he will show exhaust on plans which will probably be in the rear of the building.

At this time the record reflects that Mr. Iattarelli, applicant, is previously sworn in and still remains under oath.

Comm. Steenstra states that no signs were stipulated to at the last meeting and wants to know if that is still the case.

Mr. Iattarelli states that there will be no signs and no advertising on the building.

Comm. Fioretti asks if there will be a storage for waste oil.

Mr. Iattarelli states that there are above ground storage tanks for waste oil.

Mr. Colella summarizes by saying that they will revise the drawings to show the vent stack and trash area as previously stated.

Comm. Steenstra clarifies that there will be no outside storage.

Mr. Boorady states that there are 5 striped areas and 1 handicap for parking.

Applicant stipulates that there will be no more than 6 cars on the site.

It is announced that the meeting will be carried to 9/18/19, at which the applicant will have the whole meeting.
