WHEREAS, a Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan (the Plan) has been developed through the work of the Southern Delaware Valley Region Steering Committee, the Passaic County Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee, the Bloomingdale Local Emergency Planning Council (LEPC)  and interested parties within the Borough of Bloomingdale; and

WHEREAS, the Plan recommends hazard mitigation actions that will protect people and property affected by natural hazards that face the Borough of Bloomingdale, that will reduce future public, private, community and personal costs of disaster response and recovery; and that will reinforce the Borough of Bloomingdale’s leadership in emergency preparedness efforts; and

WHEREAS, the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 (P.L. 106-390) (DMA 2000) and associated Federal regulations published under 44 CFP Part 201 require the Borough of Bloomingdale to formally adopt a hazard Mitigation Plan subject to the approval of the Federal Emergency Management Agency to be eligible for federal funds for hazard mitigation projects and activities; and

WHEREAS, public meetings were held to receive comment on the Plan as required by DMA 2000;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale that:

1.  The Plan is hereby adopted as an official plan of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

5. Provide backup power to the Senior Center for shelter use and supply three portable generators for the Sewer Pump Station and additional sheltering.
