PUBLIC NOTICE STATEMENT

Mayor Dunleavy stated that adequate notice of this meeting was posted in the Bloomingdale Municipal Building and provided to The Suburban Trends; The North Jersey Herald & News; and all other local news media on January 4, 2013.

PRESENTATIONS:
At this time, Certificates of Presentation were given to the Tri Boro All Star Girls Softball Team for their New Jersey District 2 and 1 Champions and 2nd Place in the State of New Jersey and Tri Boro 9/10U New Jersey All Star District 2 Champions their recent accomplishments.

The Governing Body thanked the teams for representing the Borough and noted how proud they were of their accomplishments.

The presentations were roundly applauded by all those in attendance.

(The Mayor and Council took a five minute recess and resumed at 7:27 p.m.)

NON-AGENDA ITEMS

Mayor stated that we have a request from the Fire Department Ladies Auxiliary to waive the raffle license fee for their upcoming raffle; this will be on the meeting under New Business.

EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilman Sondermeyer moved that the meeting be open to Early Public Comment; seconded by Councilwoman Hudson and carried on voice vote.

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, questioned the allocation of monies to the groups who helped out with Clean Communities and stated that it should be $500/group.
Mayor Dunleavy stated that it is $500 for volunteer groups; if they do multiple cleanups, he gives them more than $500 which is allowed under the grant.  He noted he tracks the groups with their cleanups.
Ms. Huntley also asked about the mileage for the Mayor in June which was $1,272 refund; Mayor stated that he attends many meetings in Princeton, Trenton, etc. and mileage is 50 cents per mile.

In regard to payments to Camp Vacamas, Mayor noted that it is for Summer Recreation and it is offset by the fees.

Ms. Huntley questioned the previous bills list whereby Planning Board Attorney Anthony Sartori was paid for research on Tilcon and Meer.

Mayor noted that a motion was made at the June 4 meeting dealing with the reexamination report and at the June 19 meeting approval was given; appropriate notices were given for the meeting.

Mayor stated that if Ms. Huntley has a problem with the minutes or notice of meeting of the Planning Board meeting, she needs to go to the Planning Board for that.

At this time, Ms. Huntley asked the Mayor and Council if they are in favor of the reexamination report and the Tilcon plan.  Mayor stated that this is just a concept that is being looked at; there is no zoning proposed at this time. If there was, there would be an amendment to the master plan; then the final step, which is a zoning ordinance.

Ms. Huntley referred to the Judge’s order re builders remedy; Mayor stated that we went to the Judge to see if he would even entertain the idea; it is simply the Judge stating that he would amend the initial builders remedy suit to allow quarrying on that site.

In response to Ms. Huntley, the Governing Body stated that they cannot stated whether they are in favor of quarrying by Tilcon as they would need more information, see proposed zoning, etc.

Rory Lovelace, 46 Bailey Avenue, asked about the Star Lake Improvements; Mayor noted that a bond ordinance was introduced this evening to start the process; probably will not be done until late spring of next year.

Linda Shortman, Kampfe Lake, asked about the breakdown of the bond ordinance to which the Mayor explained the money we are borrowing and that expected from the DOT.

Ms. Shortman also asked about the proposed reexamination report and why did the Planning Board undertake it.
Mayor Dunleavy stated that Tilcon Attorney inquired about purchasing Federal Hill; a reexamination was done by the Planning Board and supported by the Governing Body; it was prepared by Burgis Associates to prepare a concept that if Tilcon was to buy Federal Hill and how much of a portion could be used for quarrying.  
We would have to look at the impact on residents and the revenue brought in; there would be buffers.

Mayor noted that Federal Hill is going to be developed; there is a court order for development on that property; we would need to see plans from Tilcon and if there is an introduction of a zoning ordinance, it will be a long public process.

Mrs. Shortman felt that the reexamination report should be on line.

Since there was no one else who wished to speak during Early Public Comment, Councilman Costa moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Yazdi and carried on voice vote.

WHEREAS, on September 29, 2014 the American Legion, John A. Dean Post 154 will celebrate its 95th Anniversary; and 

WHEREAS, John A. Dean was the first Butler man to be killed in World War I, John enlisted on August 31, 1917 in the Ambulance Co. #33, training locally, he was stationed at various locations with his last United States location being Camp Greene, Charlotte, North Carolina, where his company was absorbed into the 4th Division Regular Army, on May 13, 1918 he was deployed for service overseas serving in part in Belleau Wood, Chateau Thierry, and the Aisne-Marne offensive, St. Mihiel, the Meuse Argonne in France and in the army of Occupation in Germany; and 

WHEREAS, sadly John A. Dean was part of a detail that responded to a call for assistance on the front lines with the 5th and 6th Marines at Belleau Wood where the most intensive fighting occurred as part of the German offensive toward Paris, upon arrival their assignment was advance dressing stations which were mere holes in the ground covered with whatever was available branches, pieces of old uniforms, etc.; and

WHEREAS, John A. Dean and Carl Nixdorff were carrying a wounded Marine on a litter on the night of July 3, 1918 in the remains of the forest when a shell exploded killing the Marine and mortally wounding John, Carl Nixdorff dressed John’s wounds and went for help; and 

WHEREAS, when help finally arrived it was too late to save John who died trying to save another while he made the ultimate sacrifice for his country, he was 25 years old; and 

WHEREAS, John was a brave man and a good soldier, initially buried in Belleau Wood, his body was returned to the United States where he received full military honors and is interred in Mt. Calvary Cemetery, Butler.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Butler hereby commemorate the 95th Anniversary of the American Legion John A. Dean Post 154 and declare September 29, 2014 as
