PUBLIC NOTICE STATEMENT

Mayor Dunleavy stated that adequate notice of this meeting was posted in the Bloomingdale Municipal Building and provided to The Suburban Trends; The North Jersey Herald & News; and all other local news media on January 2, 2013.
PRESENTATIONS

At this time, the newly formed Bloomingdale Children’s Choir comprised of 4, 5 and 6 year olds from the Samuel R. Donald and Walter T. Bergen song sang two songs for the public.
The choir was led by Keren Tuck who noted that the children only had three practices.

The presentation was roundly applauded by all those in attendance.

Glenwild Garden Center

At this time, Mayor Dunleavy and the Council presented a plaque of appreciation to Glenwild Garden Center for their 85th Anniversary and read into the record a resolution.

T he presentation was roundly applauded by all those in attendance.

EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilman Yazdi moved to open the meeting up to Early Public Comment; seconded by Councilman D’Amato and carried on voice vote.

Al Miller, 7 Mary Street, spoke in regard to the agenda item of hiring a person as Assistant to the CFO and Tax Office.  He felt that the Borough should explore using temporary agencies rather than hire full time and then have to pay benefits and pension, etc.
Mayor stated that we are replacing a full time person in the Finance Office and a full time person in the Tax Office with one full time person at a salary of $39,321.

Mayor stated that this has been on the agenda since last year and save us a payroll reduction of $170,000.  Noted t hat the hours cannot be extended for our part time employees.

Noted that negotiations can be done when contacts are up and we need to start hiring people as in the next few years, we will have people retiring.

Mayor stated that there has not been an increase in any Departments budget since 2008; the problem is we do not have enough revenue.

Since there was no one who wished to speak, Councilman Yazdi moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman D’Amato. and carried on voice vote.

Mayor stated that the Tax and CFO Departments have enormous responsibilities for its requirements; if we do not have a qualified person, it will show up in our audit.
Councilman Dellaripa asked if this salary is under the current contract that is being negotiated; it is under what is currently in place.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1.  Chapter IV, “General Licensing,” Chapter 4-2, “Peddlers and Hawkers,” Section 4-2.5, “Fees,” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to read as follows:

4-2.5    Fees.

a.     
The fee for a limited peddler’s license, one hundred ($100.00) dollars per day, with an annual cap of two hundred ($200.00) dollars. Each peddler's license shall terminate on the 31st day of December of the year for which it was issued, and limited peddler's licenses shall be good only for the day or days specified thereon.

b.     
The licensing fee for the sale of flowers, Christmas trees and wreaths shall be five hundred ($500.00) dollars for each separate holiday or occasion of sale (i.e.: Christmas, Mother's Day, Easter, etc.) The license shall terminate after the specific sale set forth in the application and shall not be an annual license.

c.     
The fees as above set forth are for the purpose of raising revenues for the general protection of the public health, welfare and safety and to enforce the terms of this ordinance.

SECTION 2. 
Chapter IV, “General Licensing,” Chapter 4-3, “Solicitors and Canvassers,” Section 4-3.6, “License Fee,” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to read as follows:

4-3.6    License Fee.

The license fee, which shall be charged by the Municipal Clerk for such license, shall be two hundred ($200.00) dollars per annum. 

SECTION 3. All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 4.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 5.
This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

Adoption of Resolution No. 2013-4.7:  Legislation to protect residential taxpayers from the loss of telecommunications tax support

Councilman Yazdi offered the following resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION No. 2013-4.7

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

IN SUPPORT OF A-3393,

LEGISLATION TO PROTECT RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY TAXPAYERS FROM THE LOSS OF TELECOMMUNICATIONS TAX SUPPORT

WHEREAS, in 1997, at the request of incumbent utilities, the laws regarding State taxation of telecommunications corporations were amended in response to technological and market innovations, in order to increase competition; and

WHEREAS, the amendments sought to preserve revenues to local governments by providing that local exchange telephone companies subject to the New Jersey Franchise and Gross Receipts Tax on April 1, 1997 would continue to be subject, annually, to the Business Personal Property Tax (“BPPT”); and

WHEREAS, the statute defines local exchange companies as those telecommunications carriers “providing dial tone and access to 51% of a local telephone exchange”; and

WHEREAS, Verizon’s self-serving interpretation of the statutory definition has led it to claim exemption from the BPPT in any municipality where the corporation unilaterally determines, in any given year, that it no longer supplies dial tone and access to at least 51% of the local telephone exchanges; and

WHEREAS, Hopewell Borough’s challenge to that claim was upheld by the Mercer County Board of Taxation in 2009; and

WHEREAS, Verizon’s appeal of that determination to the Tax Court resulted in a June, 2012 trial court decision accepting the corporation’s self-serving interpretation of the law; and

WHEREAS, as things now stand, over 100 municipalities know that they enter 2013 without BPPT revenues that will cost property taxpayers well in excess of $8 million and, unless matters change, more municipalities will lose more millions in the future; and

WHEREAS, remedial legislation (A-3393) has been introduced by Assemblyman Ralph Caputo, which will clarify the perceived ambiguity of the statutory definition to further implement the original legislative intent to preserve revenues to local governments; and

WHEREAS, we anticipate the introduction of companion legislation by Senator Bob Smith, as soon as the Senate next convenes;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale commends Assemblyman Caputo and Senator Smith and strongly supports A-3393, which would clearly identify the telecommunications carriers subject to taxation on their business personal property and remove the budget uncertainty caused by Verizon’s obfuscation; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that we urge our State Senator and our representatives in the General Assembly to join as co-sponsors of A-3393 and its companion bill; and 

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that copies of this Resolution be forwarded to the Honorable Governor Chris Christie, the Honorable Speaker of the General Assembly Sheila Oliver, the Honorable President of the State Senate Stephen M. Sweeney, the Honorable Assembly Republican Leader Jon Bramnick, the Honorable Senate Republican Leader Thomas H. Kean, Jr., and our own State Senator and Representatives in the General Assembly, and to the New Jersey State League of Municipalities.

Authorizing an Interlocal Agreement for School Construction Inspection Services by and Between the Livingston Board of Education and the Borough of Bloomingdale

WHEREAS, on June 16, 2009, the Governing Body adopted a Resolution, wherein the Governing Body declares its intention to expand the scope of its existing interlocal agreements for the sharing of public services and programs with other governmental units; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body has learned that the Livingston Board of Education requires school plan review services in connection with public school facilities, which services can be provided by the Borough through its Construction Department pursuant to an interlocal service agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body finds and declares that such services fall within the scope of the Interlocal Services Act (“Act”), N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1, et seq., which authorizes a municipality to contract with another governmental entity for the provision of a service that a municipality is empowered to render under state law; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares that authorization of interlocal service agreements for school construction plan review services with the Livingston Board of Education would implement the Governing Body’s declared intention of expanding the scope of its existing interlocal agreements, which would be in the best interests of the fiscal health and integrity of the Borough’s municipal government and the citizenry served thereby;
