PUBLIC NOTICE STATEMENT

Mayor Dunleavy stated that adequate notice of this meeting was posted in the Bloomingdale Municipal Building and provided to The Suburban Trends; The North Jersey Herald & News; and all other local news media on November 28, 2015 and amended February 18, 2016.
PRESENTATION

Mayor Dunleavy introduced Jeffrey Otteau and Richard Reading who were hired by the Borough to do an analysis of the Meer/Tilcon concept and noted their qualifications, etc.

At this time, the Otteau Group and Richard Reading Associates gave their presentations on the fiscal and market studies which were done on the Meer/Tilcon concept.

Noted that the report is on file with the Municipal Clerk’s which explains the study and its recommendations.

Some of the highlights were:

· Will an expansion of the quarry and increase in the area within the quarry have any adverse effects on the residents homes

· Determine whether a development of this site with multi-family housing would be a beneficial use

· Prepare a indication as to the value of property if the quarry expansion were approved and if the site excavation and preparation work necessary for residential development were to go forward

· If the quarry expansion were not approved and the necessary preparation and excavation work, what is the value of the property

· Used six pairings of homes within similar economics to compare

· Conclusion is that the proximity to an active quarry does not cause any reduction

· There is a demand for local housing in the area and Bloomingdale has a significant loss of young people
· Conclusion that the development of the site with multi-family housing would be beneficial to community

· 360 multi-family units, with 20% set aside, will be 288

· 16 million dollar is to do with the excavation of site

· Not possible to know if an actual development of the site would propose to construct all 360 units with 288 being market rate

· If expansion of the quarry not approved and excavation work has not occurred, what costs to develop the site

· Cost to develop without site work done is so significant that it exceeds the value of the land

· Value for this property is 1.8 million dollars

· Tax Assessor has currently placed a value of 11 million on the property; value could realistically be 1.8  million
· If site was not developed, they would look to place land into a land conservancy; could sell the rights.
· Discussion tax revenue and school and municipal costs

· Expansion on the property without the expansion of the quarry, the value would be severely diminished

· Borough has an obligation to provide 73 Affordable housing units; your obligation does not disappear
· This will help the Borough meet its affordable housing obligation
· Highly unlikely property would be developed in its current state

· Discussed factor analysis when you look at homes which are sold that are immediately adjacent to a quarry.

At this time, members of the Governing Body addressed questions in regard to the proposal.  Some of the discussion included:

· Councilman Yazdi noted the experience of Mr. Reading and his appointment by nine superior court judges to testify in regard to affordable housing.

· Councilwoman Hudson asked about the school cost, etc.

· Councilman D’Amato discussed the “tax hit” if the project didn’t go forward and the impact on the residents

· Councilman Sondermeyer addressed the Court Order which is the real key issue for the 72 market units.

It was noted that the site can develop the 360 units; you would have to go to the Judge.  A developer interested in acquiring the property, would have a smaller size project.

· Councilman Costa discussed the cost of the excavation.

· Councilman Dellaripa discussed the pairings

· Borough Attorney discussed tax court cases and fact that pairings were not done.

At this time, 7:24 p.m. the Mayor and Council took a five minute recess.

Mayor Dunleavy reconvened the meeting at this time.

Some of the points brought up were:

· Why were only six sales used out of nine towns that have quarries.  Noted that one of them were across from a quarry but adjacent and bordering.

· Fee for studies was paid out of the Tilcon escrow; Borough retained the professionals

· Ask for distance between each home used in the pairings; noted that there is a map in the report which shows the location of the property to the quarry.
· Ask for zoning to the comparable sales

· Analysis in pairings was per square foot basis

· Discussion in regard to Bloomingdale being deeded 32 acres

· Discussion as to number of children this will bring to the schools

· Has the Tax Assessor had input

· Noted that Federal Hill has 440 acres; 2/3 already a quarry

· Like to have seen a report of a 24 hr/day active quarry

· Borough has a short age of modern luxury apartments

· Report will be on the website; anyone can OPRA it

· Discussion as to Rutgers study done years ago

· Cost for school children is reflected in the school budget; estimates in report overstated them

· Site work for the Avalon Bay site was less than this property would be

· After the work is done on the site, the value of the property would be $37,000/ market dwelling.  Avalon Bay paid $15,000 and did not sell the material.

· Discussion as to property owner selling the material from the site excavation

· Noted that people should vote if they want this or not; this would have to be a referendum

· Letter read into the record from Sierra Club

· Discussion as to next step which would be Planning Board adopt the reexamination report for the Master Plan

· Governing Body would have to introduce a zoning amendment which the Planning Board would review

· Borough has not withdrawn from the Highlands

· It  was stated that the Borough asked the Highlands not to continue with their review; there is no action in this regard

· Discussion in regard to withdrawing from the plan conformance; reduction COAH units and develop a Town Center
· Discussion as to using the “Height Model” which was stated is a standard in industry; Mr. Otteau stated it is not an industry standard.  Study needs to be locally bases

· Discussion as to blasting being done by Tilcon and effects on some of the homes in the area

· Tax effect on homes by a quarry

· Properties on Van Dam are preserve in perpetuity.  Mr. Otteau stated that the entire basis for his work is based on proximity

· Tilcon already has permission to mine more of the land with their existing values

Since there was no one else who wished to speak under the Public Hearing, Councilman Costa moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Dunleavy and carried on voice vote.

Linda Shortman, 2 West Shore Road, asked how many illegal homes were found through the C/O ordinance; Mayor Dunleavy stated none were.  Mrs. Shortman was not satisfied with the inspections being done and noted that she was informed they were not thorough.

Mayor stated that he addressed this before and was informed that they were being done correctly.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, amending Chapter II, “Administration,” chapter v, “animal control,” and chapter XI, “building and housing,” of the code of the borough of bloomingdale to update certain municipal fees 

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:
SECTION 1. 
Chapter II, “Administration,” Article VII, “Boards, Committees, Commissions, Utilities,” Section 2-64, “Board of Recreation Commissioners,” Section 2-64.11, “Fees for Recreational Programs” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to read as follows:

       D.    The fee for a temporary certificate of occupancy for all uses shall be fifty dollars ($50.00).

10. VARIATION:

       A.    The fee for an application for a Variation in accordance with N.J.A.C. 5:23-2.10 shall be five hundred ninety-four dollars ($594.00) for Class I structures, one hundred twenty dollars ($120.00) for Class II structures and Class III structures.

11.  LEAD HAZARD ABATEMENT:

       A.    The fee for lead abatement shall be one hundred forty dollars ($140.00).

       B.    The fee for lead abatement clearance certificate shall be fifty dollars ($50.00).

       A.    For cross connections, backflow preventors, public swimming pools, spas and hot tubs that are subject to testing and require annual inspections, the fee shall be eighty dollars ($80.00).

       B.    In the case of discontinuance of work, all completed work will be computed. Any excess work will be refunded except 25% of excess for cost of permit fees and refunding.

       C.    All suspensions of permits pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:23-2.16(b) will not be refundable in whole or in part.

       D.    The replacement of Residential one- and two-family dwelling mechanical equipment shall be a total of eighty-five dollars ($85.00) for each appliance.

       E.    Repeated failures by any subcode official that is determined by the Construction Official, to be repetitious in nature for the same work being done, may be subject to additional inspection fees of eighty-five dollars ($85.00) per inspection after three repeated failures to the work that is being done that is within that subcode's jurisdiction.

13.  STATE TRAINING FEES:

       A.    Fees shall be pursuant to the current regulations of N.J.A.C. 5:23-4.19, as may be amended from time to time.

14.  ENGINEERING FEES:

       A.    For engineering review: two hundred dollars ($200.00).

15.  SPECIAL OFF HOURS INSPECTION FEES:

       A.    Fees to be determined by the Construction Official prior to any inspection and to be determined based on request.

SECTION 5. All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 6.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 7.
This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

2) LONGEVITY

The only employees who shall receive longevity payments, are those employees afforded the same through ordinance, a fully ratified collective bargaining agreement, or any other employment agreement or those other employees who are receiving a longevity payment on the date that this ordinance is adopted, subject to the restrictions set forth below.

For all Department Heads who are receiving longevity benefits not by virtue of ordinance or collective bargaining agreement shall follow the White Collar Collective Bargaining Agreement that is effective at the time of this Ordinance adoption and will follow all subsequent contracts.  No individuals other than those set forth in this Section entitled 2) Longevity, shall be entitled to any longevity payment.  



3) SALARIES

Salaries shall be paid bi-weekly with the following exceptions:

a) Quarterly: Council Members; Public Defender; Fire Official; and Fire Prevention Bureau Secretary.

b) Hourly employees shall be paid when vouchers are submitted for services rendered.

c) Upon adequate notice given to the Borough Administrator and the office responsible for processing Borough payroll, full-time employees may receive vacation pay in advance.

4) None of the provisions contained herein shall be construed as establishing a one-year term of employment. All such officers and employees, other than those elected or appointed pursuant to any statute providing otherwise, shall be subject to removal, except where otherwise provided by applicable statute.

5) This Ordinance shall take effect after the final passage and publication as required by law and all other ordinances inconsistent hereby are repealed.

WHEREAS, the United States Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) has grant funding available for its Drug Free Communities Support Program; and 

WHEREAS, this grant program is more specifically identified as Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration’s Drug Free Communities Support Program Grant Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA) No. SP-16-001Catalogue of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) No.: 93.276, as agreed and outlined in all approved budgets and program submissions
WHEREAS, this grant program will provide up to $125,000 per year for five (5) years for programs that will reduce substance abuse and establish coalitions between public and non-profit entities, as well as federal, state, county and municipal governments; and
WHEREAS, there is also an in-kind, dollar-for-dollar match required for the 2016 SAMHSA Drug Free Communities Support Program; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale endorse and support this 2016 SAMHSA Drug Free Communities Support Program Grant Application and desire to file an application, which is due by March 18, 2016, because of its benefits for our residents and it is in the best interests of the Borough of Bloomingdale; and. 

WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale desires to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with Prevention Links, Inc. and Epiphany Evaluation Services to provide some of the services required as part of the Drug Free Communities Support Program; and  
WHEREAS, an application for such funds may not be filed nor funds spent in a municipality without authorization by the Governing Body:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, PASSAIC COUNTY, THAT:

The Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale hereby endorse and authorize the filing of the 2016 SAMHSA Drug Free Communities Support Program Grant Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA) No. SP-16-001Catalogue of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) No.: 93.276, as agreed and outlined in all approved budgets and program submissions
2. The Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale agree to provide the in-kind grant match required by SAMHSA.
3. The Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale agree to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with Prevention Links, Inc. and Epiphany Evaluation Services, to provide some of the services required as part of the of the Drug Free Communities Support Program Grant 

4. Upon receipt of the grant agreement from SAMHSA, the signature of the Mayor, Borough Administrator and/or any other municipal official, or their successors in said titles, which is required on the grant agreement and any other documents necessary in connection therewith, is hereby authorized.
5. This resolution shall take effect immediately.
