PUBLIC NOTICE STATEMENT

Mayor Dunleavy stated that adequate notice of this meeting was posted in the Bloomingdale Municipal Building and provided to The Suburban Trends; The North Jersey Herald & News; and all other local news media on January 4, 2014.
EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT
Councilwoman Hudson opened the meeting to Early Public Comment; seconded by Councilman Dellaripa and carried on voice vote.

Since there was no one who wished to speak under Early Public Comment, Councilman Dellaripa moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman D’Amato and carried on voice vote.
REPORTS OF PROFESSIONALS, DEPARTMENT HEADS, COMMITTEES, LIAISON AND MAYOR’S REPORT

Municipal Clerk
Municipal Clerk stated that she recently attended the Municipal Clerk’s Conference and will update the Mayor and Council in a report next month.

Avalon Bay

Borough Attorney Fred Semrau stated that they continue to try and get a hold of the $100,000 for affordable housing; we feel it should be used for rehabilitation and have come up with an order and will file a motion with the court.

Clean-up Day

Councilwoman Hudson stated that the Clean-up is Saturday at 10 a.m. at Bogue Pond.

Board of Education

Councilman Dellaripa stated that the Board of Education passed their budget last week; numbers are not available yet and they needed to make a few changes and will resubmit to the Superintendent but it is within the 2%.

Star Lake Road

Mayor Dunleavy stated that the project surfaces have been done; discussion in regard to the water line for Ryerson Avenue.

Sloan Park

Mayor stated that we have submitted everything that the DEP required; objector has removed a wall that they installed.  The interconnect project with Butler hinges on this also.

Change order

Mayor stated that we will have a change order this evening with Caro and paving will be done before Memorial Day.
Hope to introduce an ordinance next meeting for repaving of Reeve.

Construction Office

The Construction Office has moved and we are working on the storage area in the back for the records for each department.

Police Department will be taking over the old Construction office for office space.

Hydrant Flushing

Mayor stated that the Hydrant Flushing is about 90% completed.

FEMA

Mayor stated that we still have $200,000 in generator grants still pending.

We are still working on the Hazard mitigation.

Remapping of Oakwood Lake

FEMA has responded we will be having a June mapping which includes a community rating system.

Introduction of Ordinance No. 11-2015:  Amending Fee Ordinance

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, amending Chapter II, “Administration,” Article VII, “boards, committees, commissions, utilities,” section 2-55, “senior citizens advisory committee” and section 2-64, “board of recreation commissioners” of the code of the borough of Bloomingdale was introduced by title by Councilman Dellaripa who moved that second and final reading and public hearing be held on May 19, 2015 at 7 p.m.

Councilman Sondermeyer seconded the motion and it carried as per the following roll call:  Council Members:  Hudson; Sondermeyer; Yazdi; Costa; D’Amato and Dellaripa all YES.

LATE PUBLCI COMMENT

Councilman Sondermeyer moved to open the meeting to Late Public Comment; seconded by Councilman Costa and carried on voice vote.

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, stated that the change order which was adopted tonight was the one which was voted down at the last meeting and noted that only a person who voted NO prior can bring this up.  Borough Attorney noted you are correct and we will readopt this after Late Public Comment.

Ms. Huntley spoke in regard to the water main breaks on Poplar and the sinkhole on Van Dam.

Ms. Huntley also spoke in regard to the bill which was pulled from the agenda for the Rutgers safety courses for little league and noted this is not a Borough organization.
Discussion followed and Borough Attorney stated that these courses are a benefit to the Borough and protects the coaches that they were not negligent.  

Mayor stated that this did not cost the Borough anything and we could amend our fee ordinance to include these courses for all coaches.

Ms. Huntley liked the idea of the town paving the schools parking lots and felt they should be doing more coop with the Borough; noted that they have been advised to join the coop.

Ms. Huntley discussed the Tilcon proposal and rezoning of the property and noted that why don’t you put it in writing that they will donate affordable housing property to the Borough.

Borough Attorney stated that I can say it would be in the form of an agreement; it would have to be an application by the property owner.

Albert Hopkinson, 109 Demarest Road, spoke in regard to his taxes and assessment vs. a home in Riversdale and the disparity.

Mayor Dunleavy stated that the Tax problem is one which we have faced for a very long time; we are 53% open space; we have “0” tax revenue; 97% r3sident tax base and very little commercial development.
Riverdale has highway frontage and revenue from the business in that area.

Noted that there is no high school and Riverdale is Morris County.  

Mayor discussed the breakdown of the tax bill.

Linda Shortman, Kampfe Lake, noted that open space does not cost us and noted that she is looking to cut spending.

Ms. Shortman also discussed the parking of equipment on First Street.  Mayor stated that this is our industrial zone; if we can help a business owner stay in business by allowing him to park, we will.

We are trying to get this property out of the open space inventory so that we can go ahead with the sale of the property.

Ms. Shortman stated that she does not see a lot happening to beautify Main Street but complimented the job done by the home at 18 Main Street.

Ms. Shortman stated that she feels the Pilot Program was a big mistake to let a developer off; when the budget is introduced, I feel ask how much of the debt you paid down.

Mayor stated that he would encourage Mrs. Shortman to attend the May 20, 7 p.m., meeting of the Economic development Commission whereby Deborah Hoffman will be there to assist the Borough with their plans and he noted there is an open seat on that board if she is interested.

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, noted that the original agenda which was amended had two bond ordinances on it and were pulled.  Mayor noted that they are primarily for Rafkind Road for approximately $424,000 but all the paperwork was not ready for this evening.

Since there was no one else who wished to speak under Late Public Comment; Councilman Sondermeyer moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Dellaripa and carried on voice vote.

Mayor Dunleavy stated that he was at a seminar at the League of Municipalities whereby former Borough attorney Mark Semeraro gave a seminar on what a good program pilot programs are.
