AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, removing chapter ii, “administration,” Article II, “Borough Administrator,” section 2-8.9, “purchasing,” of the code of the borough of bloomingdale and adding new chapter ii, “administration,” article iv, “borough officers and employees,” section 2-15, “qualified purchasing agent” to create and appoint the position of “qualified purchasing agent” of the borough of bloomingdale

Whereas, the Borough Administrator is currently responsible for purchasing done by the Borough of Bloomingdale (“Borough”) pursuant to Section 2-8.9 of the Borough Code; and

Whereas, the Borough has a need to create and appoint the position of Qualified Purchasing Agent to handle purchasing for the Borough; and 

Whereas, D. Tim Roberts has agreed to accept such appointment; and 

Whereas, D. Tim Roberts meets the statutory qualifications as set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:11-9, to hold the position; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1. 
Chapter II, “Administration,” Article II, “Borough Administrators,” Section 2-8.9, “Purchasing” is hereby removed from the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

SECTION 2. 
Chapter II, “Administration,” Article IV, “Borough Officers and Employees,” Section 2-15 is hereby added to the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale to read as follows:

2-15  Qualified Purchasing Agent.
2-15.1.  Position Established.

There is hereby created the position of Qualified Purchasing Agent (“QPA”) of the Borough of Bloomingdale.  The QPA shall be appointed by the Mayor and Borough Council.

2-15.2.  Qualifications.

The QPA shall possess a valid Qualified Purchasing Agent certificate, as issued by the New Jersey Division of Local Government Services, Department of Community Affairs.


2-15.3.  Powers and Duties.

The QPA shall have the responsibility and accountability for the purchasing activity pursuant to the Local Public Contracts Law (N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq.) to prepare public advertising for and to receive bids for the provision or performance of goods or services on behalf of the Borough of Bloomingdale and to award contracts in the name of the Borough of Bloomingdale, and to conduct any activities as may be necessary or appropriate to the purchasing function of the Borough of Bloomingdale as its contracting agent. 

Section 3.
D. Tim Roberts shall serve as the Borough of Bloomingdale’s Qualified Purchasing Agent for the term February 1, 2013 through December 31, 2013 at the rate of $25,000 per year for his services as the Borough’s Interim Chief Financial Officer and Qualified Purchasing Agent.

SECTION 4.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 5.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 6.
This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:



Section One.  Bond Ordinance No. 17-2009 of the Borough finally adopted October 27, 2009 is hereby amended in its entirety to read as follows:

“BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS BY THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING THE AGGREGATE AMOUNT OF $975,000 THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $928,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE BOROUGH TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.  The several improvements described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are hereby respectively authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Bloomingdale, New Jersey as general improvements.  For the several improvements or purposes described in Section 3, there are hereby appropriated the respective sums of money therein stated as the appropriation made for each improvement or purpose, such sums amounting in the aggregate to $975,000, including the aggregate sum of $47,000 as the several down payments for the improvements or purposes required by the Local Bond Law.  The down payments have been made available by virtue of provision for down payment or for capital improvement purposes in one or more previously adopted budgets.


Section 2.  In order to finance the cost of the several improvements or purposes not covered by application of the several down payments, negotiable bonds are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $928,000 pursuant to the Local Bond Law.  In anticipation of the issuance of the bonds, negotiable bond anticipation notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.


Section 3.  The several improvements hereby authorized and the several purposes for which the bonds are to be issued, the estimated cost of each improvement and the appropriation therefor, the estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for each improvement and the period of usefulness of each improvement are as follows:

Section 4.  All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the chief financial officer; provided that no note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the chief financial officer.  The chief financial officer shall determine all matters in connection with notes issued pursuant to this ordinance, and the chief financial officer's signature upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:2-8.1.  The chief financial officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof.  The chief financial officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the notes pursuant to this ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.


Section 5.  The capital budget of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith. 


Section 6.  The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated:


(a)
The purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are not current expenses.  They are all improvements that the Borough may lawfully undertake as general improvements, and no part of the costs thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property specially benefited thereby.


(b)
The average period of usefulness, computed on the basis of the respective amounts of obligations authorized for each purpose and the reasonable life thereof within the limitations of the Local Bond Law, is 8.79 years.


(c)
The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly prepared and filed in the office of the Clerk, and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey.  Such statement shows that the gross debt of the Borough as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and notes provided in this bond ordinance by $928,000, and the obligations authorized herein will be within all debt limitations prescribed by that Law.


(d)
An aggregate amount not exceeding $43,000 for items of expense listed in and permitted under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 is included in the estimated costs indicated herein for the purposes or improvements.


Section 7.  The full faith and credit of the Borough are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and the interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.  The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Borough, and the Borough shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable real property within the Borough for the payment of the obligations and the interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.


Section 8.  This bond ordinance shall take effect 20 days after the first publication thereof after final adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.”

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER 4, GENERAL LICENSING, SECTION 4-4, SOIL/MULCH DELIVERY PERMITS OF "THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, 2000” TO revise SECTION 4-4.3, “DELIVERY LOCATION”


WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale currently makes free top soil and free mulch available to Borough residents at the Department of Public Works (“DPW”) facilities, to be shoveled and transported by residents to their own homes within the Borough for their own personal use; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Borough Council would like to provide the opportunity to residents to receive the delivery of such free top soil and/or mulch at their homes within the Borough by the DPW; and


WHEREAS, the delivery of free top soil and/or mulch must be made away from the front (street) property line of the requesting resident’s residence; and


WHEREAS, the delivery of free top soil and/or mulch would be provided for a fee, creating a source of revenue for the municipality while providing a convenience for residents.

NOW, THEREOFRE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:
SECTION 1.
Chapter 4, “General Licensing,” Section 4-4, “Soil/Mulch Delivery Permits”, Section 4-4.3, “Delivery Location” is hereby amended as follows:
4-4  SOIL/MULCH DELIVERY PERMITS.

4-4.3
Delivery location.  Free soil and/or mulch shall be delivered on the driveway of the delivery address named in the permit or other location as determined solely by the DPW.  The DPW shall not be required to perform any services in connection with the delivery of the top soil and/or mulch other than to empty the materials from the truck in which they are transported and to deposit them as set forth in this paragraph.

SECTION 2.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4.
This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

WHEREAS, A-1196, as currently drafted, will make it almost impossible to contest claims from injuries and illnesses caused off-the-job; and 

WHEREAS, this bill places the burden of proof on governmental employers to establish that an injury or illness, such as cancer, heart attack or hyper tension did not occur on the job; and 

WHEREAS, the actuary for the Municipal Excess Liability Joint Insurance Fund (MEL) has estimated that A-1196 could easily double municipal Workers’ Compensation expense of $400 million per year; and 

WHEREAS, the MEL and the League of Municipalities have offered to sit down with the supporters of this legislation to develop less expensive ways of improving the compensation to first responders; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale urge the legislature to reject A-1196 and urges the supporters of this legislation to work with the MEL and the League of Municipalities to develop less expensive ways to improve compensation to first responders; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Municipal Clerk is hereby directed to send certified copies of this resolution to Senate President Sweeney, Assembly Speaker Oliver, their Assembly representatives and Senator, Governor Christie and the League of Municipalities.
