OPPOSING SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION 34 WHICH NULLIFIES THE FCC’S PRIVACY RULE FOR CUSTOMERS OF BROADBAND AND OTHER TELECOMMUNICATION SERVICES
WHEREAS, Senator Jeff Flake of Arizona, Chair of the Senate Judiciary Subcommittee on Privacy, Technology and  the Law and Rep. Marsha Blackburn, introduced senate Joint Resolution 34 and House Joint Resolution 86; and
WHEREAS, these Bills would nullify the FCC’s rule and would not return jurisdiction over regulating ISP’s back to the Federal Trade commission as they were previously; and
WHEREAS, the FCC rules subject all web browsing and app usage data to the same restrictive requirements as sensitive information which able them to prevent internet service providers from spying on our internet history, selling what they have gathered, without express permission; and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale oppose this legislation noting that this will allowing internet providers to spy on the public and sell our personal information; enable more government surveillance and fundamentally undermine our cybersecurity by making our sensitive personal information vulnerable to hackers, identify thieves and foreign governments;
NOW, THEREFOE, IT BE RESOLVED THAT the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, State of New Jersey, express their opposition of Senate Joint Resolution 34; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to Senators Booker, Menendez and Cardinale, Congressman Rodney Frelinghuysen and our sister communities in Passaic County.
