AUTHORIZING THE BOROUGH TO GO OUT FOR BID FOR THE SLOAN PARK BRIDGE AND STREAM IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT
WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale has identified that the stream banks and stream channels surrounding Sloan Park are in need of repair and stabilization to mitigate flooding on Hamburg Turnpike (Main Street) and that the the Sloan Park Bridge between Main Street and Sloan Park Island is in need of replacement; and
WHEREAS, the improvements would include: the removal of an existing bridge and construction of a new pre-fabricated pedestrian bridge; and, the construction of new walls and repair of existing walls to stabilize the stream banks, lining and reshaping of eroded stream channels of the Pequannock River as part of an NJDEP approved flood control project to alleviate flooding on Main Street.
WHEREAS, the necessary NJDEP permits have been received;

NOW, THEREFORE, BT IT RESOLVED THAT THE Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale authorize the Full-time Mayor to move forward with the public bidding process as it relates to the Sloan Park Bridge and Stream Improvements project;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT this Resolution will take effect immediately.
