John Feeney from Feeney and Dixon, LLP is representing applicant Lovendough, Inc. (Dunkin Donuts).

The applicant is appealing to the Planning Board for site plan approval and a use variance to permit the conversion, use and occupancy of an existing retail bank structure, property and use, to a retail store for sale and dispensing food, drinks and related products.

Applicant was asked if they wish to bifurcate the application.  It was stated that they did not wish to bifurcate at this time.

Board Attorney Anthony Sartori states that the service appears to be in order.

Mr. Feeney states that the applicant is here tonight for Preliminary and Final Site Approval.  He states that the property is existing non-conforming and the various variances that are needed.

Mr. Feeney states that there are various waivers sought and asks to go through the checklists A & E for completeness and respond to the Board Engineer’s report.
The 5-page report dated April 30, 2013, submitted by Darmofalski Engineering, prepared by Thomas A. Boorady PE is marked as board exhibit B-1 on 5/16/13.
The Board Engineer, Tom Boorady, goes through waivers and responses for checklists A & E.

Oliver Young, 36 Ames Ave, Rutherford, NJ, Architect for applicant, is sworn in and accepted as a qualified architect.
