Comm. Simoni recuses himself from application.  

Board Attorney Richard Brigliadoro states that he has reviewed the public notice and that it is in conformance and applicant can proceed.

Applicant’s Robert Bloodgood and Patricia Wrobbel of 105 Graham Terrace, Bloomingdale, NJ are sworn in at this time.

Comm. Guinan is seated for Comm. Simoni.

Mr. Bloodgood refers to drawings dated 10/25/15 which consist of 4 pages and are marked as A-1 on 1/7/16.
Looking at the left side of page 1, there is a holding tank for dark water and 2 drywell systems for grey water.  It is a vaulted system approx. 21 gallons.  There is no leach field.

In reference to checklist item #8 for Sanitary Waste, the applicant requested a checklist waiver since no as-built septic records exist with the Bloomingdale Health Department.
Motion made by Comm. Croop, 2nd by Comm. Graf to grant waiver request so long as applicant stipulates for the record, that the number of bedrooms not increase and also subject to Board of Health approval of the septic plan.  Roll call shows 7-0 in favor of waiver request.

Report of the Board Engineer, Tom Boorady, dated 12/28/15, consisting of 4 pages, is marked as B-1 on 1/7/16.
Mr. Boorady goes over items on his report

The applicant proposes to connect the westerly side of existing dwelling to the easterly side of the existing detached garage with a 2-story addition.  A second floor would be constructed above the renovated garage.  The proposed work would eliminate the existing variance condition of a detached garage located in the front yard since the garage will become part of the primary structure.  The proposed two-story addition between the dwelling and garage, and the second floor addition over the garage would require a front yard variance to permit setback dimensions no less than 6.8 feet and 9.8 feet where the same exists.  In addition, a variance would be necessary to permit a lot coverage nor more than 53% where 47.91% exists and a maximum of 45% is permitted. 
Mr. Boorady states that the plans as proposed are sufficient and he would ask that the applicant stipulate that roof run-off downspouts will run towards the lake as shown on architectural drawings.  Applicant stipulates that they will.
Mr. Boorady states that he has no engineering objection to the board granting lot coverage variance.

At this time, the applicant stipulates for the record that the number of bedrooms will remain the same and submits and updated letter from Glenwild Lake Association, dated 12/19/15, which states their approval of submitted plans.  This letter is marked as A-2 on 1/7/16.

Motion made by Comm. Crum, 2nd by Comm. Luccio to approve application #663 with stipulations and requirements set forth on the record.  Roll call shows 7-0 in favor.
