FAIR SHARE HOUSING ELEMENT ADDENDUM
-Ken Nelson is introduced by Chairman Simoni.
Board Attorney, Rich Brigliadoro states that the Public and Legal notices were published. He briefly summarizes the court judgment process.

He states that in accordance with the court order, Ken Nelson will then present the report to the Board in hopes that they will adopt the report as an amendment to the Master Plan, which then goes to the Mayor and Council.

Mr. Nelson is sworn and is qualified as a Professional Planner.

He states that the original document was dated 3/4/16 and was revised on 10/4/16.

He notes that most of the document is the same.  Sections were added on page 2 and 19 & 20.  The summary on page 21 was revised entirely.

The Borough will have protection for the next ten years against any affordable housing litigation.
He summarizes the report for the Board stating that the Housing Element and Fair Share Plan (HE/FSP) had been amended in order to bring the Borough into compliance with the mandates of the Fair Share Housing Act and Judge Brogan’s court order, dated 7/18/16.  The obligation is met through the year 2025.  The Borough will have a monitoring process which they will need to periodically report.
It was noted that ordinance #18-2016 was used in the judgment and it should be #20-2016.  Mr. Brigliadoro states that the court can be notified of this and it can be changed to the correct ordinance.
