Mr. Emiliano Pares, who was previously sworn in states that there was a discrepancy between the architectural and the survey at the last public hearing.  The plans have been adjusted accordingly and the new revised plans are now accurate.
Plans prepared by Lawrence Korinda, dated 6/3/14 with latest revision date of 9/15/14 consisting of 2 sheets are marked as A-2 on 10/23/14.

Mr. Pares shows revisions that were made.  He states that the setbacks on proposed dining room will be above the deck but will jog in 8” on one side and 2 feet on another, which makes it conforming to lot coverage.  The 2 foot extension is on the south side.

Comm. Simoni asks if this extension gave clearance for the door to work, as was discussed at previous meeting.

Mr. Pares states that it does, and adds that the 2nd sheet fives a good idea what it will look like.  It shows the street elevation.  He states that all proposed addition of construction will be the way the house is now, color/siding etc. (The applicant stipulates to this).
Mr. Boorady states that all #’s on original report stayed the same except item #9, which refers to architectural, and that is amended to say plans were revised and submitted.

He further states that the jog on the left side makes it so there is no encroachment.  All the variances stay the same and the revised plans are accurate.

Comm. Greenberg asks if the building coverage will change with the additional feet.

Mr. Boorady states that the maximum building coverage permitted is 25%, the existing is 17.4 and the proposed is 18.4.

Mr. Sartori states that according to the zoning schedule there are 3 variances.  Applicant is modifying the building but setbacks are not changing.  This pertains to all 3 variances.

Mr. Boorady confirms that the proposed construction will encroach no further than existing.
Mr. Pares concurs.  
Comm. Croop states that the plans show redesign or removal of the stairs.
Mr. Pares responds that the stairs will have to be reconfigured.
Comm. Simoni asks if there are any other questions from the board members.  Since there are none a motion is made by Comm. Greenberg, 2nd by Comm. Crum to open meeting to public for questions or comments of Mr. Pares on this application.

At this time Mr. Boorady makes a preliminary comment stating the combination of the lot is not shown.  The front lot was purchased and combined with lots 97 & 95.
