Darryl Siss, applicants attorney states that they have brought back the architect and the engineer.  At this time he will ask the architect to go through the changes and revisions.
Mr. Frank Hall, architect is reminded by Board attorney Richard Brigliadoro that he has been previously sworn in and still under oath.

Mr. Siss asks Mr. Hall to identify the revised plans that were submitted.

Mr. Hall states that they replaced the entire set of drawings, the previous plans were marked A-3, the new plans will be marked A-11 with latest revisions made on 4/29/19.

He states that there will still be 7 units.  There was concerns of egress from Unit 1C from a fire safety view.  They have reconfigured the living room/dining room/kitchen so that a door could be put in that leads to outside of the building.

Unit 1A & 1B gained a door directly to exterior of river side.

Also, the concern of the EMS access.  They spoke to an EMS and got input that confirmed a stretcher could be maneuvered in hallways as they exist on the plans.

Comm. Graf questions that he would assume the doors being provided for units 1A, B & C will all have locking mechanisms.

Mr. Hall states that they are lockable but not emergency doors.

Comm. Graf asks if they are solid or decorative.
Mr. Hall states that the intention would be largely solid with some glass.

He also states that they added a window well to 1C for additional daylight.

A motion is made by Comm. Croop, 2nd by Comm. Greenberg to open meeting to the public for questions of the Architect.  Voice vote shows all in favor.

PUBLIC

Mark Lime, Fire Official of the Borough of Bloomingdale is sworn in.

Mr. Lime asks what the size of the door and window that are being put in Unit 1C.

Mr. Hall states that it is an 8’ window and he shows the archway where the door will be.

Chairman Simoni asks Mr. Lime if he feels the changes made are acceptable to the Fire Department.

Mr. Lime states that they are.

The applicants engineer, Wayne Ingram, previously sworn in and remains under oath shows revisions made on sheet 3 of 6 of the previous plans.  This sheet with latest revision date of 5/3/19 is marked as exhibit A-12 on 5/15/19.
He states that they changed the ingress and egress from Main Street to what previously existed.

There are 10 parking stalls on site.  They are not planning to remove the existing pavement which should making parking area big enough for turning and backing up.

The made improvement to the closet handicap stall.  One stall requires a design waiver.

He feels the circulation will function well with 10 stalls.  The circulation plan is shown using a 30’ truck, such as UPS or FED EX.  Realistically deliveries will take place during working hours when parking lot is relatively empty.

Mr. Siss feels this plan addresses the comments and concerns of the board.

At this time board engineer, Tom Boorady, addresses his latest report dated 5/14/19 marked as exhibit B-3.
The applicant has submitted the revisions to Passaic County and obviously any conditions of Passaic County would have to come back to the board which would be a condition of approval.

Comm. Greenberg refers to landscaping plan and states that he only sees 3 shrubs.

Mr. Ingram states that there are a total of 5.  They want to keep line of site open so they will be keeping shrubs small and put in some grass area.

Comm. Greenberg states that he would love to see a tree planted on the site.

Comm. Simoni suggests planting an elevated tree that is already mature.

Applicant state that he will plant a tree.

Mr. Brigliadoro states that he’d like to go over the waivers and confirm that out of the original 4 design waivers only 2 remain.

Comm. Croop states that the redesign of the parking is much improved.

Comm. Graf states that there is nothing stated in the plans that there will be 7 dedicated parking stalls to the 7 units.  He knows it was testified to, but can it be put on the plans.
He also wanted to say ‘thank you’ for listening on the placement of the ingress and egress, it is much appreciated.

Comm. Greenberg states that the plans show blacktop between sidewalk and parking stalls facing Hamburg turnpike.

Mr. Ingram states that the blacktop will be pulled up and it will be made a grass area.

A motion is made by Comm. Greenberg, 2nd by Comm. Graf to open meeting to public for questions of Mr. Ingram.  Voice vote shows all in favor.

Seeing no public coming forward, a motion is made by Comm. Steenstra, 2nd by Comm. Greenberg to close meeting to public for questions of Mr. Ingram.  Voice vote shows all in favor.

At this time Mr. Siss states that he understands the board would like to have some type of agreement for the parking lease.  

Comm. Simoni states that the biggest problem is where you go if you are not able to lease those spaces.  The board needs to make sure that there’s no future problems with parking.

At this time Mr. Brigliadoro announces to the public that application #682 will carry to the June19th meeting at 7:30pm and no further notice is required.
