RECOMMENDATION OF ORDINANCE #5-2016 
Review & Recommendation of Ordinance #20-2016, to the Mayor and Council

                    AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, COUNTY OF 

PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY ESTABLISHING SECTION 92-61.1

       OF THE BOROUGH CODE KNOWN AS THE “AH-1 (AFFORDABLE HOUSING) 

          OVERLAY ZONE 
Board Attorney, Richard Brigliadoro makes clarifying statement in reference to the ordinance process and the reason for the ordinance being re-introduced by the Mayor and Council and why it is back before the board tonight.  There were significant changes recommended by the board at the 7/14/16 meeting.  The Mayor and Council chose to accept and make those changes to the ordinance therefore the ordinance needed to be re-introduced and sent back to the Planning Board.

Comm. Graf gives overview of changes.  He states that the Mayor and Council accepted and incorporated all the recommended changes with the exception of one time change in I-4 under drilling and blasting, the Mayor and Council gave two separate times.  Drilling is allowed from 7 am to 5 pm and blasting is allowed 8 am to 5 pm.  Other than that, the only other changes are grammatical in nature.
Comm. Guinan states that in I-3, the first word “The” should be removed.

Comm. Croop has no changes to the ordinance but states that during the introduction of this ordinance quite a bit of discussion was about the conservation easement.  He asks if it would be appropriate to consider this at site plan and ask the applicant to take a substantial part of this parcel and either create or amend the conservation easement.  He feels there is probably about 100 acres that could be considered.
Chairman Simoni states that he is 100% correct that this would be a site plan issue.  He tends to think that the whole conservation easement might be a court matter and that the judge may decide.

Comm. Croop states that we can say it was discussed and will be addressed at time of site plan if anyone asks.

Mr. Brigliadoro states that through the courts directive or settlement, the extent of the conservation easement will be adjusted at time of site plan.

Chairman Simoni would also like to state for the record that with the new ordinance, that exhibits A & B were modified and much clearer to read.

Comm. Graf feels it worthy to mention that they used acreage from the borough engineers flood study for these exhibits.

At this time, a motion is made by Comm. Croop, 2nd by Comm. Graf to find this ordinance 
#20-2016 consistent with the Master Plan as it was recently amended and forwarded to the Mayor & Council without any substantial recommendations other than grammatical.  

Comm. Ollenschleger states that he didn’t speak on the record at the prior vote and doesn’t want his vote, then or now, to be misconstrued as objecting to the ordinance on the basis of any specific provision.  Although he voted for the original Master Plan Re-examination on the basis of allowing the process to move forward, he did not do so without philosophical reservation to a total rezoning of the entire 180 acre site and that this is the basis of which he voted against this ordinance and the prior ordinance that was submitted to the Mayor and Council and the reason why he’ll be voting against this ordinance tonight.  His sense of the matter is, if we’re going in to the prediction business, that you’re going to see an ordinance come back to us again one day, because if and when the conservation easement is upheld, the only way to see a resolution is to see a subdivision of this property and that’s what should have happened before this ordinance was brought forward, and on that basis he will be voting against the ordinance tonight.
Comm. Simoni makes statement during roll call that seeing to the fact that this is our 2nd go around with this ordinance, he is happy to see that this board worked very diligently on this and he’s happy to see that the Mayor and Council took all the boards recommendations to heart and listened.  He feels this board has done a more than adequate job and he votes yes.

Roll Call shows 9-1 in favor.
