John Fogg

John Fogg appeared before the board for an extension request.  Mr. Brigliadoro gave a brief history to the board stating that this was a bifurcated application.  A use variance and a site plan application were submitted.

The application was approved on 11/13/08 and resolution memorialized on 12/11/08.

Comm. Simoni stated there were numerous problems that occurred after the application was approved.  There was hold up with the county, building dept. issues, the economy, all of which caused unusual amount of delays at no fault to the owner.

Mr. Brigliadoro swears in John Fogg, 56 Leonard Road, Butler, NJ 07405.

Mr. Fogg states that the summary was accurate and that he is now ready to move forward with the site plan as approved.  He is asking for an extension from July 1, 2016 to June 30, 2017 and a 2nd extension from July 1, 2017 to June 30, 2018.

There had been confusion of the building construction, they were originally going to be Sea land containers and now they are going to be metal buildings.  Mr. Fogg gives the board pictures to show the type of building marked as A-1.  He also submits a color chart marked as A-2 and states that the colors will be the same as what was approved in the original application.

Mr. Croop states that the applicant has full county approval and has actually complied with the county regulations noting that the curb and side walk was started.

Mr. Graf asks for confirmation that the applicant will be staying with the originally approved site plan and that there are no amendments.

Mr. Fogg states that there will be no amendments to the site plan.  He will build them as they were approved.
