PUBLIC HEARING – RECOMMENDATION TO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
Bloomingdale Area In Need Study for Main Street Study Area and Van Dam Avenue Study Area prepared by CME Associates. (3rd hearing)
David Novak, Professional Planner from Burgis Associates, Inc representing Wells Fargo Bank and the Bloomingdale Post Office is sworn in at this time.  Mr. Novak gives power point presentation to the Board and public.

Peter Van den Kooy, PP AICP of CME Associates, Planner for the Borough of Bloomingdale, gives his findings and descriptions set forth in the Study and answers questions.

Carl A Rizzo from the firm Cole Schotz PC, representing VMC Holdings LLC spoke asking the Board once again that it exclude 113 Main Street from the Study.

Scott A. Heiart, from the firm Carlin & Ward, representing Michael Galesi (126 Main Street), T & W Investments (99 Main Street) & FBK Properties (2 Riverside Square) briefly shared comments.
Comm. Bill Graf explained that the Board had a subcommittee that had reviewed the Preliminary Investigation Study prepared by CME and at this time presented the recommendations of the subcommittee to the Board and the public.

· The subcommittee of the Planning Board recommended that five of the six properties within the Van Dam Study Area as identified in Exhibit B, be declared a Non-Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment.

· The properties in the Main Street Study Area (East) and identified in Exhibit C to be declared a Non-Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment.

· The properties in the Main Street Study Area (West) and identified in Exhibit D be declared a Non-Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment.

The meeting was then opened to the public for comment.

Lorraine Weinbrock, 45 Highland Road gave comment in regard to the proposed area in need of redevelopment.

Betty Frey, 33 Ridge Road, requested that the Planning Board consider keeping Bloomingdale a “small town”.

David Richardson, 60-68 Main Street, wanted to confirm that condemnation is now off the table.

Motion made by Comm. Greenberg, 2nd by Comm. Croop that The Planning Board of the Borough of Bloomingdale, based upon the findings and conclusions set forth on the record and supported by the Bloomingdale Area in Need Study for Main Street Study Area and Van Dam Study Area Preliminary Investigation Report dated April 9, 2019 prepared by CME Associates as well as based upon the recommendations of the Planning Board subcommittee does hereby recommend that the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale declare the properties set forth on Exhibit E to the Study a Non Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment and refers this recommendation to the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale for its further consideration.
Roll call shows 7-0 in favor.
