The applicant is represented by Attorney, John Marmora, Esq. of K & L Gates, LLP.
Mr. Marmora gives a brief description of the application stating that they would like to accomplish approval of a minor subdivision and a temporary haul road, which will be used to start development of the Affordable Housing site.
There are waivers requested of checklist items 21, 25, 26 & 27.  Board Engineer, Paul Darmofalski states that he has no objection to the waivers.

Motion made by Comm. Steenstra, 2nd by Comm. Graf to grant waivers of item #21 Steep Slope, Item #25, #26, #27 Water, Sanitary & Utility’s and to deem application complete.  Roll call shows 7-0 in favor.

Applicant’s engineer, Wayne Ingram of E& LP, 140 W Main Street, Highbridge, NJ is sworn in and accepted as expert witness in the field of engineering.

Minor Subdivision Plat, consisting of 1 page, dated 2/15/17 with latest revision date of 8/21/17 is marked as exhibit A-1 on 9/20/17.
Concept Haul Road Grading, consisting of 1 page, dated 2/15/17 with latest revision of 8/21/7 is marked as exhibit A-2 on 9/20/17.

Mr. Ingram shows conceptual of how grading would be in reference to the haul road.  The intention is to show proposed easement to haul road and why it is necessary.  He states that an approval tonight would be to grant construction of the haul road to the Affordable Housing site.  It is 100% a minor subdivision.
Comm. Graf states that he has no objection but confirms that, if approved, the grading plan of haul road should be approved by the board engineer.

Comm. Croop states that it appears that the haul road is approx. 30 – 40 ft wide.

Mr. Ingram states that it is just wide enough for 2 trucks to pass if necessary.

Comm. Simoni wants to clarify that the temporary haul road will be restored to its natural state when completed.

Mr. Ingram stipulates that it will.

The applicant also stipulates that the board engineer will review the grading plan of the haul road.

Mr. Marmora states that they are hopeful to have a developer ready by early winter.

Mr. Darmofalski confirms that the subdivision will be perfected by deed.

Mr. Marmora states that is correct.

Comm. Croop asks if a metes and bounds survey is required.

Mr. Darmofalski states that it is not needed, as the sub division plat in front of the board (A-1) is all that’s necessary.

Motion is made by Comm. Crum, 2nd by Comm. Croop to open to public for application #672.  Voice vote shows all in favor.

Seeing no public, motion is made by Comm. Crum, 2nd by Comm. Steenstra to close to public for application #672.  Voice vote shows all in favor.

Motion made by Comm. Graf, 2nd by Comm. Croop to approve application #672 for minor subdivision with stipulations and waivers set forth on the record.  Roll call shows 7-0 in favor.
