ORDINANCE NO. 9-2018
OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGALE

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, amending chapter 19 “SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale 

WHEREAS, the Borough Code currently sets forth certain definitions, standards and requirements as part of the ordinances governing solid waste management; and


WHEREAS, the Borough has a long standing practice, consistent with the state statutes, whereby commercial properties are required to provide for the private collection of their garbage; and


WHEREAS, the Borough Council has reviewed the current Code and determined that it is necessary to amend the Code to update and supplement the regulations relating to solid waste management to establish parameters for solid waste management for commercial properties in order to formalize the Borough’s long-standing practice; and


NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic, and State of New Jersey, as follows:


SECTION 1.
Chapter 19 “Solid Waste Management” shall be amended to add a new section, 19-3 “Commercial Garbage Collection” to read as follows:

§19-3 Commercial Garbage Collection

§19-3.1 Definitions

For purposes of this Section, “Commercial property” shall mean all real property wherein such real property is used for other than exclusively residential purposes.

§19-3.2 Commercial Garbage Collection

All commercial property, as defined above, within the Borough of Bloomingdale shall be responsible for entering into a contract with a private waste disposal company for the collection of all garbage and solid waste, including recyclable materials as defined in Section 19-1.5.


All other portions of this Chapter of the Code remain unchanged.

SECTION 2. All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4. This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that the above Ordinance was introduced and passed on first reading at an Official Meeting of the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale held in the Municipal Building on the 6th day of March, 2018, and the same shall come up for final passage at an Official Meeting of the Governing Body to be held on the 20th day of March, 2018 at 7PM, at which time any persons interested shall be given the opportunity to be heard concerning said Ordinance.
