RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AUTHORIZING THE AWARD OF A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITHOUT COMPETITIVE BIDDING TO JOHNSON SOILS COMPANY FOR GEOTECHNICAL ENGINEERING SERVICES (DPW FACAILITY 188 UNION AVENUE 5105/51) 

WHEREAS, there exists a need for Geotechnical Engineering Services to evaluate the sub-surface conditions of the DPW facility in connection with the construction of the proposed salt shed; and 
WHEREAS the Borough Engineer, Thomas Boorady, recommends the Borough retains Johnson Soils Company to perform a subsurface investigation and prepare a report of the findings and seismic design classification as per the proposal dated October 28, 2021; and 


WHEREAS, funds are available for this purpose as evidenced in the annexed certification of funds in an amount not to exceed $5,025.00; and


WHEREAS, the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. §40A:11-1 et seq., requires that the resolution authorizing the award of contracts for "Professional Services" without competitive bids and the contract itself must be available for public inspection.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic, and State of New Jersey, as follows:


Section 1.
This contract with Johnson Soils Company is awarded without competitive bidding as a "Professional Service" in accordance with N.J.S.A. §40A:11-5(1)(a) of the Local Public Contracts Law because the contract is for a service performed by a person(s) authorized by law to practice a recognized profession that is regulated by law.


Section 2.
Johnson Soils shall provide geotechnical engineering services as set forth in the proposal dated October 28, 2021 at a cost not to exceed $5,025.00.

Section 3.
A notice of this action shall be printed once in the legal newspaper of the Borough of Bloomingdale as required by law.


Section 4.
A copy of this Resolution shall be provided to Donna Mollineaux (Chief Financial Officer), Thomas Boorady (Borough Engineer), and to Johnson Soils Company of 66 Glen Avenue, Glen Rock, NJ 07452.
