A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE AWARD OF A PROFESSIONAL SERVICE AGREEMENT TO RARITAN VALLEY COMMUNITY COLLEGE FOR A DEER POPULATION SURVEY 

WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale desires to conduct a deer population survey to assist in evaluating and managing the local deer population; and

WHEREAS, Raritan Valley Community College, through its Center for Environmental Studies, has submitted a proposal dated February 13, 2026, to conduct an infrared drone deer population survey for the Borough at a cost not to exceed $3,098.00; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Administrator has reviewed the proposal and recommends its acceptance; and

WHEREAS, funding for this project is available through the Borough's ROSE  Trust Fund; and

WHEREAS, the Local Public Contracts Law permits the award of contracts for professional services without public bidding pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1)(a)(i).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, County of Passaic, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. The proposal submitted by Raritan Valley Community College for a deer population survey in an amount not to exceed $3,098.00 is hereby approved.
2. The Mayor and Borough Clerk are hereby authorized to execute any and all documents necessary to effectuate this agreement.
3. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to utilize ROSE Trust Fund monies to fund this project.
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
