RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A LETTER AGREEMENT TO AMEND THE CURRENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE AND THE COMMUNICATION WORKERS OF AMERICA

WHEREAS, previously the Borough of Bloomingdale and the Communication Workers of America (“CWA”) entered into an agreement governing the terms of the employment relationship; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Administrator and representatives of the CWA have negotiated and agreed to an amendment related to the provision of a clothing allowance; and  

WHEREAS, the Borough Administrator and CWA have agreed to an amendment of Article 15, Section 1 whereby the Borough will no longer supply uniforms to members of the CWA and the clothing allowance per employee will increase from $250.00 to $1,000 for the 2026 contract term; and

WHEREAS, for the remainder of the contract term, January 2027 through December 2029, the annual clothing allowance shall be $1,200 per employee; and

WHEREAS, all dress requirements shall remain in effect as set forth in the contract qat Article 15, Section 2; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Borough Council desire to authorize the letter agreement amending the current contract; and 

WHEREAS, members of the CWA have consented to this amendment.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic, and State of New Jersey, as follows:

	Section 1.	The amendments to the contract between the Borough of Bloomingdale and the Communication Workers of America, term January 2025 through December 2029, is hereby amended as noted above.

Section 2. 	The Borough Administrator and Borough Clerk are hereby authorized to execute the letter agreement between the parties to amend the current agreement.

	Section 3.	The Borough Administrator is hereby authorized to take whatever actions are necessary to effectuate the purpose of this Resolution and finalize the settlement.

This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
