PUBLIC NOTICE STATEMENT

Mayor Dunleavy stated that adequate notice of this meeting was posted in the Bloomingdale Municipal Building and provided to The Suburban Trends; The North Jersey Herald & News; and all other local news media on December 12, 2014 and amended October 7, 2015.
EARLY EXECUTIVE SESSION
Mayor stated that we will be going into Executive Session for a meeting with the Board of Health to discuss Public Health and Safety issues.

Councilwoman Hudson moved to go into Executive Session; seconded by Councilman Dellaripa and carried on voice vote with all members present voting YES.  ABSENT:  Councilman Yazdi (Entered later)

(At this time, the Mayor and Council went into Executive Session)

RECONVENED

Mayor Dunleavy reconvened the meeting at 7:17 p.m. and noted that no action was taken during the Executive Session.

SALUTE TO THE FLAG

Mayor Dunleavy led the Salute to the Flag.

NON-AGENDA ITEMS

Mayor Dunleavy noted that there are two Non-Agenda items:

1)  Authorization of a Special Meeting on November 2, 2015 at 9 a.m. for transfers

2) Amendment to the Borough’s Harassment Policy

EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilman D’Amato opened the meeting to Early Public Comment; seconded by Councilwoman Hudson and carried on voice vote.

Matt Zaccone, 77 Charles Street spoke in regard to the fire hydrant on Charles Street which is out of service.

Councilman D’Amato noted that the Department has a list of those hydrants which are out of service, he will check out the status.
Mr. Zaccone also spoke in regard to the Borough’s efforts in removing 109 homes out of the flood mapping zone and about 77 of them are in Oakwood lakes; felt that problem with this is that you will be classifying the whole t own as a Class 6 as FEMA will lump the whole town that way.

Mayor stated that we are not members of the community rating system yet; we are remapping the Oakwood Lake area.  All our data was sent to FEMA and we are waiting on FEMA for the flood maps so that we can do a letter of amendment.  He cannot address the Class 6 at this time.

Discussion followed in regard to LOMA which a homeowner can apply for.
Mayor stated that the Borough could possibly save between $300,000 and $400,000 with the new CRS community rating system.

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, asked about the resolution this evening as to 2% raises; Mayor stated that this is not a new resolution, these raises are from prior years but the State pension requires a formal resolution.

Ms. Huntley asked how come the Mayor received more than a 2% raise and who evaluates him.

Mayor stated that the Council does that.

Councilman Dellaripa stated that he feels the Mayor is doing a good job and is worth what we pay him; Councilman Yazdi felt he is underpaid.

Margaret Bogush, 30 Walter Drive, spoke in regard to the recently painted yellow lines on Winifred Court and the white parking spaces and her objection to them and the “petition” from residents to have them removed.
Mayor Dunleavy stated that this has been reviewed by himself, Police Chief with Mrs. Bogus and the white parking space lines are in process of being removed; we will not remove the yellow lines and go against the Police Chief’s recommendation.

Richard Boud, 16 Tice Street, noted that we should be checking the parking down at DeLazier Field; that is a problem.

Dan Hawkins, 6 Pearl Street, spoke in regard to the ordinance on agenda in regard to pipelines and asked what information do we have in regard to spills and the allegation that they were unsafe due to the fact that they were not regulation by public utilities.
Mayor Dunleavy stated that we are doing an ordinance to control our own destiny to prohibit pipelines and this was initiated by a discussion between the Pilgrim pipeline; you just don’t know where they will go with the line and Bloomingdale is one the towns earmarked on their list.  This is a start for us to at least have some say.

Noted that they could come before the Planning Board for a variance; Mr. Hawkins stated that you may as well ban oil trucks that come into town.

Mayor Dunleavy stated that he will not support putting a zone in place to allow pipelines.

Mr. Hawkins stated that he is not necessarily in favor of putting a pipeline in Bloomingdale but why not grant them the same courtesy as you did Tilcon.

Borough Attorney stated that this is a hazard type of use.

Since there was no one else who wished to speak under Early Public Comment, Councilman Costa moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilwoman Hudson and carried on voice vote.

Toys for Tots – Noted that this will be held again in the Borough and information as to startup and ending for toy drop off will be on the website.

Full-Time Mayor

COAH – Mayor stated that we joined a consortium of 50 other towns in regard to Third Round certifications and we should have an update in December.

Mayor stated that we hired the Nelson group to do an analysis of our COAH situation to go to the Judge to request immunity.  We have to develop a plan and we will be working with the Planning Board subcommittee to come up with a Plan.
New Businesses – Mayor stated that River-of-Beer and a Convenience store opened up on Hamburg Turnpike and encourage all to support them.

Paper Shredding – Mayor stated that the confidential paper shredding will be held this Saturday for Bloomingdale residents at 1 p.m.

Gypsy Moth – Mayor stated that the State did their gypsy moth survey and found 212 acres in Kampfe Lake and Glenwild that need to be sprayed by the spring; cost is on the Borough.  Mayor stated that the Dept. of Agriculture is looking for a grant and he is exploring fact that most the moths are at Norvin Green and this is state property; cost would be approximately $12,000 and he will update Council when he receives further information.
Digital Signs – Mayor stated that they have been order and we did get some county corridor grant monies; one will be installed at the Union Avenue Firehouse and one at the Borough hall.

Sloan Park – No further update at this time.

Fire Department – We ordered the new turnout great for the Fire Department.

Star Lake/Reeve/Ryerson – We are doing water line samples and probably some work will be done before winter.
Leaf Pickup Schedule – Mayor stated that this is on Facebook and the website.

ORDINANCE 17-2015

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGALE

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, amending chapter 92, “zoning,” article V, “regulations governing certain uses,” sections 92-26, “miscellaneous uses” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale 

                        

WHEREAS, certain pipelines are not public utilities that distribute service to end users and are unregulated by the State of New Jersey Board of Public Utilities; and 

WHEREAS, these pipelines are designed to transport a variety of materials, including hazardous substances which, if a discharge occurred, result in environmental degradation to the environment, including the land, water and air; and

WHEREAS, these pipelines do not directly provide the public with necessities, such as electricity, gas, telephone, water or wastewater service; and

WHEREAS, these pipelines may pose a threat to the infrastructure that provides these public utility services; and

WHEREAS, these pipelines are not public utilities that distribute services to end users and are unregulated by the Board of Public Utilities; and

WHEREAS, as these pipelines are not regulated by the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities, there is limited accountability to the public; and 

WHEREAS, the Bloomingdale Borough Committee believes that it is in the best interest of the health and welfare of its residents that the Land Use and Development Ordinance of the Borough of Bloomingdale be clarified to provide that pipelines are not public utilities that distribute services to end users and are unregulated by the Board of Public Utilities are specifically prohibited within the Borough of Bloomingdale. 

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Borough Committee of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Morris, and State of New Jersey, as follows:
SECTION 1.   Chapter 92, “Zoning,” Article V, “Regulations Governing Certain Uses,” Section 92-26, “Miscellaneous Uses,” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to add Paragraph H, which shall read in its entirety as follows:

§ 92-26. Miscellaneous uses. 

H.
Pipelines. Pipelines that are not public utilities distributing services to end users which are not otherwise regulated by the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities are prohibited in all zones and districts within the Borough of Bloomingdale. 

SECTION 2. All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4. This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.
Councilman Costa moved that the meeting be opened to a Public Hearing on this ordinance; seconded by Councilman D’Amato and carried on voice vote.

Since there was no one who wished to speak under the Public Hearing, Councilwoman Hudson moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Dellaripa and carried on voice vote.

Councilman Yazdi moved for the adoption of the ordinance; seconded by Councilman Costa.

Borough Attorney Semrau stated that some of the comments made by Mr. Hawkins during Early Public Comment had merit as to some legal issues that could arise.  This is unchartered territory; you can come back and amend your position in the future.

Mayor stated that the ordinance was sent and reviewed by the Planning Board who recommended a zone identifying a place for the pipeline as they are concerned over a lawsuit.  Mayor stated that for the record, he does not support the zoning.

Borough Attorney stated that he apologizes for his mischaracter of Mr. Hawkins position but he still recommends that the Council adopt the ordinance.

Mr. William Graf of the Planning Board stated that the Planning Board voted 8 and 1 abstention that it would be best if the Borough had a conditional use for pipelines and specifying what zone is that conditional use be placed.  A M1Q and M1 zones gives the ability for the Planning Board to require a full department of Environmental Protection review since they are all subject to DEP review including Highlands review.

Mayor Dunleavy stated that he respects the Planning Board opinions but on this subject he does not agree.

1. The Borough of Bloomingdale does hereby approve and the Mayor is authorized and directed to execute the Five Party Agreement in the form reviewed by the Governing Body, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A, with such minor corrections, modifications, additions or deletions which do not alter the substantive provisions thereof and which may be hereafter approved by the Mayor after consultation with the Borough Attorney.  

2. This authorization is subject to the enactment of authorization and execution of this Five Party Agreement by the Boroughs of Butler, Kinnelon, Riverdale and the Authority, and the 2015 Amendment to the 1987 Riverdale Service Contract by the Borough of Riverdale and the Authority.  

3. This Resolution shall take effect as provided by law.

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, referred to a letter to the Editor by former Councilman Hack Miller in which he asks the position of the Candidates on the Tilcon Quarry and asked running mates Sondermeyer and Dellaripa and the Council, their position on the Tilcon Quarry.
Councilman Dellaripa stated that also wanted to know the other two candidates position.

Councilman Sondermeyer stated that based on his due diligence and fact that he has not seen any documents as to the financial factors, he would vote NO at this time.

Dan Hawkins, 6 Pearl Street and candidate for council stated that based on the current information available, he is not in favor of it.  There are multiple components as to current blasting and apparent inadequacy of responsibility of Tilcon; cannot support it.

Matt Zaccone, 77 Charles Street and candidate for Council position stated that after attending the meetings in Riverdale and hearing what everyone had to say, he is not in favor.

Councilman Dellaripa stated that he is still in the same state of mind; needs further financial information and COAH protection and there are significant environmental concerns and at this point, he does not have the answers.
It was noted that the quarry are not going away; it has been here a long time and blasting has been going on for 60 years; our experience is that they are good neighbors.

The firm Auto Group was hired to do an analysis and this is paid out of Tilcon’s escrow

Councilman Dellaripa spoke about high taxes as a quality of life issue.

Councilman Yazdi referred to biggest tax increase was in 2011 when Ms. Huntley’s and the Republicans had the majority.  Refer red to former Attorney and the $850,000 lawsuit and fact that the Republican majority has to borrow $30,000 for social security.

Ms. Huntley stated that was due to 2012 bills being paid in 2011 and you have not paid off the debt.  It only went down because you are making a payment.
If there is someone to give limited extension with a minimum amount of environmental impact, then I am for it said xxxxxxxxxxxxxxx

Since there was no one else who wished to speak, Councilman D’Amato moved that the Public Hearing be closed; seconded by Councilman Yazdi and carried on voice vote.
