OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS WATER UTILITY IMPROVEMENTS AND THE PURCHASE OF WATER UTILITY EQUIPMENT BY THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, APPROPRIATING $1,531,645 THEREFOR, INCLUDING A COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $140,245 EXPECTED TO BE RECEIVED FROM THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC, AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $1,531,645 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE BOROUGH TO FINANCE THE COST THEREOF



BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:



Section 1.
The improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance is hereby authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Bloomingdale, a municipal corporation of the State of New Jersey (the “Borough”) as a self-liquidating improvement.  For the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance, there is hereby appropriated the sum of $1,531,645, including a Community Development Block Grant in the amount of $140,245 expected to be received from the County of Passaic.  No down payment is required by the Local Bond Law as the improvement or purpose authorized herein is deemed self-liquidating and the obligations authorized herein are deductible from the gross debt of the Borough, as more fully set forth in Section 6(d) of this bond ordinance.



Section 2.
In order to finance the cost of the improvement or purpose, negotiable bonds are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $1,531,645 pursuant to the Local Bond Law.  In anticipation of the issuance of bonds, negotiable bond anticipation notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.



Section 3.
(a)
The improvement or purpose hereby authorized for which bonds or notes are to be issued is the mapping and leak study of all of the water lines throughout the Borough; the purchase of tough book computers to assist with the Borough-wide mapping and leak study; the purchase of water utility equipment including curb boxes, fire hydrants and pipes; the reconstruction of the water and sewer lines along Ryerson Avenue; and the replacement and installation of water mains along Star Lake Road, including all work and materials necessary therefor or incidental thereto. 

(b)
The estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for the improvement or purpose is as stated in Section 2 of this bond ordinance.

(c)
The estimated cost of the improvement or purpose is equal to the amount of the appropriation stated in Section 1 of this bond ordinance.



Section 4.
All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer or Treasurer; provided that no note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer or Treasurer.  The Chief Financial Officer or Treasurer shall determine all matters in connection with notes issued pursuant to this bond ordinance, and the Chief Financial Officer or Treasurer’s signature upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:2-8.1.  The Chief Financial Officer or Treasurer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer or Treasurer is directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale of the notes pursuant to this bond ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

Section 5.
The capital budget of the Borough is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this bond ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith.  



Section 6.
The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated:



(a)
The improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance is not a current expense.  It is an improvement or purpose that the Borough may lawfully undertake as a self-liquidating improvement or purpose of a municipal public utility.  No part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property specially benefited thereby.



(b)
The period of usefulness of the improvement or purpose within the limitations of the Local Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof computed from the date of the bonds authorized by the bond ordinance, is 40 years.



(c)
An aggregate amount not exceeding $202,000 for items of expense listed in and permitted under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 is included in the estimated cost of the improvement or purpose set forth in Section 3 of this bond ordinance.



(d)
The obligations authorized herein are to finance an improvement of a municipal public utility deemed to be self-liquidating pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:2-47(a) and are deductible from the gross debt of the Borough pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:2-44(c).



(e)
The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly prepared and filed in the office of the Clerk, and submitted to the office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey.  Such statement shows that the gross debt of the Borough as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and notes provided in this bond ordinance by $1,531,645, but that the net debt of the Borough is not increased.  The obligations authorized herein will be within all debt limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.



Section 7.  
The full faith and credit of the Borough are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and the interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.  The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Borough, and the Borough shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable real property within the Borough for the payment of the obligations and the interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.



Section 8.  
This bond ordinance shall take effect 20 days after the first publication thereof after final adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, to amend Chapter III, “POLICE REGULATIONS,” Section 3-11, “drug free zones maps” of the code of the borough of bloomingdale

WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale (“Bloomingdale”) has in place Drug Free Zones Maps wherein controlled dangerous substances are not permitted within a 1,000 foot radius of schools; and
WHEREAS, the Borough is also concerned about the dangers of driving while intoxicated, particularly in school zones; and
WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 39:4-50 provides that a map depicting school zones may be used in the prosecution for driving while intoxicated (DUI); and
WHEREAS, the Borough desires to update its Drug Free Zone Maps ordinances to include the offense of driving while intoxicated (DUI).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:
SECTION 1. 
Chapter III, “Police Regulations,” Section 3-11, “Drug Free Zones Maps” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to read as follows:
3-11  DRUG AND ALCOHOL FREE ZONES MAPS.

3-11.1    Maps Adopted.

Official maps entitled "Radius Map I" and "Radius Map II", produced by Borough Engineer Kevin P. Wynn, P.E., N.J. LIC. NO. 39025, of Goodkind & O'Dea, Inc. and dated December, 2000, are hereby approved and adopted as official findings of record of controlled dangerous substance and alcohol zones for schools, delineated by a radius of one thousand (1,000) feet, and controlled dangerous substance and alcohol zones for public parks, public libraries, public museums and public housing facilities, delineated by a radius of five hundred (500) feet. 

3-11.2    Original Map and List to be on File; Copies.

The Borough Clerk is hereby directed to receive and to keep on file the originals of the maps approved and adopted pursuant to subsection 3-11.1 of the chapter and to provide at a reasonable cost a true copy thereof to any person, agency or court which may from time to time request such a copy, along with a certification that such copy is a true copy of the maps approved and adopted herein and kept on file. It is hereby further directed that true copies of such maps shall be provided without cost to the Passaic County Clerk and to the office of the Passaic County Prosecutor. 

3-11.3    Maps as Prima Facie Evidence.

The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated:

It is understood that the maps approved and adopted pursuant to this chapter were prepared and are intended to be used as evidence in prosecutions arising under the criminal and traffic laws of this State, specifically those prohibited and described in N.J.S.A. 2C:35-7, N.J.S.A. 2C:35-7.1, P.L. 1999 CH.185 and N.J.S.A. 39:4-50, and that, pursuant to State law, such maps shall constitute prima facie evidence of the locations and boundaries of the property containing elementary and secondary schools, public parks, public libraries, public museums and public housing facilities within the Borough. 
SECTION 2. All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4. This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.
