NON-AGENDA ITEMS

Mayor noted that he will be making an appointment to the environmental Commissions this evening; giving permanent status to a DPW employee and introducing the LOSAP ordinance and submitting an application to the Local Finance Board per our Bond Counsel.
EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilman Sondermeyer moved that the meeting be open to Early Public Comment; seconded by Councilwoman Hudson and carried on voice vote.

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, asked about the bill on the bill list for TGI LLC and what renovations will they be doing on 182 Union Avenue.
Mayor Dunleavy stated that we will be moving the Construction Office to that location; they will be doing sheetrock, flooring, conference room and it was discussed at a meeting.  Robert Beek is the owner of the company and a resident of Bloomingdale.

In response to Ms. Huntley as to what is going in the Construction Office, Mayor stated that it will be emptied and all storage moved out; most likely if the Police Chief sees fit, it will be used by the Police Department.
Since there was no one else who wished to speak under Early Public Comment, Councilman D’Amato moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Costa and carried on voice vote.

Fire Department

Councilman D’Amato stated that the Fire Department has discussed the air packs which will expire in 2016 and need to be replaced; we have to come up with a replacement plan as it will be over $300,000.

Environmental Commission

Councilman Costa stated that the Commission is exploring a municipal garden and has spoken to other towns in this regard; just in talking stages.  Noted that the County has a small grant for administrative studies.

Councilwoman Hudson has done some research on this in the past and there are specifics involved in doing this.

Passaic River Coalition

Councilman Costa stated that the Coalition wants to deed over Dragon Fly Park for trails and recreation.

Borough Attorney

Ehrenburg v. Borough of Bloomingdale

Borough Attorney stated the case is over a year old; majority was dismissed; there are some remaining aspects of the case which we are working on.
