PUBLIC HEARING ON WALTER T. BERGEN FIELD DRAINAGE GRANT APPLICATION

Mayor Dunleavy explained the grant we have applied for with the Passaic County Open Space Trust Fund for Field Improvements Phase I – drainage, irrigation, grading and seeding/sod at the Walter T. Bergen School Field and noted that certified letters were sent to the property owners within 200’.

Councilman Yazdi opened the meeting to a Public Hearing on this grant application; seconded by Councilman Dellaripa and carried on voice vote.

Since there was no one who wished to speak during the Public Hearing, Councilman Yazdi moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilwoman Hudson and carried on voice vote.

Mayor will notify the County and we will get the process going.

PRESENTATION BY ROSS KUSHNER OF PEQUANNOCK RIVER COALITION
At this time, Ross Kushner of the Pequannock River Coalition gave a presentation on the history of the Meer Tract/Tilcon Quarry and the Quarry’s proposal before the Council as to expanding their operation and the impact he felt would be on the Borough if they went forward with this proposal.
Mayor noted that this is in the conceptual stage; we have not had any public hearings on the concept.  We have a court order to affordable housing and this will satisfy that and gain revenue per Mayor; we are doing a study on the home values and flooding.

Discussion followed in regard to the Highlands and flooding area and previous report from Burgis the Planner whereby based on that report the Council opted into the Highlands.

Frank O’Reilly of 21 Pearl Street asked if we could postpone public discussion until we have the report from the Borough Engineer.

At this time, Borough Engineer Paul Darmolfalski gave his report on the Tilcon/Meer Property Quarry use.  He spoke of doing the study using the 70 year line; your flooding on the flats is not as a result of federal hill.  Noted that the detention basin of 100 cu ft. required; they need to pump Stormwater up 100’.

In his opinion, from a stormwater management stand, he thinks it is all controlled. He stopped at the 70year mark because of his experience with the DEP.  It will not increase flooding in the flat area; it will affect other areas if you do not put in a detention basin.

This amended AGREEMENT, made this _______ day of ___________________, 2015, between the BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, a municipal corporation of the State of New Jersey, hereinafter called "BLOOMINGDALE", having its municipal office at 101 Paterson-Hamburg Turnpike, BLOOMINGDALE, New Jersey, 07403, and the BOROUGH OF BUTLER, a municipal corporation of the State of New Jersey, hereinafter called "BUTLER" having its municipal office at One Ace Road, Butler, New Jersey, 07405.  

WITNESSETH:


In consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein, the parties agree as follows:


FIRST:

BUTLER hereby agrees to supply BLOOMINGDALE, for a continuous term of 5 years commencing in accordance with the provisions of Paragraph Eight hereof, Water and Sewer Billing and Collection Services as defined in this agreement.


SECOND:
This Agreement shall be automatically renewable for an additional 5 year term unless either BUTLER or BLOOMINGDALE serves written notice of its intent not to renew, which notice shall be served not less than six (6) months before the expiration date of the initial term of this Agreement. 


THIRD:
Services shall include: 

a) Quarterly water meter readings.  Butler shall read water meters using equipment compatible with Bloomingdales meters and supplied by Bloomingdale.  

b) Generation of Quarterly bills – Butler will generate and print Sewer and Water bills based on readings obtained by Butler according to the Bloomingdale rate ordinance in effect.   Billing will be generated and mailed by the 10th of the month in January, April, July, and October.

c) Butler will fold bills and stuff envelopes with the Borough of Bloomingdale return address to prepare bills for mailing.  Butler will deliver the bills to the West Milford bulk delivery facility.  Bloomingdale to provide postage and bulk mailing permit number.

d) The second quarter bill mailing will include an insert of the Consumer Confidence Report if desired by Bloomingdale.  Bloomingdale is to provide enough copies of the report to cover the mailing.  Butler will be responsible for folding and including the CCR with the 2nd quarter bill.

e) For the 1st,3rd and 4th quarter billings, the Borough of Butler will allow Bloomingdale to place a single double sided 8-1/2 x 11 flyer or newsletter into the water/sewer bills.  Bloomingdale is to provide the appropriate number of copies to stuff into the bills.  Butler will take responsibility for folding and stuffing the flyer into the same envelope as the quarterly bill.

f) Final bills will be sent out as required.  Bloomingdale shall provide Butler with the final readings and Butler will issue the final bill by mail. 

g) Butler will accept payments by mail at 1 Ace Road.  All payments received will be deposited within 2 business days of receipt.

h) Butler will accept payments in person at the utility counter at 1 Ace Road for Bloomingdale Water/Sewer.

i) Butler will accept payments delivered to Butler from Bloomingdale.  This service is to accommodate those Bloomingdale residents that may desire to continue to pay in person in Bloomingdale.  Butler will treat these payments as though they came to Butler by mail.  Cash will not be accepted for payments made at the Bloomingdale Borough Hall.

j) Butler will deposit all Bloomingdale sewer/water revenue on a daily basis into a dedicated utility account at Lakeland Bank provided by Bloomingdale. All funds will be deposited as required by statute within 2 business days.

k) Reports to assist Bloomingdale with the reconciliation of the utility account will be provided by Butler monthly.

l) Butler will send out delinquent notices on a monthly basis.  Bloomingdale will be responsible for turning off service and notifying Butler of any additional fees that need to be applied to an account as a result of actions taken by Bloomingdale.

m) Utility searches will be handled by the Borough of Butler for Bloomingdale Water and Sewer accounts.  

n) Butler will provide customer support by phone or at Butler’s 1 Ace Road location, Monday through Friday 8:30AM – 4:30PM.   This support will not be available on days the Borough of Butler is closed (i.e. holidays, emergencies, etc.)  Bloomingdale customers will be handled by selected staff.  During normal business hours, at least one of the selected staff will be available to handle customer support.  

o) Simple Rate changes on an annual basis are included as part of the annual fee. Any restructuring of the rate schedule which results in changes to the billing software will be billed on a time and material basis.  Also, rate changes at a frequency greater than once per year may be billed on a time and material basis.  

p) Access to online inquiries by the Borough of Bloomingdale will be permitted.  Butler has provided the software capability for Bloomingdale to access the Butler billing system but Bloomingdale will be responsible for providing its’ own hardware (PC, modem, etc).

q) Butler will be responsible for all software maintenance costs associated with the billing software.

r) Butler will provide all billing stock with approval from Bloomingdale.

s) Butler will provide the envelopes necessary to send the bills out quarterly.

t) Butler will be responsible for daily backup of the Bloomingdale Sewer/Water billing/collections data on the Butler computer system

u) A separate phone number will be provided by the Borough of Butler for Bloomingdale Sewer/Water customers.

v) Bloomingdale is responsible for holding its own tax sale to collect delinquent balances.  Butler shall provide a list of delinquent accounts to Bloomingdale upon request by Bloomingdale. 


FOURTH: 
This Agreement is based on 2300 water/sewer accounts. If the customer base increases beyond 2300 accounts, this Agreement shall be increased at the start of the following year by an amount equal to the percentage increase over 2300 accounts.  For example if the number of active accounts on December 31st 2014 is 2500, the annual billing fee shall be raised (2500/2300) *    $40,907 = $44,464.13.  

FIFTH:

After hours support, if requested by Bloomingdale, will be billed at an hourly rate equal to 1-1/2 times the employee’s hourly rate.
