PUBLIC NOTICE STATEMENT

Mayor Dunleavy stated that adequate notice of this meeting was posted in the Bloomingdale Municipal Building and provided to The Suburban Trends; The North Jersey Herald & News; and all other local news media on January 4, 2013.

NON-AGENDA ITEMS

Mayor noted that we will introduce an ordinance this evening in regard to carbon monoxide detectors and also will amend the vacant building ordinance in regard to fees.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale charges fees to cover the costs of various programs and services in the Borough; and


WHEREAS, the Borough desires to allow such fees to be made by credit card for the convenience of the payer; and


WHEREAS, in order to process payments made by credit card, a transaction fee not to exceed 2.0785% shall apply. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:
Section 1.  Chapter II, “Administration,” Article VIII, “Policies and Procedures,” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to add Section 2-84, “Credit Card Fees” which shall read in its entirety as follows:

Section 2-84
CREDIT CARD FEES

There is hereby established a fee for the use of credit cards for the payment of taxes, water, sewer payments or any and all other fees charged by the Borough of Bloomingdale, which shall not exceed 2.0785% of the total amount of the payment.

SECTION 2. All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4.
This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER XIV ADDING SECTION 14-5 CARBON MONIXIDE was given second and final reading and consideration for adoption at this time.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER XIV ADDING SECTION 14-5 CARBON MONIXIDE

CHAPTER XIV 

14-5 Carbon Monoxide Detectors

14-5.1 Purpose.  

    a. The Borough of Bloomingdale has increased concerns over carbon monoxide (CO) hazards. The purpose of this ordinance is to insure protection of individuals outside of residential environments.

14-5.2 Definitions.

    a.   Carbon Monoxide Detector (CO detector):  Device that detects the presence of the carbon monoxide (CO) gas in order to prevent carbon monoxide poisoning.  

    b. Nursery School (also Preschool):  Educational establishment offering early childhood education to children between the ages of three and five.  Nursery School shall include privately operated or government-run centers, and the costs may be subsidized.

    C. Day Care Center:  An establishment caring for children by a person(s) other than their legal guardians.  Day care is typically an ongoing service during specific periods, such as the parents' time at work.  Services may include but are not limited to education, child development, discipline and preschool education.

14-5.3 Required Locations.

    a. In every structure housing a licensed nursery school or day care facility, a carbon monoxide detector shall be installed and maintained at the following locations.

        1.  Within ten (10) feet of any area used for sleeping or napping.

        2.  One (1) detector shall be located for each 1,000 square feet of sleeping or napping area.

        3.  Detectors must be located as designated by the Fire Official.

14-5.4 Specifications and Maintenance.

    a. The device shall be manufactured, listed and labeled in accordance with UL 2034 and installed in accordance with NFPA 720.  

b. Detectors shall be battery operated or wall plug-in with battery back-up.  When carbon monoxide detection is part of an automated fire alarm system, the provisions of this ordinance are satisfied.

    c. Detectors shall be replaced per manufacturer's recommendation.

    d. Detector batteries shall be changed every six (6) months or earlier as needed.  A log must be kept of the battery replacement for each detector.  The log shall contain the location of the detector, date of replacement and signature of person replacing battery.  The log shall be available upon request of the Fire Official or Building Inspector.

14-5.6 Installation, Enforcement and Penalties.

    a. It shall be the duty of the Fire Official or a designated representative to enforce the provisions of this ordinance.  

    b. The Fire Official shall perform an initial placement survey within sixty (60) days of the adoption of this ordinance and notify in writing all licensed nursery schools and day care centers of the need to install and maintain carbon monoxide detectors.  The licensed nursery school or day care center must install the required carbon monoxide detector(s) upon thirty (30) days’ notice from the Fire Official.

    c. Each CO detector shall be tested and the replacement logs reviewed during regular fire code inspections.

    d. Failure to comply with any provision of this ordinance shall be subject to the fines and penalties pursuant to the Uniform Fire Code Section 901.4.1 Fire Protection Systems and/or $150.00 per day until satisfied.

14-5.7 Precedence.

    a. If county or state governments subsequently adopt requirements for carbon monoxide detection that contradict with this Ordinance, then the rules of the highest jurisdiction shall govern.

14-5.8 Limitation of Liability.

    a. This Section 14-5 Carbon Monoxide Detectors shall not be construed to hold the Borough of Bloomingdale, its officers or employees responsible for any injury to persons or damage to property by reason of the inspection or re-inspection authorized herein, or failure to inspect or re-inspect as herein provided or by reason of the approval or disapproval of any fire alarm system or carbon monoxide detector authorized herein.

FEE SCHEDULE
The initial registration fee for each building shall be $250.  The fee for the first renewal is $500.  The fee for any subsequent renewal is $1,000.  After five years, the registration fee shall be $5,000.  The initial fee shall be prorated according to the month of registration. There is no credit when a property becomes legally occupied during the renewal period.  The term for each registration year shall run from January 1 to December 31 of each year, with all fees due by January 1 of that year.

PASSAIC VALLEY WATER COMMISSION’S

STAY OF ITS LT2 ADMINISTRATIVE CONSENT ORDER 

WHEREAS, on October 22, 2014, the Commissioners of the Passaic Valley Water Commission (PVWC) unanimously approved a resolution to authorize and direct the Executive Director, Chief Engineer and General Counsel of the PVWC to file the necessary papers and take other necessary action to petition the Department of Environmental Protection of the State of New Jersey (DEP) and the DEP Commissioner to stay further planning or implementation of the requirements of Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Rules and the Administrative Consent Order (ACO) issued by the DEP, relating to the Levine, Great Notch and New Street Reservoirs (the projects); and

WHEREAS, the PVWC Commissioners have determined, as stated in their approved resolution, that the cost, environmental and cultural impacts of the projects promise to impose major burdens on the individual and commercial communities of PVWC’s owner cities and wholesale customers constituting approximately 800,000 customers; and

WHEREAS, the PVWC Commissioners have further determined that the impact of this project on numerous surrounding communities constitutes a major potential impact, both aesthetically and economically; and

WHEREAS, the PVWC Commissioners perceive that a significant segment of the public, which PVWC serves, has not been provided with sufficient information regarding the project and that input and participation in the project whose current cost estimate exceeds $100 million dollars is warranted and justified; and

WHEREAS, the above referenced resolution specifically directs the Commission to file the papers and take the appropriate action to petition the DEP and its Commissioner for a stay in the proceedings, including, but not limited to, considering revisions to the ACO, to which it is subject, until 2016 or upon completion of the EPA’s review of the LT2 regulations, whichever is later; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, County of Passaic, State of New Jersey are to total agreement with the PVWC’s determinations and findings as stated in their resolution, and fully support the PVWC’s Commissioners in their decision to file a stay to halt all further proceedings or action regarding the planning or implementation of the projects related to addressing the requirements of EPA rules and the AOC issued by the DEP; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Council, of the Borough of Bloomingdale, County of Passaic, State of New Jersey, hereby directs the Municipal Clerk to forward a copy of this supporting resolution, upon its passage, to Senator Robert Menendez; Senator Cory Booker; Congressman William Pascrell; Congressman Rodney P. Frelinghuysen; Governor Chris Christie; Senator Joseph Pennacchio; Senator Nia H. Gill; Senator Nellie Pou; Senator Paul A. Sarlo; Senator Robert Gordon; Senator Gerald Cardinale; Senator Kevin J. O’Toole; the Senator’s respective District Assemblypersons; New Jersey State DEP Commissioner Robert Martin; and U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Administrator Gina McCarthy; requesting that their support of PVWC’s efforts to file and receive a stay which would provide for a halt in all further proceedings or actions regarding the planning or implementation of the project relating to addressing the requirements of EPA rules and the AOC issued by the DEP be approved.

Adoption of Resolution No. 2014-11.13:  Opposing a Proposed “Pilgrim Pipeline”

Councilman Yazdi offered the following Resolution and moved for its adoption:

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE
OPPOSING A PROPOSED “PILGRIM PIPELINE” TO CARRY FRACKED BAKKEN SHALE OIL FROM ALBANY, NEW YORK TO LINDEN, NEW JERSEY, THROUGH THE HIGHLANDS EGION OF PASSAIC COUNTY (WANAQUE, BLOOMINGDALE, POMPTON LAKES) AND RUN THROUGH THE PRESERVED PRISTINE FOREST OF THE RAMAPO MOUNTAINS, DUE TO CONCERNS NOT ONLY OVER THE EXPLOSIVE NATURE OF THIS OIL, BUT MORE IMPORTANTLY, THE POTENTIAL DEGRADATION OF NEW JERSEY’S DRINKING WATER SUPPLY

Whereas, Pilgrim Pipeline is proposing a project to install two pipelines to convey petroleum material to and from a refinery in Linden, New Jersey; and

Whereas, one pipeline will carry crude oil from a terminal in Albany, New York, to the refinery in Linden, New Jersey, and the other pipeline will carry refined finished product from the refinery back to Albany, New York; and

Whereas, the proposed right-of-way exists entirely within the New Jersey Highlands Preservation Area; and

Whereas, this pipeline would cause serious problems to the residents of Passaic County and the State of New Jersey, as oil and gas development can substantially reduce the value of real estate and land, while increasing the risk of leaks and explosions; and

Whereas, more than 10,000 pipeline incidents have occurred in the United States since 1993, including about 6,000 from petroleum pipelines; and

Whereas, one of the worst and most expensive oil spills in U.S. history came from a pipeline failure, such as the one in July 2010 near a tributary of Michigan’s Kalamazoo River; with clean-up costs at almost one billion dollars ($1,000,000,000) and the spill devastated sensitive ecosystems and impacted people who live in nearby communities; and

Whereas, the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale have determined that the Pilgrim Pipeline Project is not beneficial, but instead would cause an adverse effect to the region or the citizens of the County of Passaic and the State of New Jersey; 

Now, therefore, be it resolved that the Mayor and Council hereby strongly opposes the proposed Pilgrim Pipeline Project because of the potential degradation of New Jersey’s drinking water supply and the potential safety to our region and communities; and

Be it further resolved that the Mayor and Council calls for a moratorium on any and all planning, proposal and surveying; requests a full environmental review and asked that all nearby towns ships adopt a similar resolution;

Be it further resolved that the Municipal Clerk is hereby authorized to forward a copy of this resolution to the Governor’s Office, Passaic County Board of Chosen Freeholders, the State Legislature and the State Land Conservancy Commission; League of Municipalities and the contiguous municipalities.

Councilman Costa seconded the motion and it was carried on voice vote with all Council Members voting YES.
