the Governing Body further finds and declares that, notwithstanding President Wilson’s efforts to ensure a lasting peace, many brave souls perished in the Second World War and in the Korean War, thereby causing Armistice Day to be renamed as Veterans’ Day in 1954 in honor of all those who have fallen in the defense of our nation and her people; and

WHEREAS,
the Governing Body further finds and declares that the Borough has sent its own citizens to fight on behalf of our nation and has seen fit to remember those brave souls who perished by establishing at the entrance to Sloan Park monuments bearing their names for all time; and

WHEREAS,
the Governing Body further finds and declares that we, as Americans, enjoy freedom and liberty today because of the brave service of all of our veterans, and are now called upon to unite together in a living testament to their brave service by continuing the fight for freedom and liberty against terrorism here and across the globe;

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS BY THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDLAE, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING THE AGGREGATE AMOUNT OF $536,200 THEREFOR, INCLUDING A GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $220,000 EXPECTED TO BE RECEIVED FROM THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AND A GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $61,625 EXPECTED TO BE RECEIVED FROM PASSAIC COUNTY OPEN SPACE AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $510,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE BOROUGH TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.  The several improvements described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are hereby respectively authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Bloomingdale, a municipal corporation of the State of New Jersey (the “Borough”) as general improvements.  For the several improvements or purposes described in Section 3, there are hereby appropriated the respective sums of money therein stated as the appropriation made for each improvement or purpose, such sums amounting in the aggregate to $536,200, including a grant in the amount of $220,000 expected to be received from the State of New Jersey Department of Transportation and a grant in the amount of $61,625 expected to be received from Passaic County Open Space, including the aggregate sum of $24,000 as the several down payments for the improvements or purposes required by the Local Bond Law.  The down payments have been made available by virtue of provision for down payment or for capital improvement purposes in one or more previously adopted budgets and the sum of $2,200 available in the Rose Fund of the Borough.


Section 2.  In order to finance the cost of the several improvements or purposes not covered by application of the several down payments, negotiable bonds are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $510,000 pursuant to the Local Bond Law.  In anticipation of the issuance of the bonds, negotiable bond anticipation notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.


Section 3.  The several improvements hereby authorized and the several purposes for which the bonds are to be issued, the estimated cost of each improvement and the appropriation therefor, the estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for each improvement and the period of usefulness of each improvement are as follows:


(a)  Providing for improvements to Star Lake Road in the Borough, including all work and materials necessary therefor or incidental thereto.

Section 4.  All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer/Treasurer; provided that no note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer/Treasurer.  The Chief Financial Officer/Treasurer shall determine all matters in connection with notes issued pursuant to this ordinance, and the Chief Financial Officer’s/Treasurer’s signature upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:2-8.1.  The Chief Financial Officer/Treasurer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer/Treasurer is directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the notes pursuant to this ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the notes sold, the price obtained and the names of the purchaser.


Section 5.  The capital budget of the Borough is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith.  


Section 6.  The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated:


(a)
The purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are not current expenses.  They are all improvements that the Borough may lawfully undertake as general improvements, and no part of the costs thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property specially benefited thereby.


(b)
The average period of usefulness, computed on the basis of the respective amounts of obligations authorized for each purpose and the reasonable life thereof within the limitations of the Local Bond Law, is 10.57 years.


(c)
The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly prepared and filed in the office of the Clerk, and submitted to the office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey.  Such statement shows that the gross debt of the Borough as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and notes provided in this bond ordinance by $510,000, and the obligations authorized herein will be within all debt limitations prescribed by that Law.


(d)
An aggregate amount not exceeding $84,660 for items of expense listed in and permitted under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 is included in the estimated costs indicated herein for the purposes or improvements.



Section 7.  The full faith and credit of the Borough are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and the interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.  The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Borough, and the Borough shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable real property within the Borough for the payment of the obligations and the interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.


Section 8.  This bond ordinance shall take effect 20 days after the first publication thereof after final adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.

ORDINANCE 16-2014

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING Chapter IV, “GENERAL LICENSING,” OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE BY ADDING Section 4-12, "roadway solicitiation" for the issuance of permits TO CHARITABLE ORGANIZATIONS FOR ROADWAY SOLICITATIONS

WHEREAS, the Senate and General Assembly of the State of New Jersey have enacted legislation amending N.J.S.A. 39:4-60 prohibiting solicitation of charitable contributions from motorists on roadways in the State of New Jersey unless authorized by ordinance of the municipality in which said roadways are situate.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale desires to permit charitable organizations to solicit contributions within the Borough subject to certain restrictions and conditions, pursuant to a roadway charitable solicitation permit issued by the Borough; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale Township Committee deems it to be in the public interest to permit charitable organizations as defined by N.J.S.A. 45:17A-20 to solicit contributions in roadways situate in the Borough of Bloomingdale, provided same is done in a safe and reasonable manner;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:
SECTION 1. 
Chapter IV, "General Licensing" of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to add Section 4-12 "Roadway Solicitation" which shall read in its entirety as follows: 

4-12.  ROADWAY SOLICITATION

4-12.1
AUTHORIZATION
A. Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 39:4-60 and N.J.A.C. 16:40-1.1, authorized charitable organizations as defined in N.J.S.A. 45:17A-20 are hereby permitted to solicit contributions in the right-of-way of a 
highway located within the Borough subject to the provisions and restrictions contained in this chapter.
4-12.2 PERMITS  

A. Permit Required.  All charitable organizations who desire to solicit contributions in roadways situate in the Borough of Bloomingdale must obtain a permit from the Borough of Bloomingdale. Each roadway solicitation shall require a separate permit. No permits shall be issued by the Borough for more than two solicitations per month. There shall be no fee for the issuance of the permit. 

B. Application.  An application for a permit shall be filed with the Bloomingdale Borough Clerk on a form supplied by said Clerk specifying the following information:

C.
County or State Roadways.  If said request pertains to a location or locations on any County highway, or intersection of a County highway, said application shall include a copy of an authorization from the Passaic County Board of Chosen Freeholders to permit said charitable solicitation. If said request pertains to a location or locations on any State highway, or intersection of a State highway, said application shall include a copy of an authorization from the Commissioner of Transportation of the State of New Jersey to permit said charitable solicitation.

4-12.3
REVIEW OF PERMIT APPLICATION

Upon filing of a complete application in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance, the application shall be reviewed by the Borough Clerk and the Chief of Police or his designee.   The Police Chief is hereby authorized to issue a letter of endorsement for the issuance of a permit subject to his/her review. The application and the letter of endorsement, if issued, shall be transmitted by the Borough Clerk to the Borough Council who shall approve or deny the application.  If the applicant's request is granted, a permit shall be issued to the applicant which shall be subject to the representations contained in the applicant's application and any other conditions as imposed by the Borough.  An approved applicant must submit a Certificate of Insurance naming the Borough as an additional insured at least three days prior to the event 

4-12.4 DENIAL OR PERMIT AND APPEAL 

A. 
The Borough Council may deny a permit based on the following reasons:


(1) 
To ensure that traffic flow is not unreasonably impeded, interrupted, or delayed;


(2)
The design of the particular highway and/or intersection, turning movements, traffic densities, and/or speeds do not permit the safe interaction between the solicitor and vehicular traffic;


(3)
The solicitation would interfere with construction activity; or


(4)
To protect the public safety.

B.
If the Borough Council denies a permit, the notice of denial will set forth the reasons for the denial.

C.
An applicant who has been denied a roadway charitable solicitation permit may appeal such denial to the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale.

D.
The applicant may submit a written request for reconsideration to the Borough Council, within 30 days of denial of a permit. 

4-12.5 COMPLIANCE
A.
Any organization requesting authorization from the Borough of Bloomingdale for solicitation shall comply with all the terms and conditions of N.J.S.A. 39:4-60, by P.L. 1997, Chapter 82, approved April 30, 1997 and the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale.
B.
Organizations must adhere to the following conditions:


(1)
Only adults over the age of 18 shall be allowed in the roadway;


(2)
Adults soliciting in the roadway, or within 15 feet of the roadway, must wear properly sized, ANSI 107-2004 Class 2 or 3 high visibility apparel. Wearing non- ANSI approved apparel will be reason for immediate cessation of the event;


(3)
Solicitation shall only be permitted at signalized intersections during daylight hours;


(4)
Solicitation may not stop or impede vehicular or pedestrian traffic. Traffic must be stopped before solicitation can begin, and cease when traffic resumes movement. Flagmen are not permitted to be utilized to control or regulate traffic movement;


(5)
Solicitors may not harass the motorists or public;

(6)
Solicitors shall not consume or be under the influence of alcohol or drugs; and


(7)
The organization will be responsible for cleaning any debris from the solicitation site within two hours of the end of solicitation. 
4-12.6
CESSATION OF OPERATIONS

The Department of Transportation, Passaic County official, or any Borough official or law enforcement officer can order the charitable organization to cease roadway solicitation operations based upon, but not limited to: roadway issues, public safety concerns, weather conditions, or traffic conditions. This cease order does not transfer any liability or exposure to expenses to the official who is delaying or revoking the coin drop event.

4-12.7 VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES

SECTION 2.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4.
This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

WHEREAS, in response to a Federal Environmental Protection Agency mandate to cover all treated drinking water supplies, the Passaic Valley Water Commission is planning to drain the three (3) reservoirs on Garrett Mountain and replace them with large concrete tanks; and

WHEREAS, the Levine Reservoir, New Street Reservoir and Great Notch Reservoirs together form about half of the western border of Rifle Camp Park; and

WHEREAS, the Levine Reservoir is located in the City of Paterson’s Great Falls Historic District and is part of the Paterson Great Falls National Historic Park, established by Congress in 2009; and

WHEREAS, the reservoirs, which straddle the border of Paterson and Woodland Park, abut residential neighborhoods, such that the construction of the tanks would mar the landscape of the immediate area and render the neighborhoods industrial in look; and

WHEREAS, the construction would cost upwards of $150 million, which would be passed on to consumers via increased water rates; and

WHEREAS, residents have been drinking the reservoirs’ water for decades; and

WHEREAS, lawsuits filed by New York City and Portland, Oregon, against the mandate have spurred the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to revisit the requirement, such that the EPA now intends to take until 2016 to release an updated version; and

WHEREAS, the Environmental Protection Agency has the power to grant extensions for local projects, such as, for example, the extension granted to New York City for a particularly expensive reservoir replacement project; and

WHEREAS, given all of the above information, the City of Clifton, the Passaic County Planning Department, and numerous other local government entities would like the Passaic Valley Water Commission to delay movement on the construction until the updated rules are released and less harmful solutions are explored; and

WHEREAS, at least 23 municipalities have adopted resolutions opposing this project from Bergen and Passaic Counties; and

WHEREAS, this Governing Body is desirous of demonstrating its support for the delay of the project until the updated rules are released in 2016.

LATE PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilman Sondermeyer opened the meeting up to Late Public Comment; seconded by Councilman Yazdi and carried on voice vote.

Linda Shortman, 2 West Shore Road, spoke in regard to the campaign flyers sent out by the Democratic Committee whereby it states Mayor Dunleavy owns Dunleavy insurance and asked if he still sells insurance as full-time Mayor.
Mayor stated that he is registered with ADP Statewide in Florham Park and still collects residuals.

Mrs. Shortman spoke in regard to the flyer last year where there was misinformation about her and Councilman D’Amato stated on the record that if they proved it was wrong, he would apologize; noted she has been waiting eleven months for an apology.  Noted that her integrity was attack and the Committee and she did come to a compromise but was told they would not move forward on this matter until a settlement was reached.  She asked since there is an agreement, will he apologize now.

Councilman D’Amato stated that he does not think this is the forum to talk about this.  Mrs. Shortman stated he has received legal advice that she can ask this at a public forum.

Councilman D’Amato stated he has no comment on this.

Mrs. Shortman asked Councilman Yazdi about the last meeting where she asked him what his duties where as a Liaison to the Planning Board and why he didn’t bring the Tilcon/Meer forward at a meeting.

Councilman Yazdi stated that he has no comment.

Councilman Dellaripa stated that as a former member of the Board of education, there were some members who have spoken here who were Liaisons to the Board of Education and did not attend any meetings.

Mrs. Shortman stated that you can get what happened at a meeting by speaking with the Superintendent.

Mayor Dunleavy addressed the Tilcon issued and stated that no further action has been taken by the Governing Body; this is a private deal between Meer and Tilcon.  They informed the Borough of it and the first thing we should do because of the Meer Court Order was to check with the Judge to see if this would be allowed and the Judge stated that he would allow it as long as our Mt. Laurel obligation is achieved.

Our Planning Board did a reexamination of the master plan on that concept.
Mrs. Shortman spoke in regard to preserving the area in perpetuity and felt the Governing Body is opening up a can of worms.

Noted that in the “concept” prepared by Mr. Burgis, there was an ordinance.

Mrs. Shortman asked Councilman Yazdi why he isn’t doing Bailey Avenue this year and he noted that he has a bad back; if anyone else would like to do it, they are e welcome.

Lori Weinbrock, 45 Highland Road, noted she is upset in regard to the quarry proposal by Tilcon and felt we have opened the door for them.

Mayor stated that this is already a quarry.

Councilwoman Hudson stated that we need to look at everything and do what is good for all the citizens.

Discussion in regard to quality of life.

Rich Anunzio, 41 Highland Avenue, noted he leaves near the quarry entrance and he sees them working at night and stated he does not want to see anything further done.

Mayor stated that any activity he is seeing is within their boundaries and they have approval to do this; discussion in regard to a reclamation plan.

If they want to do anything further, there would need to be a zoning ordinance and many public hearings will be held.

Mrs. Shortman stated that we will never see our taxes lowered.

Since there was no one else who wished to speak under Late Public Comment, Councilman Dellaripa moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Yazdi and carried on voice vote.
