EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, asked for clarification on some of the items on the bills list and Mayor Dunleavy answered her questions as to the expenditures; i.e. shed at Walter T. Bergen School which Mayor stated will be used for Recreation and Soccer.  In response to Ms. Huntley, Mayor stated that it was paid by the Borough as the shed is located on Borough property and will be paid out of the ROSE fund; transfer will be done internally by Finance.
Ms. Huntley asked what is the $150 for the Canning Group; Mayor stated he will have to check The Borough hired them to do a feasibility study of all departments at a cost of $8,500.

Linda Shortman, 2 E. Shore Drive, spoke in regard to Ordinance No. 18-2015 Certificate of Continued Occupancy; Mayor stated that this just requires a certified check for CCO.

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGALE

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, amending Chapter XI, “buildings and housing,” section 11-1.6, “certificate of continued occupancy for commercial, industrial and residential premises” of the code of the borough of bloomingdale
BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:
SECTION 1. 
Chapter XI, “Buildings and Housing,” Section 11-1.6, “Certificate of Continued Occupancy for Commercial, Industrial and Residential Premises,” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to read as follows:

11-1.6    Certificate of Continued Occupancy for Commercial, Industrial and Residential Premises.

A. No person shall occupy or use any portion of a commercial, industrial or residential building after such building or portion thereof has been vacated or sold, or which there has been a change of occupancy, until the owner/landlord shall have applied for and secured a Certificate of Occupancy therefor from the Construction Official or his designee of the Borough.

B. Upon receipt by the Construction Official of an application for a Certificate of Continued Occupancy and payment of the requisite fee, the Construction Official shall conduct an inspection of the premises in question to insure compliance with applicable building, health, safety and fire codes, regulations, ordinances and statutes of the Borough of Bloomingdale and the State of New Jersey.

C. The Construction Official shall issue a Certificate of Continued Occupancy upon his inspection and satisfaction that no violations of the aforementioned codes, regulations, ordinances and statutes exist.

D. If violations are found to exist, there shall be no new occupancy or use of the premises until compliance with this section has been obtained.

E. The Construction Official shall provide a form to be completed by each applicant. A fee of two hundred dollars ($200) shall be paid for residential single-family dwellings. A fee of one hundred dollars ($100) per unit shall be paid for commercial, industrial, multifamily or residential rental units.

F. The Construction Official may waive the inspection and the above fee if an inspection of the same premises has been made within sixty (60) days, and there has been no physical change to the property.

G. All payments for a Continued Certificate of Occupancy shall be made in cash or cashier’s check to the Borough of Bloomingdale.

SECTION 2. All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4.
This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE CREATING THE POSITION OF RECREATION DIRECTOR AND DEFINING THE DUTIES THEREOF
WHEREAS, the Governing Body (“Governing Body”) of the Borough of Bloomingdale (“Borough”) finds and declares that the Bloomingdale Recreation Center (“Center”) provides needed programs and activities to Borough residents; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares that the creation of the position of “Recreation Director” will facilitate the most efficient and effective use of the Center by enabling the Borough to coordinate said programs and activities;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale as follows:

I.
A new section (Section 2-14) of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale, entitled “Recreation Director”, shall be and is hereby established.

II.
Section 2-14 of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale shall read as follows:


2-14.1

Position Established.  There is hereby established the position of Recreation Director of the Borough of Bloomingdale.


2-14.2

Qualifications.  The Recreation Director shall be computer-literate and proficient in the use of applicable computer programs.


2-14.3

Powers and Duties.  The Recreation Director shall be responsible as follows:




a.
For the establishment of the Borough’s Summer Recreation Program and for the coordination of all aspects of all programs established and/or administered by the Borough Recreation Commission, including, but not limited to, the scheduling of programs and activities, and the hiring of assistant personnel.




b.
For the operation of the Borough Recreation Center during the period designated by the Borough Recreation Commission for its hours of operation, which shall not be less than ten (10) hours per week, which operation shall include, but not be limited to, interacting with the general public in person and by telephone.




c.
For the maintenance and keeping of all public records and files of the Borough Recreation Commission and Borough Recreation Center, including, but not limited to, the disposition of all financial obligations, budgetary matters and bookkeeping.




d.
For the scheduling of the maintenance, and public and/or school-related use, of all recreational facilities subject to the jurisdiction of the Borough Recreation Commission.




e.
For the posting, publication and coordination of all registration activities relating to programs and/or activities established and/or administered by the Borough Recreation Commission.




f.
For the scheduling, planning, organization and coordination of all programs and/or activities established and/or administered by the Borough Recreation Commission.




g.
For the maintenance and inventorying of all equipment subject to the jurisdiction of the Borough Recreation Commission.


In addition to the foregoing, the duties of the position of Recreation Director shall be the Liaison to the Vacamas Day Camp.


2-14.4.

Part-Time Position; Compensation.  The position of Recreation Director shall be a part-time position, for which the Recreation Director shall receive compensation as provided in the Municipal Salary Ordinance.


2-14.5

Recreation Center:  Hours of Operation.  The hours of operation of the Recreation Center shall be determined by the Recreation Commission.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Recreation Center shall be closed during the following periods:

a. Official Municipal Holidays;

b. Operation of the Summer Recreation Program; and

c. December 24 through December 31 of each calendar year.

II.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances or resolutions that are in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are repealed to the extent necessary.

III.
If any article, section, subsection, term or condition of this Ordinance is declared invalid or illegal for any reason, the balance of this Ordinance shall be deemed severable and shall remain in full force and effect.

IV.
This Ordinance shall take effect upon publication and passage in accordance with law.
