PUBLIC NOTICE STATEMENT

Mayor Dunleavy stated that adequate notice of this meeting was posted in the Bloomingdale Municipal Building and provided to The Suburban Trends; The North Jersey Herald & News; and all other local news media on January 4, 2014.

PRESENTATIONS
At this time, the Mayor and Council recognized the “D” Squad Football Team for their recent Superbowl Victory; the presentation was roundly was applauded by all those in attendance.
RECESS

The Mayor and Council recessed at this time, 7:15 p.m.

RECONVEND

The Mayor and Council Reconvened at this time, 7:18 p.m.

*Councilman Yazdi entered at this time.

Mayor Dunleavy reconvened the meeting and asked for a moment of silence for the recent passing of Planning Board Attorney Anthony Sartori, Esq.

Councilman Yazdi stated that the last Planning Board meeting, they suggested bringing the family in at a future meeting to recognize the service of Mr. Sartori.
EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilman D’Amato moved that the meeting be open to Early Public Comment; seconded by Councilman Costa and carried on voice vote.

Richard Boud, 16 Tice Street, spoke of the odor coming from the compost site at DPW.  Mayor noted that they are aware of it and he spoke with RER; the DEP will be visiting and making an offsite visit; problem is it sat too long; they have been down there to turn it and the odor will subside.  All the finished product will be removed from the site.
Mayor stated that we probably should have contacted him sooner to turn the produce because of the volume.  Fire Department responded to a small fire in the pile but when you put water on it, it makes it worse.

(Borough Attorney entered at this time, 7:23 p.m.)

Mayor stated we will be monitoring this and weigh our options as to the impact on the “quality of life” of the residents in area vs. revenue.

Steve and Cindy Lyons, 180 Union Avenue, noted that he called the Fire Department at 5:30 and no one came; filed a police report and contacted the DEP due to the odor; noted that the trucks back up and down the DPW driveway and the noise is unbearable; noise level is about 76 decibels.

Since there was no one else who wished to speak under Early Public Comment, Councilman D’Amato moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Yazdi and carried on voice vote.

Mayor stated the DEP was here three weeks ago and did not write anything up.

Michael Rubin, 172 Union Avenue, also spoke in regard to the compost site and presented pictures and noted he agrees with everything the Lyons have said; the contractor has not moved the mulch in a while and not putting any extra effort into the community.  I have some damage to my property and he says he has no insurance and make a claim through the town.

Mayor assured everyone that this will be dealt with.

Richard Boud, 17 Tice Street, also spoke of the mud on the road.

Mark Rooney, Rafkind Road, discussed the Rafkind Road Project and congratulated the Governing Body on a good project and Mayor stated we hope to continue similar projects in town.

Matt Zaccone, 17 Charles Street, noted that he received a letter in regard to flood insurance and asked the status of the flood issues in the area with trying to get out of the flood zone.
Mayor stated that it seems that we tried and it has fallen on deaf ears; they have acknowledged that the zone designations in some areas are incorrect but they have no intention of doing a study of the floodplain; DEP said it is too much to do.

Mayor stated that we can do our on map revision; we will be introducing a Bond ordinance to remap this; we are moving forward in this most frustrating process.

Also Mr. Zaccone asked about the presentation awhile back in regard to electronic bulletin boards; Mayor stated that the majority of the Council felt they were too large; we would still like to study this and get something on Union Avenue and the Firehouse area.

Since there was no one else who wished to speak under Early Public Comment, Councilman Costa moved to close the Early Public Comment; seconded by Councilwoman Hudson and carried on voice vote.

Borough Attorney stated that we had no litigation this year.

Foreclosures

This is still being worked on; Mayor stated that there are some small parcels we will be foreclosing on then see if we can sell them.

Planning Board
Borough Attorney spoke in regard to the passing of Mr. Sartori who noted he was always a professional who deeply cared for the town and it was his pleasure to work with him.

Councilman Yazdi noted that t the last meeting it was stated he was a Liaison to the Planning but in actuality y he is a commission and voting member. 

He also stated that from December to March, Richard Brigliadoro will fill in for Planning Board Attorney until we hire someone full time; requests for proposals will be solicited.

At this time, Mayor Dunleavy thanked the Governing Body for their hard work, along with the employees, volunteers, professionals; noted that we had no municipal tax increase and saw a surplus of 1 million dollars from Avalon Bay.  He also outlined the various grants we received this year; zoning on Main Street; vacant building ordinance, improvements to our infrastructure u; approval of white collar and police contract; hazard mitigation plan completed; preparing for a recycling center and reduction in our insurance costs; looking to the County giving us back some land for a walking trail; safety program for staff; geese control.

Councilman Yazdi stated that all of these accomplishments are due to the fact that we have a full-time Mayor who has done a tremendous job.

Pursuant to the Fair Labor Standards Act, the Borough Clerk, Borough Administrator, Chief Financial Officer, Treasurer, Tax Collector, Construction/Building Official, Superintendent of Public Works, Water/Sewer Superintendent, Police Chief, Municipal Court Administrator and the Animal Control Coordinator shall not be compensated over and above their regular salaries for overtime.

2) LONGEVITY

The only employees who shall receive longevity payments, are those employees afforded the same through ordinance, a fully ratified collective bargaining agreement, or any other employment agreement or those other employees who are receiving a longevity payment on the date that this ordinance is adopted, subject to the restrictions set forth below.

For all Department Heads who are receiving longevity benefits not by virtue of ordinance or collective bargaining agreement shall follow the White Collar Collective Bargaining Agreement that is effective at the time of this Ordinance adoption and will follow all subsequent contracts.  No individuals other than those set forth in this Section entitled 2) Longevity, shall be entitled to any longevity payment.  



3) SALARIES

Salaries shall be paid bi-weekly with the following exceptions:

a) Quarterly: Council Members; Public Defender; Fire Official; and Fire Prevention Bureau Secretary.

b) Hourly employees shall be paid when vouchers are submitted for services rendered.

c) Upon adequate notice given to the Borough Administrator and the office responsible for processing Borough payroll, full-time employees may receive vacation pay in advance.

4) None of the provisions contained herein shall be construed as establishing a one-year term of employment. All such officers and employees, other than those elected or appointed pursuant to any statute providing otherwise, shall be subject to removal, except where otherwise provided by applicable statute.

5) This Ordinance shall take effect after the final passage and publication as required by law and all other ordinances inconsistent hereby are repealed.

Councilman D’Amato moved for a Public Hearing on this ordinance; seconded by Councilwoman Hudson and carried on voice vote.

Mayor explained that this is a recommendation from the Finance Department; this is just a range; not actual salaries.

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, questioned the range for Administrator; and felt it should be separated into two categories; one for full time Mayor.  Discussion followed; Borough Attorney stated he felt the ordinance was fine as is and there would have to be a vote on the salary.  Consensus that the ordinance will be changed to add full-time Mayor and Attorney noted that this is an amendment which is insubstantial; just clarification.

Since there was no one else who wished to speak during the Public Hearing, Councilman D’Amato moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman Yazdi and carried on voice vote.

Councilman Yazdi moved for the adoption of this ordinance with the amendment that the position of full-t time Mayor will be added with a range of $1.00 to $100,000; seconded by Councilman Costa.

Councilman D’Amato stated that the amount of work that has been done these past few years with Jon as the full-time Mayor would never have been completed with an Administrator; Jon is on call 24/7 and even gives out his cell to the residents; he follows up with everything and has established a good rapport with the County officials which has benefited the Borough.  The motion carried as per the following roll call:  Council Members:  Costa; D’Amato; Dellaripa; Hudson; Sondermeyer and Yazdi all YES.

WHEREAS, the trip hazard removal services provided by Always Safe Sidewalks to the Borough of Bloomingdale shall not exceed the amount of $35,524.75; and

WHEREAS, funding for this resolution is available by appropriation in the budget of the Borough, as evidenced by the Certification of the Borough Treasurer; and
