WHEREAS, the two (2) year rule negatively impacts continuity of leadership in New Jersey public school districts including Bloomingdale; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale believes that New Jersey public school districts like Bloomingdale should have continuity of leadership in its schools.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey as follows:
