BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the Bloomingdale Borough Council that we direct the Bloomingdale Environmental Commission to establish a sustainability subcommittee that will be charged with the preparation of a “Sustainable Bloomingdale” Planning Guide, which will be a “living” document subject to changes and updates by the Environmental Commissions and Borough Council and which will incorporate public input, to assist the Borough Council and Borough officials in implementing the concepts of sustainability through programs and projects; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, by the Bloomingdale Council that the Mission, Goals and Objectives for the Bloomingdale Environmental Commission as the Bloomingdale Green Team Advisory Committee are established as follows: 

Mission

The Bloomingdale Environmental Commission as the Bloomingdale Green Team will advise the Borough Council on ways to establish programs, projects and municipal operations with “Green” initiatives which are economically and environmentally sound through research and evaluation to assist in the analysis, development, and implementation of sustainability programs and projects and directs the Bloomingdale Environmental Commission to report to the Borough Council on a regular basis.

Goals

Submit a report and recommendations to the Borough Council by to include

1. The proposed “Sustainable Bloomingdale” Planning Guide which shall include:

a. Research and analyses of green initiatives which make practical environmental and financial sense

b. Proposed sustainability programs and projects through participation of all employees to solicit ideas on green initiatives 

c. Develop strategies for sustainable green initiatives in municipal operations

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares its intention that this Official Resolution shall serve to memorialize the Borough’s continuing commitment to recycling and the Borough’s acceptance of its obligations under the requirements imposed by the Act and its implementing regulations;

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares that its intention that and duly authorized representative, entrusted with the responsibility to ensure that the Borough’s Recycling Tonnage Grant Application under the Act is properly completed and timely filed with NJDEP:
