ORDINANCE 10-2016
OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGALE

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, to amend chapter 92, “zoning,” article v, “regulations governing certain uses,” section 92-22, “parking, loading and automative services” of the code of the borough of bloomingdale

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:
SECTION 1. 
Chapter 92, “Zoning,” Article V, “Regulations Governing Certain Uses,” Section 92-22, “Parking, loading and automotive services,” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to read as follows:
§ 92-22.    Parking, loading and automotive services.

A.    
Off-street parking. In all districts in connection with every manufacturing, business, institutional, recreational, and residential or any other use, there shall be provided, at the time any building or structure is erected or is enlarged or increased in capacity, off-street parking spaces open to the users at no charge in accordance with the requirements set forth herein.

(1)  
Size and access. Each off-street parking space shall have an area of not less than one hundred sixty-two (162) square feet measuring nine feet by eighteen (9 x 18) feet in an area exclusive of access drives or aisles, and shall be of usable shape and condition. Except in the case of dwellings, no parking area provided hereunder shall be established for less than three (3) spaces. There shall be adequate provisions for ingress and egress to all parking spaces. The grade of residential driveways shall not be over fifteen percent (15%), and for all other parking areas the grade shall be ten percent (10%).

Access to off-street parking areas shall be limited to several well-defined locations, and in no case shall there be permitted unrestricted access along the length of the street or alley upon which the parking area abuts. Permits shall be required for curb cuts except for new residential subdivisions.

(2)  
Number of parking spaces required. The number of off-street parking spaces required shall be as set forth in the Schedule of Regulations in accordance with the definition of "floor area" as set forth in Article XI hereof, provided that any residential district, on any lot having an area of one (1) acre or less, private garage space may be provided for not more than five (5) motor vehicles. Space for one (1) additional motor vehicle may be provided for each one-fifth (1/5) acre by which the area of the lot exceeds one (1) acre; and in any residential district, not more than one-half (1/2) of the garage space provided on any lot shall be used for the housing of commercial motor vehicles. In the case of any building structure or premises the use of which is not specifically mentioned herein, the provisions for a use which is so mentioned and to which said use is similar, in the opinion of the Board of Adjustment, shall apply.

(3)  
Off-site facilities. All permitted and required accessory off-street parking spaces, open or enclosed, shall be located on the same zone lot as the use to which such spaces are accessory, except that such spaces may be provided elsewhere but shall be provided within a radius of no greater distance than fifteen hundred (1500) feet from that zone lot. For utilization of spaces on property not in the same ownership as the use to which they are accessory, a copy of a lease/license agreement between the user and the property owner allowing the utilization of the spaces must be submitted to the Zoning Officer within ten (10) days of execution of the agreement. If the agreement is terminated for any reason, the user must immediately notify the Zoning Officer of same and terminate all use.

B.    
Off-street loading.

(1)  
Size and location. Loading spaces shall be not less than ten (10) feet in width, twenty-five (25) feet in length and fourteen (14) feet in height and may occupy all or any part of any required yard; except that where located adjacent to any residential district, they shall be set back a minimum of six (6) feet from such property line.

C.    Joint facilities for parking or loading. Off-street parking and loading facilities for separate uses may be provided jointly if the total number of spaces so provided is not less than the sum of the separate requirements for each use and provided that all regulations governing the location of accessory spaces in relation to the use served are adhered to. Further, no accessory space or portion thereof shall serve as a required space for more than one (1) use unless otherwise approved by the appropriate Board in accordance with the purposes and procedure set forth herein and provided by State statute.

D.    
Development and maintenance of parking and loading areas. Every parcel of land hereafter used as a public or private parking area or loading area, including a commercial parking lot, shall be developed and maintained in accordance with the following requirements:

(1)  
Screening and landscaping. Off-street parking areas for more than five (5) vehicles and off-street loading areas shall be effectively screened by a fence or hedge on each side which adjoins or faces another premises. Such fence or hedge shall not be less than four (4) feet nor more than six (6) feet in height and shall be maintained in good condition without any advertising thereon. Any space between such fence or hedge and the side lot line adjoining a premises or the front lot line facing a premises in any residential district shall be landscaped with grass, hardy shrubs or evergreen ground cover and maintained in good condition.

(a)     
No gasoline filling station, parking garage, motor vehicle repair, paint or body shop or any vehicular access thereto shall be located within three hundred (300) feet of the following uses if the property owned or dedicated to such uses is located along the same street and on the same block: schools, playgrounds, churches, hospitals, public libraries and institutions for dependents or for children.

 (2)  
Minimum distances and setbacks. No off-street loading area or parking area or part thereof for more than five (5) vehicles shall be closer than three (3) feet to the adjoining lot line upon which adjoining lot is located any dwelling, school, hospital or other institution for human care. If not in a residential district but adjoining such district, the parking area shall not be located within five (5) feet from the established street right-of-way line within fifty (50) feet of any residential district.

(3)  
Surfacing. All off-street parking or loading areas shall be surfaced with an asphaltic or Portland cement binder pavement or similar durable and dustless surface which shall be so graded and drained as to dispose of all surface water accumulated within the area and shall be so arranged and marked as to provide for the orderly and safe loading, parking and storage of self-propelled vehicles.

(4)  
Lighting. Any lighting used to illuminate any off-street parking or loading areas shall be so arranged as to reflect away from the adjoining premises in any residential district.

(5)  
Modification of requirements. The Board of Adjustment may, on appeal, authorize a modification, reduction or waiver of the foregoing requirements, if it should find that, in the particular case appealed, the peculiar nature of the use or the exceptional situation or condition must justify such action.

E.     
Service stations and parking garages. 

(1)  
Location of exits and entrances.

(a) 
Vehicular access to the above automotive uses shall not be closer to the intersection of any two (2) streets' lot lines than fifty (50) feet, nor shall any such use be located within twenty-five (25) feet of any boundary line of any residential district.

(2)  
Location of appliances or pits. No gasoline filling station or parking garage shall be permitted where any gasoline oil pump or oil-draining pit or visible appliance for any such purpose is located within ten (10) feet of any street lot line, except where such appliance or pit is within a building.

F.     
Commercial or registered school vehicles in residence districts. The garaging, storing or parking of any commercial or registered school vehicle in excess 12,000 pounds gross vehicle weight registered (GVWR) on any premises within a residential district is prohibited; provided, however, that nothing herein shall prohibit the parking of a commercial vehicle for such reasonable time as may be required for pickup, delivery, maintenance or installation in the regular course of business to residents of such districts. Only one (1) commercial or one (1) registered school vehicle not to exceed 12,000 pounds GVWR shall be permitted per residential dwelling, other than garaged vehicles.
SECTION 2. All ordinances or parts of ordinances of the Borough of Bloomingdale inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3.
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4. This law shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication as required by law.

Adoption of Resolution No. 2016-4.4:  Opposing Assembly Bills 1475 and 326 which proposes that funds generated from a Pilot Program be allocated from the Municipal General Fund
Councilman Yazdi offered the following Resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION #2016-4.4

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

WHEREAS, municipalities such as the Borough of Bloomingdale seek various ways and resources to provide incentives for developers to invest in infrastructure and proceed with redevelopment projects; and 

WHEREAS, one of the few tools and resources available is what is known as a “Payment in Lieu of Taxes” (PILOT) whereby the developer and/or landowner make payments to the municipality by way of an annual service charge in lieu of taxes; and

WHEREAS, the annual service charge benefits the municipality with additional funding in excess of a conventional ratable and provides an incentive to developers who seek to provide redevelopment in a community; and

WHEREAS, certain municipalities that have engaged in PILOT programs and redevelopment plans have found the correlation with the overall appreciation of residential value and revitalization of communities; and

WHEREAS, PILOT programs provide additional general revenue to a municipality and have contributed to reducing the overall local property tax burden in communities; and

WHEREAS, presently 95% of revenue from a PILOT program goes directly to the local municipal general fund to stabilize and reduce local property taxes; and

WHEREAS, if A326 and A1475 are approved it would result in a 50% loss of revenue for any PILOT programs in municipalities such as Bloomingdale Borough, who seek to revitalize and redevelop its community and accordingly jeopardizes the financial stability and incentives and redevelopment of projects in communities such as Bloomingdale Borough that are presently considering qualifying projects within the community; and

WHEREAS, A1475 and A326 jeopardize the ability of the Borough of Bloomingdale to successfully achieve such redevelopment for its residents, for the overall benefit of the community, as well as the overall aesthetics, value and financial wherewithal of the community; and

WHEREAS, Assembly Bill A326 and A1475, if approved, would require municipalities that are part of regional school districts, such as Bloomingdale Borough, to share the annual revenue generated by redevelopment projects with the county and regional schools, causing a significant reduction in anticipated municipal revenues for these projects.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Morris and State of New Jersey, as follows:

The Borough hereby opposes Assembly Bill A1475 and A326, which would require municipalities to share payments received in lieu of taxes with county and school districts.

Authorizing Submission of State of New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act Tonnage Grant Application

on Behalf of the Borough of Bloomingdale

WHEREAS, the Governing Body (“Governing Body”) of the Borough of Bloomingdale (“Borough”) finds and declares that the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act (“Act”), P.L. 1987, c. 102, has established a recycling fund from which tonnage grants may be made to municipalities in order to encourage local source separation and recycling programs; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares that it is the intent and spirit of the Act that municipalities use tonnage grants to continue and expand existing municipal recycling programs and to develop new programs designed to promote recycling; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares that the New Jersey Legislature has empowered the State of New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (“NJDEP”) to implement the Act through the promulgation of regulations that impose upon municipalities, as a condition for applying for such tonnage grants, certain requirements that include compiling and maintaining accurate, verifiable records of materials collected and claimed by each such municipality; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares its intention that this Official Resolution shall serve to memorialize the Borough’s continuing commitment to recycling and the Borough’s acceptance of its obligations under the requirements imposed by the Act and its implementing regulations;

WHEREAS, the Governing Body further finds and declares that its intention that and duly authorized representative, entrusted with the responsibility to ensure that the Borough’s Recycling Tonnage Grant Application under the Act is properly completed and timely filed with NJDEP:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale does hereby authorize the submission on behalf of the Borough of a 2016 Recycling Tonnage Grant Application to the State of New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection under the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act and does hereby confirm  the Borough’s Recycling Coordinator as the duly authorized representative of the Borough who shall be entrusted with the responsibility to ensure that said Application shall be properly completed and timely filed with NJDEP; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale does hereby direct all necessary and appropriate municipal officials to cause any and all funds received pursuant to said Application to be deposited in a dedicated recycling trust fund to be appropriated solely for the promotion of recycling with the Borough.

A RESOLUTION TO  AFFIRM THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE'S CIVIL RIGHTS POLICY WITH RESPECT TO ALL OFFICIALS, APPOINTEES, EMPLOYEES, PROSPECTIVE  EMPLOYEES,  VOLUNTERS,   INDEPENDENT CONTRACTORS, AND MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC THAT COME INTO CONTACT WITH  MUNICIPAL  EMPLOYEES,  OFFICIALS  AND VOLUNTEERS
WHEREAS, it is the policy of the Borough of Bloomingdale to treat the public, employees, prospective employees, appointees, volunteers and contractors in a manner consistent with all applicable civil rights laws and regulations including, but not limited to the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1964 as subsequently amended, the New Jersey Law against Discrimination, the Americans with Disabilities Act and the Conscientious Employee Protection Act, and
WHEREAS, the governing body of the Borough of Bloomingdale has determined that certain procedures need to be established to accomplish this policy

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ADOPTED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale that:
Section 1: No official, employee, appointee or volunteer of the Borough of Bloomingdale by whatever title known, or any entity that is in any way a part of the Borough of Bloomingdale shall engage, either directly or indirectly in any act including the failure to act that constitutes discrimination, harassment or a violation of any person's constitutional rights while such official, employee, appointee volunteer, or entity is engaged in or acting on behalf of the Borough of Bloomingdale' s business or using the facilities or property of the Borough of Bloomingdale.
Section 2: The prohibitions and requirements of this resolution shall extend to any person or entity, including but not limited to any volunteer organization or inter-local organization, whether structured as a governmental entity or a private entity, that receives authorization or support in any way from the Borough of Bloomingdale to provide services that otherwise could be performed by the Borough of Bloomingdale.
Section 3: Discrimination, harassment and civil rights shall be defined for purposes of this resolution using the latest definitions contained in the applicable

Section 4.  The Full-time Mayor shall establish written procedures for any person to report alleged discrimination, harassment and violations of civil rights prohibited by this resolution.  Such procedures shall include alternate ways to report a complaint so that the person making the complaint need not communicate with the alleged violator in the event the alleged violator would be the normal contact for such complaints.
Section 5: No person shall retaliate against any person who reports any alleged discrimination, harassment or violation of civil rights, provided however, that any person who reports alleged violations in bad faith shall be subject to appropriate discipline.

Section 6: The Full-Time Mayor shall establish written procedures that require all officials, employees, appointees and volunteers of the Borough of Bloomingdale as well as all other entities subject to this resolution to periodically complete training concerning their duties, responsibilities and rights pursuant to this resolution.

Section 7: The Full-Time Mayor shall establish a system to monitor compliance and shall report at least annually to the governing body the results of the monitoring.

Section 8: At least annually, the Full-Time Mayor shall cause a summary of this resolution and the procedures established pursuant to this resolution to be communicated within the Borough of Bloomingdale. This communication shall include a statement from the governing body expressing its unequivocal commitment to enforce this resolution. This summary shall also be posted on the Borough of Bloomingdale's website.

Section 9: This resolution shall take effect immediately.

Section 10: A copy of this resolution shall be published in the official newspaper of the Borough of Bloomingdale in order for the public to be made aware of this policy and the Borough of Bloomingdale's commitment to the implementation and enforcement of this policy.
