Adoption of Resolution No. 2015-4.4:  Transparency Act of 2015

Councilman Yazdi offered the following Resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION #2015-4.4

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

WHEREAS, Assembly Bill No. A-4325 supplementing chapter 4 of Title 54, R.S.54:4-65 and designated the “Transparent Act of 2015” is being considered for adoption by the New Jersey State Assembly; and

WHEREAS, the amendment would permit the local jurisdiction to print separate tax bills to each taxpayer, one showing the amount of property taxes due and payable for municipal tax purposes, the other shall state the amount of property taxes due and payable for county purposes, school purposes, fire district purposes and the purposes of any other special district on behalf of which the municipality collects property taxes; and

WHEREAS, both bills shall include a brief tabulation showing the distribution of the total amount to be raised by taxes; and

WHEREAS, A-4325 would require the municipal tax collector to send notice of the pro rata share, if any, of the property tax appeal refunds paid by the municipality during the tax year to the county, school districts, and dire districts for inclusion in their annual budgets; and

WHEREAS, in the following tax year in which the refunds were paid, the municipal tax collector is then required to deduct the applicable pro rata share of the property tax refund from the amounts to be paid to the county and each school and fire district; and

WHEREAS, these amendments, if adopted will assist the general public to understand the tax bill, the structure of the taxes, and the level of support for each agency, and will further provide a more equitable structure to share the obligation of paying approved tax appeals as the title states, creates transparency in the tax supporting local assessments;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, County of Passaic, and State of New Jersey hereby supports Assembly Bill A-4235 amending Title 54:4-65 and urges the Legislature to approve and pass the bill for the reasons expressed herein; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be sent to the members of the NJ State Assembly, the members of the NJ Senate and the Governor of the State of New Jersey, the New Jersey League of Municipalities, the Municipal Clerks’ Association of New Jersey and all Passaic County Municipalities.

Jack Miller, Reeve Avenue asked about the status of Sloan Park; Mayor Dunleavy stated that the new model was just completed by the Engineer and on its way down to the DEP.  An Objector has thrown a large curve on this; Mayor has contacted our Legislators but it is in the hands of the DEP.
In answer to Mr. Miller re desnagging of brooks, we do it quarterly and DPW checks it; problem is residents throw debris in there.

Mr. Miller asked about the Tilcon encroachment on the Open Space; this was referred to the DEP and they have remedied the situation.  Mr. Miller stated that they are encroaching on the wetlands in the Meer tract and are in the buffer area.  Mayor asked Mr. Miller to send him a formal note on this and he will have the Borough Attorney review.

Borough Attorney stated that a lot of this is DEP jurisdiction and I do not know what we can do; DEP does the fining.

In regard to when the Tilcon conceptual plan will be discussed by the Planning Board, Mayor stated that the agenda will be on the website and contact the Board Secretary but I would assume it will be late June.

Linda Huntley, 86 Van Dam Avenue, noted that she read a lot about the problems Riverdale is having with Tilcon Quarry and hoped that the Council would take this into consideration what other areas are running into.  Mayor stated that since our Engineer is the same Engineer for Riverdale, he will ask him for some more detail.
