EARLY PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilman D’Amato moved to open the meeting to Early Public Comment; seconded by Councilman Dellaripa and carried on voice vote.

Mayor stated that Rafkind Road sidewalks are on the agenda for discussion.  We had a special meeting in regard to this.  The first thing will be to introduce a bond ordinance to place the funding in place.  Once the ordinance is adopted, then we can authorize bids and go out to bid.  We plan to have this done by late June.

The following people commented under Public Comment:

Thomas Tracey, 158 Rafkind Road, spoke in regard to the Rafkind Road sidewalk project and process involved, etc.  Noted he would like the Engineer to come and review his sidewalks.  
Mayor stated that we have an opportunity to pave and do curbing and it only makes sense to do the sidewalks at the same time.

Mr. Tracey noted that he would like the Engineer and a committee to come and look at all 61 homes; Councilman Sondermeyer volunteered to coordinate that.

Lynn Peine, spoke for her mother who owns property at 157 Rafkind Road, spoke in regard to a corner lot and if that whole section would be wraparound with curbing; noted the Borough Engineer will look at it and discuss with her.

Mike McGurdy, 172 Rafkind Road, noted that he is in favor of the project.

Mark Rooney, 180 Rafkind Road, also was in favor of the project.

Al Miller, 7 Mary Street, stated that Rafkind Road definitely needs repair and in response, Mayor Dunleavy explained the grant we received and also fact that we are applying for a NANO loan for 2014 funding.

Also noted we have received in excess of 1 million dollars from Avalon Bay which will be used for improving our infrastructure.

Jack Miller, Reeve Avenue, asked about the change order on the agenda for Van Dam and Mayor stated that t his is to finish the work on Van Dam.
Scott William, 134 Rafkind Road, noted that he received a letter from his insurance company that unless he fixes his sidewalks, they will drop his coverage; noted that if we go forward with this project, we will give him a letter stating it is going to be done which should suffice.

Since there was no one who wished to speak under the Public Comment, Councilman Dellaripa moved that it be closed; seconded by Councilman D’Amato and carried on voice vote.

Presentation by t he ROSE Fund Committee

At this time, Ed Simoni, Tia Brady and jack Miller of the ROSE Fund Committee presented their report to the Mayor and Council in regard to their recommendations.  The reports are on file in the Municipal Clerk’s office.
The recommendations of the Committee were as follows for the allocation of funding:

Mr. Simoni noted t hat this year we realized t hat recreation and parks may need some extra capital due to the damage by the winter storms, etc.

This is after the DPW allocation is paid.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1.  Chapter IV, “General Licensing,” Chapter 4-2, “Peddlers and Hawkers,” Section 4-2.5, “Fees,” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to read as follows:

4-2.5    Fees.

INTRODUCTION OF NEW BUSIENSS

Adoption of Resolution #2013-.5:  Supporting the delaying of the draining of three reservoirs on Garret Mountain
Councilman Yazdi offered the following Resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION #2013-3.5

OF THE GOVERNING BODY

OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE
PASSAIC COUNTY, NEW JERSEY

SUPPORTING THE DELAYING OF DRAINING THREE (3) RESERVOIRS ON GARRET MOUNTAIN AND REPLACING THEM WITH LARGE CONCRETE TANKS, UNTIL UPDATED RULES ARE RELEASED BY THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY

WHEREAS, in response to a federal Environmental Protection Agency mandate to cover all treated drinking water supplies, the Passaic Valley Water Commission is planning on draining the three (3) reservoirs on Garret Mountain and replacing them with large concrete tanks; and

WHEREAS, the reservoirs are the Levine, New Street and the Great Notch, which happens to form about half of the western border of Rifle Camp County Park; and

WHEREAS, construction of the tanks would mar the landscape of the immediate area, which straddles Paterson and Woodland Park and would cost upwards of $100 million; and

WHEREAS, the cost would be passed on to consumers; and

WHEREAS, being that local residents have been drinking this water for decades; and

WHEREAS, lawsuits filed against the mandate by New York City and Portland, Oregon, have spurred the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to revisit this requirement, known as LT2 and the EPA is taking until 2016 to release an updated version; and

WHEREAS, the Environmental Protection Agency has also granted New York City an extension for one particularly expensive reservoir replacement project; and

WHEREAS, based on this information, the Passaic County Planning Department would like to see the Passaic Valley Water Commission delay movement on the construction until the updated rules are released and less harmful solutions are explored; and

WHEREAS, these three sites about residential neighborhoods and the introduction of tanks would render them industrial in look while also raising the residents’ water rates; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale are desirous of demonstrating their support for the delay on the project, until the updated rules are released; and

WHEREAS, this matter was discussed at the Regular Meeting of the Governing Body of the Borough of Bloomingdale;

WHEREAS, Senate Bill S-2364 and Assembly Bill A3553 propose to create a system of early voting in the State of New Jersey; and 

WHEREAS, the goal of accommodating voters in pursuit of greater participation in the democratic process is a worthy goal; and 

WHEREAS, these bills would in reality increase workloads, add more costs to the election process, and ultimately serve to confuse voters more than it would accommodate their needs; and 

WHEREAS, these bills would require for each primary and general election a public facility, except a public school, located in each municipality in an area of a high concentration of population to be open and available to registered voters starting 15 days before an election for early polling, possibly conflicting with if not pushing out other important uses for these buildings, causing inconvenience to residents; and 

WHEREAS, these bills require retraining of poll workers and dramatically increased hours, as well as chain of custody requirements to protect the voting process, despite the fact that recruiting and training polls workers is already a difficult process; and 

WHEREAS, these bills would increase costs to municipalities, including overtime pay for workers; and 

WHEREAS, although these bills allow municipalities to request reimbursement for extra costs and provide an appropriation, the appropriation does not outline a specific amount nor dedicated funding, only that which the State Treasurer and the Director of the Division of Budget and Accounting deem necessary, and they do not outline the procedure for a municipality whose reimbursement request is denied; and 

WHEREAS, the opportunity for “Early Voting” already exists in the State of New Jersey through the Vote by Mail ballot process. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that governing body of the Borough of Bloomingdale in the County of Passaic does hereby oppose S2364 and A3553; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the governing body of the Borough of Bloomingdale does hereby call upon its representatives in the State Legislature to oppose the adoption of this bill; and
