Discussion in regard to Riverwalk

She stated that he does not think the major part of it will be done in the near future; he would like to see the area along the parking lot at the Senior Center done with the help of the DPW.

Mayor Dunleavy noted that on the surface, he would not be against it for a park like area behind the Senior Center.  Felt a recommendation in January be made to the ROSE Fund Committee and see what they come back with.

Councilman Dellaripa felt that would be a good idea.

Councilman Yazdi stated that it didn’t have to cost us $30,000 to figure out the only place to put it is behind the Senior Center; he will never spend $56,000 for mulch path.  Let’s put it on the list of projects that need to get done; it would need to be wheelchair accessible.

Councilman Sondermeyer stated he is 100% for it and will volunteer to be on a committee.

Walter T. Bergen Restrooms

Mayor stated that the bids were opened and we are not ready this evening; attorney is reviewing the bids.

Rafkind Road

Mayor stated that bids were opened today and we do have a low bidder and this is under Attorney review and will be on the October 22 meeting.  The bids were considerably less than projected and it might lessen the assessment to the residents.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF PASSAIC AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, the code of the borough of bloomingdale BY amending Chapter VII, “TRAFFIC,” part i, “on-street traffic regulations,” Sections 7-11, “parking prohibited at all times on certain streets,” and 7-21, “LOADING ZONES,” to prohibit parking along the front of borough hall

Whereas, the Borough Chief of Police has recommended that parking be prohibited in front of Borough Hall due to limited sight vision issues caused by parked vehicles; and 

WHEREAS, parking for Borough Hall is available in the parking lot located on the backside of Borough Hall; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Chief’s recommendation, the Mayor and Borough Council desire to amend the Borough Code to reflect that parking shall be prohibited in front of Borough Hall, except that a limited zone shall be permitted for temporary parking for loading and unloading purposes.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of Bloomingdale, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1. 
Chapter VII, “Traffic,” Part I, “On-Street Traffic Regulations,” Section 7-11, “Parking Prohibited at All Times on Certain Streets,” of the Code of the Borough of Bloomingdale is hereby amended to read as follows:
